There is, unfortunately, too much
truth in the sad picture which the above
paragraph presents.

There
were cases of bribery here and there, but
they were not general, and only touched
the very lowestclass. Bribery of electors
came in extensively with confederation,
and has been enormously increased in
the subsequent elections. It is true that
neither party is guiltless, but the gravest
charges and the convincing proofs of
wholesale corruption in our federal af-
fairs affect almost entirely the party
now in power.

The Telegraph displays a dense degree
of ignorance when it says that bribery
came in with Confederation. Bribery
was as common in New Brunswick fifty
years agoas it is to-day, and it was not
confined to the “very lowest classes”
as the Telegraph says, because “the
very lowest class” had no votes. The
qualification of an elector, except in the
city of St. John where the freemen had
votes, was the ownership of a freehold
of the clear value of twenty-five pounds.
The men who sold themselves to the
highest bidder in those days were there-
fore the land owners, the “men who had
a stake in the country,” the solid
yeomanry who were more corrupt fifty
years ago than they are now, because
they were more ignorant.

The Pioneer was not
molested by any of the Behring sea
patrol.

Sir. Julian Pauncefote, British minis-
ter, has called the attention of the de-
partment of state to the alleged viola-
tions of the modus viyendi respecting
the maximum num! of seals to be tak-
en 1n Behring sea. An inspection of the
terms of the modus vivendi makes it ap-
pear that the protest based upon techni-
cal grounds, and that there is fair room
for the contention that there has been
no violation of its provisions which is
ingisted upon by the treasury officers.
The bodies of 1,200 victims of the
flood at Conseugra, Spain, have been
buried. The town wears a most deso-
late aspect. The streets are covered
with deposits a yard deep of stinking
mud, which probably still contains many
corpses. Hundreds of Franciscan
riests have displayed heroic devotion
in recovering and interring bodies which
are now badly decomposed owing to the
extreme heat. The superintendent of
military works gallantly saved the lives
of sixty persons by means of a hastily
constructed raft of furniture secured from
the floating wreckage. Though badly
injured himself he he did not flinch in
his efforts to save his fellow beings.

SPECULATION RAMPART.

New Yogx, Sept. 17. If ever the pub-
lic had a fair chance in Wall Street it
had it to-day, for it and no other power is
extending the limits of the stock market
and lifting prices. Attempts to repress
the growth of confidence are palpable
every day, but are as effective as a blast
from a hand bellows would be in com-
petition with the enlivening breezes of
spring.

A RIOTOUS DEMONSTRATION,

How the P of “L
Was Recelved at Paris.

Pants, Sept. 16.—The performance of
“Tohengrin” commenced at 8 o’clock this
evening. The police had orders to take
energetic action if necessary. The
“claque” seats were occupied by detec-
tives, all the approaches to the corridors
were occupied by police, and an inspect-
or stood by each check-taker to scrutin-
jze incomers. Mounted republican
guards kept the streets clear.

The house was crowded. The overture
was listened to in profound silence, the
audience breaking into rapturous ap-
plause at the conclusion. The opera
was admirably mounted and finely
rendered.

By nine o’clock the scene outside the
opera house was of the liveliest descript-
jon. The pavement was almost impass-
able, and there way a sprinkling of An-
archists and other rough characters in
the crowd. A band of students sung
the “Marseillaise,” the crowds respond-
ing with cries of “Vive la France,” “A
bas Wagner.” Portions of the mob con-
tinually made rushes againts the police
cordon, and the police, whenever these
incursions became formidable, assumed
the offensive and charged the mob,
which would take to flight.

Then the singing and shouting would
be renewed and the rushes and charges
repeated.

Then a force of cavalry and mounted
police forcibly patrolled the scene, and a
more determined effort to clear the
streets was made—an effort meeting
with considerable success.

From first to last there was no really
dangerous feature about the disturbance.
The crowd was, apparently, mainly com-
posed of people curious to witness any
demonstration that might be made.

The German embassy was sttongly
guarded throughout the night. A party
of 200 roughs smashed the windows of
the German cafe Hanover. Tbe streets
soon resumed their normal aspect.

One of the men arresetd, on being
taken tothe police station, announced
himself as a Russian. He was forthwith
liberated with a bow and & polite “passez
monsieur.”

Many in the audience went out in the
streets between the acts to witness the
scenes, and were received with rounds of
hisses. At the conclusion of the per-
formance 700 policeman were still occupi-
ed in clearing the streets, which were
then fast emptying. Some free fights
were reported.  altogether about 1000
persons were arrested, but all will pro-
bably be liberated before morning.

A USEFUL WEED.

Making a Soap F; a Wild Produet
of the Prairies:

That prickly pirate of the plains, the
Mexican soap weed, is being converted
rapidly into a delicious toilet soap, “fit
to wash the hands of the Fope,”
by a West Bottoms manufacturing com-
pany, says the Kansas City Times. The
soap weed since time began, or since
the Kansas prairie was an inland ses,
bas throst its roots deep in the soil of
the unsheltered plains and flourished.
There has been nothing until now to
diminish the supply or exterminate the
species. The hot sun, the baking winds,
and the dearth of that moisture which is
supposed to be absolutely necessary to
life harmed not this hardy sentinel of
the plains, Wet or dry, hot or cold, its
rapier-like blades, sharp as a cambric
needle, radiated alike from a given spot
on the face of the earth.
The root of this weed is now being
gathered up by men who drive their
wagons over the plains of western Kan-
gas. A sharp spade is driven down
geegly by the side of the plant, the earth
is broken,and the thick, brown root
secured. The top, with its long splnes,
is thrown aside. Sometimes a long,
sharp tool is required to reach deep into
the ground, in order to secure the great-
er part of theroot. Like the prairie dog,
“It goes down to water.”
This root has been known to extend as
far as 20 feet into the soil, but only from
two to three feet of the npper portion
which is about two jnches thick, is
worth digging for. This root is brought
by the wagon load to Kansas City,
where the Interstate Toilet Soap Comp-
any converts it intosoap.
