Why the Force Had to Return—
Hundreds - of Rebels
' Killed, .

London, June 80.—Admiral Seymour,
fn a dispatch to” the ‘admiralty, tells of
the adventures of the hard fighting al-
lies, under him; the reaching of Anting,
12 miles from Pekin; the decision to re-
tredt and the capture “of railways and
immense stores of modern arms and am-
munition;. affording material for a de-
fenca until relieved. It zan as follows:

“Pien Tsin, June 27, via Chee Foo,
June -29.~~(5 p.m: ve. returned -to
Tien Tsin with forces, having been
unable to' reach Pekin by rdilway. On
June 13th two attacks on .the advance
guard were made by Boxers, who were
repulsed with ‘great loss 'to them,- and
none on our side.

“On June 14th the Boxers attacked
the train at Lang Yang in large num-

bers and with great determination. We |

repulsed them with a' loss of about 100
killed. Our loss was five Italians killed.
The same afternoon the Boxers attacked
the British guard left to - protect Lofa
station, Reinforcements were sent back
and the enemy were driven off, with 100
killed. Two of our seamen were wound-
ed.
“We pushed forward to Anting and
engaged the enemy on June 13th and
14th, inflicting a loss of 175. There
were ‘'no casualties on our side.

“Extensive destruction of the railway |
in ‘our front having made further ad-;

vance by rail impossible, I decided on
June 16th to return to Yang Tsung,
where it was proposed to organize an
advance by, the river to Pekin.
Yang, two
trains left to follow on were attacked

on June 18th! by Boxers and Imperial '

troops from Pekin, who lost from 400
to 500 killed. Our casualties were 6
killed and 48 wounded. These trains
