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f¢Wild Cat Rallway Schemes”

It is a little significant and, we pre-
sume, may be accepted as an indication
of *“ how the wind blows” in the region
of the St. John Telegraph office, to find
that journal alluding to ‘“ Wild Cat
railway schemes,” just at the time when
the promoters of lines in which the
North Shore isinterested, are endeavor-
ing to. make arrangements to forward
their schemes. No paper was more en-
thusiastic. than the Telegraph when
negotiations connected with the St.
Martins and Upham and Grand South-
ern Railways were pending, although
nine-tenths of the people who were in-
terested in the subject felt that the lat-
ter road could never be anything but an
incubus to its owners and a monument
of provincial railway folly. Before the
Province was fully committed te the
Grand Southern we pointed out the un-
promising character of that undertaking
and after showing that the condition of
our provincial finances would not justify
the assumption of the debenture debt
 involved - in its constraction, ‘proposed
that the operation of the Subsidies Act
in reference to it and all other lines,
save the Richibucto Branch, be suspend-
ed. The Government, however, made
the contract with the Grand Southern
and then took an advice, rave and ex
cept in the matter of the Kent Railway.
It seems that the policy was to ignore the
North Shore altogether in the disiribu-
tion of railway favors, but to extort the
Iast cent out of our leading industry for
the purpose of securing money to mcet
the obligations assumed on account of
' railways in other parts of the Province.
Against all this the Telegraph had not a
word to say, but when the North Shore
only seeks the same treatment that has
been accorded to other sections of the
Province that paper, which never
ceased to chant the praises of all South-
ern Railway enterprises, begins to throw
cold water on ‘“Wild Cat Railway
Schemes.” If we are to have the op-
position of 8t. John to the Miramichi
Valley Railway and if the Telegraph has
determined to opoose it, we ought to
have the benefit of at least their candor
on the subject. ' It is easy for the Tele-
graph to sneer at our railway schemes,
but if a comparison is to be made be-
tween them and those of other sections
which have received its ardent advocacy,
it will bedifficult to understand how that
journal can .expect to come out of the
controversy with much credit for its
consistency.

Caution Needed.

We learn that a petition is being
circulated for signatures and presenta-
 tion to the Fisheries Department, ask-
ing-that the building of shanties on the
ice at Northwest Bass fishing grounds
be prohibited. While we believe the
matter is one calling for regulation, we
hope the Department will not prohibit
absolutely, as it will have the effect of
| preventing a good many poor persons
who do not own shore rights from
pursuing their accustomed fishing.

Our Settlement Lands,

It is gratifying to know that there
appears to be an awakening interest in
the subject of our Settlement Lands.
The 8t. John Telegraph says it has con-
stant inquiries as to how people should
act in order to avail themselves of the
Labor and Free Grants Acts, and as
many requests for blank forms. It
seems that such forms were provided
by the late Surveyor General but they
being exhausted, new ones have not
been furnished. The Telegraph says
these should be provided and also a
plain statement of instructions to appli-
cants, not only giving copies of Acts
and of blank forms of application, but
pointing out the best farming lands,
their extent and character and showing
the applicant how to proceed. Our co-
temporary goes on to say:—

' ““One reason why a plain printed
statement is necessary is that the terms
of the Acts do not seem in all cases to
be insisted upon. There are no pay-
ments now made under the Free Grants
Act, nor is the making of roads in all
cases required, and when it is the opera-
ation is rather slow. By far the best
way would be for the Government to
give up dll wild-cat railway schemes,
and make the roads for the settlers.
The lots could be charged with the cost,
the repayments on account of which
might be extended over a considerable
series of years and carry interest. But
when a few poor straggling settlers, who
require to give their first and best atten-
tion to raising food for their sustenance,
have to sit down and make roads throngh
the forest, the work is so great that only
stout hearts and brawny arms can face
it. - In fact our modes of procedure in
this respect have been only fitted to
show ‘ how not to do it.” How rapidly
the country would be settled if only
good roads were made on fertile tracts
of the Government or the good lands
owned by Railway Companies, in ad-
vance of the settlers! The people would
actually flock into these lands and they
would soon be all taken up.”

