In reading this, one can see Maxwell 
furtively slipping into the Southern ordin­
ary on that fatal Sunday night, talking 
wildly, to the waiter, Arlington, and 
finally nervously pushing away the wine 
he cannot drink. It is an almost, perfect 
companion picture. The singular parallel 
is concluded in the description of the vigil 
in the hotel room that night, the b >dy of 
the murdered man in a trunk iu 

‘There all night long, a prey to tbe most 
terrible imaginations, he watched beside 
the fatal boxful of dead flesh. Midnight 
had sounded some time, when, ’impelled 
by uneasy suspicion, he opened his bed­
room door and peered into the passage.
It was dimly lighted by a single jet of 
gas, and some distance’eff he perceived a 
mau in the costume of a hotel under-ser­
vant.’

At this point the real parallel with the 
Maxwell case ends. The passages quoted 
certainly form a coincidence worthy of at­
tention, and rob Maxwell of the claim of 
originalityju his crime.
