1 IAnother Standard Min In­
jured in the Cause of Em­
pire—Progressing Well.

It hod been requested by cttiaene 
late yesterday that Col, Beer have 
the battalion parade In the evenins so 
citizens could have an opportunity ol 
viewing the boys. Thsre was a quick 
order given, and the battalion, with 
the exception of men who were out on 
guard duty, was paraded. The bat­
talion wae under the command of Ma­
jor Carter, and headed by Drum Ma- 
jor H. Cameron and the bugle band, 
arrived on the Bast Side of the har­
bor by the ferry about 8.30 o'clock.

It was certainly a line able-bodied 
lot of soldiers who marched through 
the streets much to the admiration 
of the thousands of cltlsens. In addi­
tion to this the soldiers were happy 
because they were getting nearer to 
the tiring line where they could belter 
do their bit for their King and coun­
try. About every man was decorated 
for the occasion, all had small Union 
Jacks stunk In their caps, and a great 
number had bands of red, white and 
blue ribbons around their hate, and 
small flags pinned to their tunics,

The bugle band In composed of C. 
8. Wit taker, Norman Brtndle, F. Ring, 
J. Forester, W. B. Gray, F. Dale, H. 
Carter, J. Lawrenceton, F. J. McCut- 
lock, A. Brlndle, R, W. Fraser, -t At- 
chlnson, 0, 0. Ramsey, D. W. Adams, 
W. Christie and C. t-angbeln. As soon 
as the battalion swung Into Prince 
William street the bend started and 
the cltlsens all along the route of pro­
cession had a good opportunity of see­
ing the soldiers.

The battalion was paraded up King, 
along Charlotte to Union, down Water­
loo to the Haymarket square, up Brus­
sels street to Union, thence to Sydney. 
When they reached the east side of 
the King Square the battalion was 
brought to a halt as there was an 
alarm of fire, and the men were lined 
up on one side of the street to give 
the fire apparatus a chance to re­
spond. The parade was again start­
ed and the soldiers marched around 
the south side of the square to Char­
lotte, down Duke, along Prince Wil­
liam to the ferry, and then to the bar 
racks In West at. John,

The Bret step In the exodus of the 
140th Battalion will begin at 6.16 a 
m. this morning when a special ferry 
will carry companies A and C, under 
command of Major Carter and Major 
Good, to this side of the harbor.
