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E. P, STAVERT SAED: JOHN H. THOMSON
AND B, P. FOSTER ARE DROWNED.

After Fishing Pa-ty’s Boat Capsized All Clung to It in Heavy
Sea—Then Foster Sank and Stavert Struck Out for Shore
Through Heavy Waves, Reached Land Fell Sense-
less and Wandered Delerious in Woods.

' Edward P. Stavert lives. The Bank of
WNew Brunswick inspector who wase sup-
posed to have been drowned Sunday in
Southwest Branch Oromocto with John H.
Thomson, of Wm. Thomson & Ceo., and R.
P. Foster, manager of the Royal Ban'< of
Canada here, was found Monday after-
noon wandering the woods near the lake

ghore. FHis experience and story are re-
markable. There is joy in the announce-
ment of his being saved but there is sor-
row in the apparent truth that Messrs.
Thomson and Foster have been drowned

Mesars. Stavert, Thomson, Foster, G.
Wetmore Merritt, Ald. A. 'W. Macrae and
|. #. Jones left Saturday to fish the
Bouth West Branch. Sunday the boat in
which the first three were fishing was
capsized by a squall and another boat with
Messrs. Macrae, Jones and the caretaker
of the lake club house had a hard time to
reach share.

MR. STAVERT HAD
WONDERFUL ESCAPE.

Mr. Stayert last saw Mr. Thomson cling-
ing to their overturned boat. Mr. Foster
had already sunk. Mr. Stavert beirg a
good swimmer swam from the capsized
eraft—battled through three-quarters of a
mile of galeswept water, and when he
had reached the shore lay for two hours
nnconscious. is was early Sunday
evening. From that time until late yes
terday afternoon he wandered starved
and semi-delirious through a wilderness of
morass and burnt woed. When rescued
he was on the verge of cellapse. He was
torn and trembling. For twenty-four
hours he had stumbled and fought his way
through a region totally strange to him,
and this after a struggle for life such as
few men are called upon to wage.

Was Almost Exhausted.

By chance he emerged from the woods
fnto @ clearing, not more than a quarte:
of a mile from the home of Bernard Allen,
caretaker at the Southwest Branch Oro-
moeto Lake. Just as he came from the
woods and was painfully making his way
across the lot he was seen by Sias mark-
patnick and Samuel Hoyt. Both men live
in the vicinity of the lake, and were out
for the purpose of ascertaining the where-
abouts of certain lumber property. They

" had heard of the drowning and earlier in

the day had assisted in searching for the
wictims of the fatality, but had early come
to the conclusion that all three had perish-
ed. When they viewed Mr. Stavert,
though, they thought otherwise, and when
he hailed them they kmew that one at
Jeast of the party need not be sought
farther. He was helped to the home of
Mr. Allen, where a bed was at once pro-
vided and word sent across the lake i,
Y.ong Point where the survivors of the
party were. As fast as row boat could
travel all proceded to the caretaker’s houze
where lay Mr. Stavert extremely weak-—
po far gone that he was even unable to
retain the mildest nourishment, but able
to answer the questions so anxiously pliel.
Later in the evening W. E. Stavert, his
brather, arrived.

SURVIVOR TELLS
THRILLING STORY.

Mr. Stavert’s story of the tragedy is one
of the most thrilling in the history of
Jecal fatalities. He saw one companion
sink—felt the last pressure of his hand 1s
he gave up in exhaustion to sink beneath
the waves. He saw the other bravely
clinging to the stern of the capsized boat,
and recalls distinctly, as he left him to
swim for the shore, his last words.

That Mr. Stavert ever reached the land
is little short of miraculous. After bat-
tling around the boat for more than half
an howr—an ordeal sufficiently severe to
overcome the average man—he struck out
for land about three-quarters of a mile
distant. He wore his suit of rough fish-
ing clothes and the lake was tossing under
the force of aiheavy gale. That he reach-
ed the shore alive is proof of phe nomenal
endurance.

By 2 o’clock, Mr. Stavert said, his bont
was between Ragged Point and what is
known as “The Jaws.” Sail was up and
the boat was scudding, for the wind was
very powerful.

