Ottawa, Feb. 18—A nod irom Prémier
Borden was all he contributed to ‘the-de-
bate, when ‘moving the second reading of
the ‘naval bill in the commons this after-
noon. It emphasized the policy of silence
as far as possible which the government
is relying upon,’ failing argument, to help
it through = the : further = stages of the
masure.

The Liberal reply came - promptly
throngh Mr. Turriff, who in the course of
an effective speech dealing with- the gen-
eral ‘situation now confronting the house,
moved ‘an amendment demanding the im-
mediate passing  of a redistribution  bill
and an appeal to the country to settle the
argument.
