Essentially, the solution can only be
the found in earnest negotiations among all the parties concerned. We must therefore
e it appeal to all parties to assume their responsibilities and to acknowledge without delay
5 of that it is in their own best interests to arrive at a consensus which will ensure peace
| ¢ and prosperity, in full respect of human rights, to the entire region. Only along these

lines will there be a promise of better days ahead for all Kampucheans.
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