Sketch of the Marquis of Lorne,

The following sketch of our new
Governor General will be read with a
more than passing interest:——

His early boyhood was mostly spsnt
at Inverary Castle, his ancestral home,
and here he obtained his first training
as a sportsman. At an age when most
lads have been barely relieved from the
restraints of the nursery, he was a keen
fishermanand clever sportsman, dividing
his leisure between whipping the moun-
tain streams and tramping the heather-
clad moors, wary in the use of the fly
and true in his aim with gun and rifle.
The ruder accomplishments of the Eng-
lish gentleman did not, however, render
him insensible to the refinement and
courtesies of existence, and it has been
said that the graceful courtliness dis-
played by the Marquis of Lorne whena
mere boy was most marked, and such
as frequently engaged the attention of
strangers. In the sumptious palace of
the Sutherlands used to assemble the
foremost men in the State, in the
church, in literature, in art, in every
vocation of life, The young Lord of
Lorne was accustomed to meet under
his grandmother’s roof all who took an
active part in the government of the
day. William Ewart Gladstone, Lord
John Russell, the Duke of Sumerset
and the chief among their colleagues,

Richard Owen, the distinguished pa-
leontologist ; Arthur Penrhyn Stanley,
Charles Kingsley, Panizza and others |
too numerous to mention. As a wmatter
of course these gatherings of the learned
and great were not without their in-
fluence upon the Argyll and Suntherland
children. They were instructed, as it
were, in the Whig creed, much as other
children are trained to drink from a cup
or eat fn:pfa\ latter ; and while, all
uncon@idusly, théy.imbibed the pure
water of Libem]ism? from the very
fountain source, they were taught as
well to appreciate the inestimable value
of learning. Until twelve years ago the
young Lord pursued his studies at
home under the tutorship of a
Suabian pastor, Schmidt by name,

who instructed him in the Latin and
Greek verbs and the ancient classics. |

Neither his father nor mother had
much respect for public schools, but
after much earnest thought and consul-
tation they decided to place him at
Eton when he reached his twelith
year. While at Eton he and his brother
did not live with the other boys, but
had a furnished house of their own,
presided over by a Mr. Lampney, who
had been private Secretary to Lord
John Russell, and was a graduate of
Prime Minis-
ter Gladstone always looked in upon
the boys when in their neighborhood,
and from him they naturally received
many hints which were of use after-
wards. While at Eton he was an in-
dustrious student, and was also decided-
ly proficient in all athletic sports. In
fact, he was ‘“good at all things, poor
at none, and superior in many,” to use
the wordsof an old writer. The late
Prince Consort asked him one day
whether it was his intention to com-
pete for the prize annually given by the
Prince and now perpetuated in his
name for proficiency in the modern
languages. This reward is very highly
esteemed by KEtonians, and generally
brings to the front a formidable body
of competitors. At once yonng Lorne
resolved to try for the prize, and ap-
plied himself with so much energy to
his studies that he went in and won it
trihumphantly in the face of many of
his seniors. At Eion he met as school-
fellows the present Lord Rosebery, the
Hon. George Howard, nephew of the
late Lord Carlisle, the Lyttletons, Lord
Newry and others now well known in
the higher circles of English society.
In the intervals between school work
he was not unfrequeatly a visitor at the
home of the Queen’s mother, the late
Duchess of Kent, and there used to
take part in those delightful social
gatherings of the young, in which the
late Prince Consort was wont to show
the heartiest interest. The Queen herself
would often receive the Argyll boys in
her own home-circle,and would question
them as to their progress at college and
upon the books they were reading.
After leaving Eton, Lorne entered the
University of 8t. Andrews, at Edin-
burgh, and afterwards studied at Trinity
College, Cambridge, and afterwards
took the continental trip, without which
no English gentleman’s education is
considered finished. In 1866, in com-
pany with Arthur Strutt, he took a trip
through this country and the tropics.
Upon his return he published a book,
describing his trip, which was well
written and quite interesting. In 1868
he was elected to Parliament from
Argyll, and when Mr. Gladstone assum-
ed the Ministry, the father of the Mar-
quis was made Secretary of State for
India, and he became his private secre-
tary. At this time began the affection,
following many years of intimate friend-
ship, which resulted in his marriage
to the Princess Louise. Lord Lorne
had known the Princess from childhood.
It would hardly be an exaggeration to
say that the two had grown up together.
In age there was little difference be-
tween them ;in temperment almostnone.
Both were highly accomplished and
fond of following the higher purposes of
life, devoted to literature and art, ener-
getic in well doing and desirous of
walking the world with a higher aim in
view than is ordinarily to be found
among those who have their dwelling in
kings’ palaces,and each we may add was
endowed with that inalienable wealth of
character which cannot be misused,
squandered or thrown away. For years
it was thought desirable tha% persons
admitted to alliance with the royaj
family of England should be absolutely
unknown to the British public. ¢ The
Royal Marriage Act” was directed ex-
pressly against the union of princes
with subjects. The secret wmarriage

of the Duke of Gloucester in the latter
part of the last century with Maria, the
Countess Dowager of Waldegrave, had
excited the jre of George III., who had
been displeased before at the Duke of