The lake was just a broad area of white-
caps. It was the intention of the party
to sail down to the lower end of the lake
1o lift the gate, or dam, for it had not
been their expectation to find the water
go high.

All Three Thrown Overboard.

When off Ragged Point there was a sud-
den overpowering gust. The boat heeled
over and in the momentary excitement
Mr. Foster’s weight bore against the lower
side. A wave filled the craft, which in-
stantly capsized, and all three men, cling-
ing desperately to whatever offered, had
entered upon the struggle of their lives.

?h. Stavert has not a very distinct
rcdollection of the moment. As he and his
comrades essayed to mount on the over-
turned craft, or reach for mast or pole,
they would be nearly washed away by the
billows. Frequently they would be total-
ly engulfed.

BRAVE EFFORT TO
SAVE MR. FOSTER.

Mr. Stavert, who is an expert swimmer,
and who knmew Mi. Thompson was one
also, endeavored to seize Mr. Foster, who
was quite helpless as he was unable to
awim. They gripped hands, but twice the
force of pounding boat and buffeting
-waves forced them apart. Twice Mr. Sta-
wert reached his companion; but the latter
was rapidly weakening. He became numb-
ed. The icy water seemed as if exercising
a paralyzing effect. le fought though
with all the desperation of his failing
strength, and when on the point of sue-
cumbing called out that he was sinking.

fn the meantime Mr. Thompson clasped
the upturned stern of the boat, and was
endeavoring to work his way along to
awhere Mr. Stavert and Mr. Foster were

M. Thompson was encumbered with a

o

heavy overcoat and long fishing boots—
once alome in the water he would have
‘been quickly dragged to the bottom by
their weight. ey

Mr. Foster Sank. i

All that was possible to do for Mr. Fos-
ter had been done. He became exhausted
so quickly that he had no more strength
left to grasp the boat, and hold to an
outstretched hand. He quietly sank.

HIS LAST SIGHT
OF MR. THOMSON.

In Mr. Stavert’s opinion Mr. Thompson
appeared to be holding his own . He seem-
ed strong, and there were fair indications
that he could maintain his position, but
presently Mr. Thompson cried out that the
boat was sinking—that the anchor was
dragging it down. This was what Mr.
Stavert heard as he prépared to swim for
fand. His last recollection of Mr. Thomp-
gon was to see him clinging to the sterm
and to hear him call out that the boat was
going under.

Then Mr. Stavert, weighted with
clothes and feeling the effect of his previ-
ous gallant efforts, turned toward the
land—the land that could not be gained
save through a life and death contest with
three-quarters of a mile of heaving water.

He entered on the struggle and came out
the vietor, but upon reaching the shore
he swooned and knew nothing until well
along in the evening. 1t was dark when
he regained consciousness and it was with
difficulty that he arose. He succeeded,
though, in leaving the shore, which was
quite unprotected from the force of a wind
that had not abated in velocity and bit-
terness. He staggered into the wo%ds, and
completely overcome lay there throughout
the night. With daybreak he had rallied
slightly, but so chilled was he that he
could barely stand because of the trem-
bling of his limbs. He had become lost.
The region was utterly unfamiliar to him.
He was exhausted and without nourish-
ment of any kind. He shouted, but the
echo was all he heard. He looked at his
watch. It had stopped at 2,30 o’clock.
Keeping in view of the lake he then be-
mark or road where he could hope for as-
sistance.

Into a Swamp.

If he had but gone along the shore of
the lake in the opposite direction to the

.way that he did go he would have, within

& reasonable time, seen dwellings, but in
the direction that he did take he was led
only deeper into the woods. He was so
weak that the effort to mount over fallen
logs and push his way through the brush
was almost beyond his strength. He final-
ly entered a large tract of burnt land, and
afterwards wandered into a seemingly lim-
itless swamp. The more he walked the
weaker he became. His last meal had
been taken the previous forenoon. Morn-
ing passed, then the afternoon. He had
kept within sight of the lake during the
greater part of the day. He knew that
somewhere, not so very far away, were
friends and sustenance, but the problem
of judging this was becoming impossible
to solve. By 5 olelock he was totally ig-
norant of where he was. Throughout the
day he had at intervals shouted, but had
heard no answer.