Cumberland’s matrimonial alliance with
Lady Arn Luttrell. The result was an
act forbidding any of the royal family
contracting marriage without the royal
sanction while under the age of twenty-
five years. After this period they were
at liberty to solemnize the proposed
vnion, even if the royal sanction was
withheld, if, after having announced
their intention to the Privy Council, an
entire year should elapse without either
House of Parliamnent addressing the

King against it. - Queen Victoria de-

termined to emancipate the royal family
from an obsolete bondage tendirg to
very evil cousequences. She admitted
the Marquis of Lorne within the circle
of her own family as a suitor for the
hand of Princess Louise. The lady had
the courage to accept the suit and to
take a husband from among the people,

and her royal mother felt free to uphold
her daughter's choice. The Parliament
of the country ratified Her Majesty’s
decision, and saw in the innovation up-

on courtly custom a proof of the sin-

cerity of the sympathy existing between
Queen Victoria and hersubjects. Con-
sequently the young couple were united
in marriage March 21, 1871. The cere-
mony. was celebrated in St. George’s

Chapel at Windsor, and besides the host
of celebrities who graced the occasion
with their presence, 900 Eton boys were
present. The homelife of the Marquis
and his royal bride has heen of the hap-

piest description, and neither of them

has any cause to mourn for their union.

Our Now Governor Ganeral’s Ar-
rival.

It was expected that the entry of the
Sarmatian, having on board our wew
Governor General and the Princess
Louise, into Halifax harbor, would be
signalised by a grand naval pageant.
The shivs went out of the harbor last
Saturday morning to wait in the offing
for the honored vessel, but owing to
unfavorable weather returned. Mean-
time the Sarmatian had been carefully
piloted to the entrance of the harbor.

HOW THEY SPENT SUNDAY.

HAuFAX, Nov. 24th.—This morning at
10 o’clock, in answer to a summons from
the Sarmatian, the Duke of Edinburgh,
the Gereral, the admiral, the Lieutenant
Governor and suites went in a steam barge
to the Vice-Regal vessel, and the Princess
Louise received them. She looked un-
commonly well, having recovered rapidly
from the effects of the voyage.

At half-past 2 p. m. the
Princess Louise proceeded in the barge to
the ironclad Black Prince, where she
lanched with the Duke ot Edinburgh, re-
turning at about four o’clock to the Sar-
matian, where she and the Marquis re-
mained during the evening, the Duke of
Edinburgh dining with them. The inac-
cessibility of the Sarmatian has offered a

are told detailing an affectionate meeting
between the Duke of Edinburgh and the
Princess Louise on the deck of the Sarma-
tian. Another is that the Marquis and
his Royal Consort went ashore stealthily
last night in the Admiral’s steam launch
spending the night on shore and stealing
back to the vessel at daylight this morn-
ing. All sorts of bogus interviews with
the Duke of Fdinburgh are also reported,
but a very candid reporter who undertook
the lead which he supposed some of his
rivals had taken in this matter tells a
story from which it appears that he was
badly snubbed for his pajns and yet it is
extremely probable that this man came a
good deal nearer interviewing his H. R.
H. than those who professed to have had
better success.

THE RECEPTION AT HALIFAX.

From the St. John Globe's report we
take the following in reference to the pro-
ceedings of Monday.

The first part of the day’s programme
opened at 10.30 o’clock, when the ‘‘Sar-
matian ” raised her anchor, ran up the
Royal Standard, and steamed up the har-
bor. The Marquis and Princess Louise
were on deck as the press boat ‘ Edgar
Stuart ” passed, and the Marquis saluted
the party by lifting his hat, As the stea-
mer passed George's Island, steaming
slowly along, the batteries commenced to
sulute, the Pleasant Point battery setting
the example. The ponderous guns on
George’s Island followed, and the fleet also
fired. As the ‘*Sarmatian ' ran past Pick-
ford & Black’s Wharf, the guns on the
Citadel began to thunder forth, and the
crowds gathered along the water fpont, and
the people on the cable steamer ‘*Minia”
began to cheer vociferously. Running
further along the *‘ Sarmatian ” spon came
to the fleet at anchor, and here a very
pretty sight was presented. The men of
war, ‘‘Black Prince,” *‘Bellerophon,”
““Rover,” “Pert,” and *“‘ Argus” were
handsomely decked out with bunting, and
the sailors manned the yards and loudly
cheered. A battery on the Dartmouth

passed the ““‘BlackPrince ” the band struck
up “God Save the Queen,” and imme-
diately after played the * Campbells are
Coming.” The *‘Sarmatian” having run
past the ‘war vessels, dropped anchor off
the Dock yard, concluding the morning
proceedings.