Evening was approaching and again he
anticipated the counterpart of what he
had endured-the previous night.

Presently he reached a clearing, and
close at hand a couple of men. They were
Samuel Hoyt and Silas Kirkpatrick—men
who earlier in the day had been looking
for his body. They judged at once, and
rightly, that he had been one of those up-
set from the boat. His dress was torn,
his face and hands scratched and blacken-
ed by constant contact with burnt
branches. His boots were ripped, his feet
wera swollen. At first -he did not seem
to realize that at last he need no longer
dread a continuance of isolation and etar-
vation.

Was Nearly Exhausted.

He was asked if he had been on the
boat and said that he had, but it was
quickly seen that immediate rest and
proper medical attendance would be im-
perative if further information was to be
sad. His mind was efightly wandering,
and little wonder.

The home of Bernard Allen stood but
a short distance away and, assisted by
Mr. Kirkpatrick and his companion, Mr.
Stavert soon reached the house. He at
once went to bed, but found it_impossible
to take nourishment. His stomach could
not retain even tea.

It can be well supposed that in all his
long day of suffering, Mr. Stavert did not
travel steady in one direction for any
great length.

Little Bertha Allen, daughter of the
lake caretaker, alleges that early Monday
morning she heard some one shouting in
the woods. She told her parents, but they,
not hearing anything, discredited the
child’s suggestion that a man had been
saved from the boat and was lost in the
woods.

After Mr. Stavert rested he became
much more composed, and velated what
he could recall of his twent®-hour fight
with death.

OTHERS HAD A
CLOSE CALL, TOO.

Sunday morning two sail boats left Lon’s
Point where the fishing club house stood

One contained Messrs. A. A. Macrae, G..

W. Merritt and E. F. Jones. The other—
qute small and with an unusually large
quantity of sail—contained Mr. Stavert,
Mr. Thomson and Mr. Foster. The former
boat returned to camp about noon, the
other remained on the lake. After dinner
at the camp the former boat, this time
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companions, when they left shore early
in thé afternoon, was enough at ome time
to cause them considerable concern as to
their own safety. After getting well out
on the lake the force of the wind became
so great that all on board became alarm-
ed. ‘Their mast was broken but they
made shore and the night was spent at
Mr. Allan’s home. Monday, morning
they returned to the club house to find
Mr. Merritt still alone. He had not seen
nor heard of Mr. Stavert, Mr. Foster and
Mr. Thomson. Neither had the rest seen
a trace of the boat in which the missing
wen had left the point.

The Boat Found.

Search began immediately, but up to the’
time of the discovery of the up-turned
boat, about twenty yards off Horse Isl-
and, not one of the searchers could bring
himse}f to realize that their comrades were
indeed dead. The upturned boat and miss-
ing occupants made them fear the worst.

Ald. Macrae went into Westfield and
sent telegrams to the city stating the sit-
uation, Ald. Macrae came into the eity
last evening, but when asked by a re-
porter relative to the accident was too
much overcome by the horror of it all to
wish to make any statement.

On the suburban train, Messrs. W. E.
Stavert, Fred Foster, Percy W. Thomson,
T. E. G. Armstrong and others went up,
and also a grappling crew including David
Drynan, Peter McDermott, Robert Mur-
ray, Edward Doherty.

Mr. Thomson’s Friends at the Lake.

At Gaspereaux Station (about 12 miles
| from Oromocto iake), the ahock of the
fatality is keenly felt.

For years it has been Mr. Thomson's
custom to make frequent visits to the lake,
and his genial personality endeared hiro
to the residents of the station and locality.
When he arrived Saturday evening last,
and prepared to start for the lake his
friends were out en masse to welcome him,
and give him God speed.

THE NEWS IN THIS
CITY CAUSED GREAT SHOCK

The first intimation of the calamity was
the shocking intelligence weceived by wire
from Welsford station. The telegram was
received a few minutes after 3 o'clock
Monday afternoon at the office of William
Thomson & Co., and read:—

Welsford, N. B., May 23.
To W;}Liam Thomson & Co., St. John,

B,

J. H. Thomson, E. P. Stavert, and R.
P. Fogter went out in amall boat yesterday.
We found boat upside down twenty, yards
from east shore at 9 this moming. No
word of either of the three. Large boat
dismasted. Will have double team at
Gaspereaux this evening.

‘Wihen the contents of the telegram were
made known in the Thomson office the
feeling of Mr. Thomson’s associates can be
imagined. Percy W. Thomson, a nephew
of John H. Thomson, and J. Alfred Por-
ter, also of the firm, made arrangements
whereby the sad and startling mews could
be sent to the relatives of those missing.

As soon as possible, Mr. Stavert, man-
ager of the Bank of New Brunswick, and
brother of E. P. Stavert, was notified, as
were W. E. Foster, of Vassie & Co., and
Fred. Foster, of Kerr*& Robertson, broth-
ers of R. P. Foster. They, too, nad re-
ceived telegrams telling the awful intelli-
gence.

‘Percy W. Thomson, accompanied by
Mrs. W. H. Bamnaby, sister of Mrs. John
H. Thomson, and Mre. Geo. F. Smith,
went to the Thomson residence to break
the news to Mrs. Thomson, and a hard
thsk it was.

The news spread about the city alarm-
ingly fast, and the Thomsons’ office, Ban
of New Brunswick, and Royal Bank we:
called on the telephone and by messengers
many times for coroboration of the repor-.

J. Royden Thomson is on a fishing trip
oh onec of the lakes near Musquash and a
man with a team from the city was sent
there to get him, while Councilcr Dein
of Musquash was communicated witl an‘l
also sent a messenger to try to gal Mr.
Thomson and inform him of the dreadiul
news received here.

Knots of business men gathered in
Prince William street after 3 o’clock and
discussed the sad tidings. Nothing ap-
parently in years has so shocked the com-
munity, particularly the business men, as
did the news from the fishing lake. Men
hoped - the early reports would prove ex-
aggérated but the upturned boat and no
trail of the occupants were facts which
it was hard to combat,

¢ All through last evening eager questioa-
ers called at the newsaper offices seeking
news from the lake.

Mr. Thomson.

John H. Thomson was born in St. John
in 1848 and in 1877 married Ella Violet,

aughter of Wesley Thompson, and be-
sides a wife he leaves one son, J. Roydon
Thomson, and one daughter, Miss wiuriel
Thomson. One brother, Robert Thomson,
and one sister, Mrs. Allan O. Cruikshank,
also survive.

Deceased was a son of the late Wm.
Thomson, who took him into partnership
i the shipping business about 1876. His
father and brother, Robert, had composed
the firm. The firm increased its busin2ss
and deceased was counted as being one of
the sharpest business men .in the province.
He was vice-consul to Norway and Swe-
den and a member of the board of trade.
He had been a member of the Union Club
gince 18%6. He wus a vice-president of the
Thistle Curling Club and one of the best
and most enthusiastic curlers in the prov-
inces, his work as skip last season being
a record breaker. He was an owmer in
the Jake at South Branch and had been
fishing thére for the past twenty years.
He was a member of the St. Andrew’'s
Presbyterian church, a Liberal in politics
and one of the most prominent citizens of
St. Jehn.

An able bodied man, who in his early
days was an athlete of no mean order, he
hardly had any illness to speak of. e
was an excellent, strong swimmer and his
friends know of many exhibitions of long
distance swimming given by him. Besides
his interests in ‘Wm. Thomson & Co., he
also had interest in other lines of business
and was a director of the Bear Gulch
Gold Mining Company. Personally M.
Thomson was of hearty disposition and
numbered very many friends.

-WATERS GIVE UP THEIR
DEAD; BODIES BROUGHT
TO ST. JOHN FOR BURIAL.

South Branch Oromecto lake gave up its
dead Tuesday morning when  the bodies
of John Thomson and R. P. Foster were
brought to the surface by KEdward
Doherty, diver, of this city. In twelve
fe.et.of water the bodies of the unfortunate
victims of Sunday’s disaster were found
after but a brief search. They were but
some forty-five yards from the shore and
lay not far apart.

The bodies were brought to St. John,
by special train,

The Recovery of the Bodies.

The relatives and friends of the drowned
men and the diver and crew of men with
grapplers were early astir at the lake
I'uesday morning. Manning the two boats
were Percy Thomson, + Alex. Holly, P.
]‘&gan, Peter McDermott, Robert Murray,
Michael McFadden, ¥red Doyle, David
Drynan, Edward Lahey and Greig Me-
Dermott, while Diver Doherty was making
ready, the others began, about 7.30
o’clock, to trail the grapplers along the
bottom of the lake in the vicinity of where
the boat was found.

Mr. Thomson's Body First Found.

Shortly before 8.30 o’clock the diver was
lgt down into the water, and he had not
been on the bottom many minutes when
he gave the signal to those above to haul
up—a body had been found. Soon the
waters parted and a white object appear-
ed. It was Mr. Thomson’s hand, and the
sight with all it meant was a distressing
one. Gently the body was raised infto
the boat and taken ashore.

‘In a short time the diver went down
again, and in less than five minutes he
came across the body of Mr. Foster, some
twenty feet from where Mr. Thomson’s

| body had been found. The latter’s body

ldy where the bow of the boat had been,
and Mr. Foster’s at tthe stern. The bodies
of both men were still weighted with their
heavy fishing clothing.

‘News was telegraphed to St. John, and
a special train was arranged for so that
the bodies could be promptly brought to
he city. The bodies were prepared for
transportation to the city, and on the
special train, accompanied by James F.
Robertson, W. E. Stavert, T. E. G. Arm-
strong, the diver and the other men who
had gone up to assist in the search, reach-
ed the city at 5.30. o’clock.

A Sad Scene.

{Undertaker Powers had two vehicles at
the depot and the bodies were conveyed
to his rooms and later to ithe late homes
of deceased. At the depot there had
gathered alarge mumber of friends of v.e
deceased and) héads were bowed and faces
wore a saddened look as the bodies, in
itheir temporary caskets, were conveyed 0
the hearses and thence from the station.

Q. W. Merritt and E. F. Jones came in
from the lake Tuesday, but they do mot
care to speak for publication about the
sad events of Swnday and Monday. Mr.
Stavert, the survivor of the unfortunate
boat party, is still at the lake recuperat-
ing after his fearful experience.

It was learned Tuesday that Robert
Thomson and family are at Vienna, and
news of the sad disaster has been sent him

there.

THE PARTING WORDS OF
MESSRS. THOMSON AND
FOSTER T0 MR. STAVERT

Further details of. the accident have
been told by E. P. Sfavert, the
sole survivor. Under Dr. T. D. Walk-
er’s care, Mr. Stavert is still at the home
of Bernard Allen, South Branch Oromoc-
to Lake, and the probabilities are that he
will remain there for several days. He is
in a state of exhaustion, but had improved
considerably yesterday, compared with his
condition Monday.

He related again the details of the
tragedy twhich thas caused sorrow to so
many hearts and told, as he recalls them,
ithe last words of his companions.

“God bless you, Stavert; if I ever get
ashore I won’t forget you.” These were
Mr. Foster’s farewell words to him. Mr.
Thomson’s last words to 'him were a
warning not to attempt the long swim to
the shore. “Don’t ttry it,” he said, “you’ll
be lost; hang on and they’ll be afiter us
soon.” | :

Just prior to the capsizing of the boat,
Mr. Stavert said, the tiller was in charge
of Mr. Mhomson, and Mr. Foster had the
sheets when hurled into the water. Mr.
Foster later succeeded in throwing an arm
around the stern, but he did not appear
to show the physical resources displayed
by, his comrades. :

Mr. Thomson had clambered upon fthe
upturned boat. Mr. Stavert had obtained
a secure grip on the boat, and being nearer
Mr. Foster, extended his hand to him, and
by 'this meahs managed to partly bring him
up, besides relieving him .from depending
golely upon his own strength.

Mr. Foster's Care for Other’s Safety.

Mr. Foster seemed to show the utmost
concern for the safety of the man who was
assisting him. He cried out that he was
robbing him of his own chances of de-
livery, and asked to be let go. He was
willing to see if he couldn’t support him-
self. This was done, but in a brief time
Mr. Stavert found it again necessary to
help him. 1

Presently Mr. Stavert suggested that he
take his chances of swimming to the
shore. ! )

From his position on the bow, Mr.
Thomson called out that it would be folly
to make the attempt. He knew Mr.
Stavert was a powerful swimmer, but felt
thalt the ordeal was beyond him. This
view was also taken by Mr. Foster.

“Hang on,” said Mr. Thomson, “and
they’ll be after us soon” (meaning Messrs.
Merritt, Jones and Macrae).

Mr. Stavert, though, was confident of
gaining the beach. He pointed out that
the weighlt of three would endanger the
sinking of the boat. If he lefit there would
be less danger of its going under. G[reatcr
safety would be afforded his companions.

He turned toward the shore. His last
view of Mr. Thomson was to see him
astride the bow, and Mr. Foster clinging
to the stern. He heard Mr. Foster’s last
words of gratitude, and Mr. Thomson’s as-
surance that a fatal ending need scarcely

be feared, though he thought the position

dre you
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of the anchor ftended to drag the boat
down somewthat.

It is conjectured that, after Mr. Stavert
left, Mr. Thomson abandoned his com-
paratively secure position for the purpose
of rendering aid to Mr. Foster. It can
now mever be sbated authoritatively
wihether e did so or not. He was an ex-
pert boatman and swimmer, and might
have felt over-confident; in ability to
asist his weaker companion. The fact,
though, 'that both bodies were found not
far apart and in the near neighborhood -of
the boat, lends credence to the supposition
that Mr. Thomson did leave the bow to
remain by Mr. Foster’s side until ex-
haustion compelled both to sink.

As. previously chronicled, Mr. Stavert
reached land. He says that while in the
water he had mno occasion to despair of
gaining the shore.

His vitality was great. Up to the time
of reaching the beach his physical powers
seemed as if to be but slightly impaired,
‘but once out of the water he practically
collapsed.

Tormented by Flies

In his subsequent wanderings he under-
went experiences, from the effects of
which he is slowly recovering. In addi-
tion to starvation and chill, myriads of
black flies assailed him. Frequently he
was obliged to pull up quantities of moss,
lie down and cover his neck and features
with the moss. He had managed to pre-
serve his cap, but it was a poor protec-
tion.

As Monday evening came on, he grew
so weak that he could walk no longer.
He would creep, then endeavor to walk a
short distance, then rest. The last half
mile of his wanderings was covered on
hands and knees. He was about at the
last ebb of physical endurance when came
the discovery by Messrs. Kirkpatrick and
Hoyt. ]

The reason Mr. Merritt did not accom-
pany Mr. Jones and Ald. Macrae, when
‘the second trip was made on the lake
Monday afternoon, was because he had be-
come ill because of the tossing of the
boat during the forenoon.

Must Have Passed Their Companions.

Dinner had been prepared and Mr. Mer-
ritt and companions waited until 3 o’clock
in the expecfation ‘that the occupants of
the other boat would return. Then Ald.
Macrae, Mr. Jones and Mr. Allen left in
the large boat to find those who were
missing. They sailed straight down the
lake, past the island, looked into a mall
cove, but the.absent boat was not here.
Once again out on the lake, the squall
struck  their Teat. The anchor was
thrown out and _they stayed there two
hours. Iater they tied up to the dam.

Judging from where the upturned beat
was subsequently found, Ald. Macrae and
his companions probably passed within 500
yards of it in their searching back and
forth.

The next morning, Monday, Mr. Allen
and Mr. Jones proceeded down the lake
shore to look for the absent boat. They
first saw, washed up on the b'euch, an oar,
then a box, presently the centre-board,
and finally the bcat. While hunting in
this vicinity both heard distant shouts.
