‘How to Take Care of Furs.

Some ladies send their furs 10 the deslers
for storsge during the summser, be! this is
s peedless expeuse; o'hers lay them down
in. pepper or ivbseco, whieh invoives o
brafo-spliting succession of sneezes when
they are worn, without affeciing the weil-
being of the sntagunist moths. [¢ is mot
particulerly agreeable, on opening one’s fur-
boxes, 0 be stifled by s swarm of up-futter-
ing millers and discover the costly furs that
were packed away 1a campbor and eedar-
dust, riddled shrough sed through by the
provoking epemies!

The oply slternative is to put them away
ss early as possible in 1he season, and be-
fore auyihing eise is done, take a emali
whalebone, or a limber stick, and beat the
whole. su:face thoroughly snd completely,
antil gvery ineh is gone over. ¥You cau
hardly beat them 100 much. The dust
which has setiled in the haire during the
winter’s wear is the very thing in which
moths delight, and this castigatien not only
cleans tbe fur, but destroys -all the lurking
larva of which no fur easa be destivate, afier
four or five months’ bard service. Then
lay them down in camphor, cedar, or any
otber sivong perfame. This of itselfl will
not soffice; the furs must be taken owt
every two or three weeks during the seseon,
and beaieo again. No other meibod 1s
infallible, and thie is the secret of the fur
dealers. Some sew up the furs in linen
pillow-csses, others put ibem in paper boxes,
and paste a sirip of paper across the seam
where the lid l1aps over—but all this takes
for granted the absenee of larve, which is
rather a perilons pre-supposition. Wheo
the moth i1s ooce im, nos all the * Lyon’s
Powder,” campbor, and tobacco on esrib
will prevent its ravages; it must be driven
out sod kept out!

All this, our readeis will say, is a grest
deal of trouble. So it is—but thea every-
thiog valasble is » eimiler trouble. It
ladies will burden themselives with such
costly loxuries, they must be willing to take
care of them !

A commitiee (rom the Siste of Maine
was_appointed to wisit Massash: , 10
investigaie the charscier of the diséase io
the cattle of that State, of whicb, it recent
sumbers of the Rural, we have given ma-
oy particulars,  After presenting their
views on the subject, the particulers of
which vary bat litie from what bas already
been offered to the public, the committee
conclude with the following recommenda-

** Qur only safety lies in keeping clear
of it, and we urge the utmost vigilance
upon every individual and upon ail compe-
téot suihorities 10 see that no animal be
admittted into the Siate, either directly or
wndirecily, from any quarier where thers ia
reason o believe that the disease exists-

* We are prepared to say, that sbsoluie
and perfec:’ noo-importation is the oaly
preventive messare worthy even of consi-
derstion. We bave no security whaiever
agsiost the wtroduction of the disease, so
long as avimals [rom neighbouring Siates
are permitied 1o be brought in, whether
direcily or indirecilys by land or- by water.
The temptation 10 get rid of animals which
have been expused 1s very great; the ab-
sence of any indications of disease gives
great facilities lor doing so, and apparent
cheapness may be a fatsiThre o the uawary,
purchaser.” ‘
¢ The question of extipation is, happily,
not yet before us-  Should it rise as a prac-
tical matier, we do not hesitate 10 recom-
mend the instaot slaughier of all animale
affected with the diseas¢, and the compleie
and perfect insolation from other cstile, of
all snimals reasonably suspecied of hyving
been exposed 10 the coatsgion,”

“ Massachusetts is wide awake, Her
efforts to save hersel§l and sister States
from an vuparalieled calamity, are worthy
of the highest praise- The ooly regret is,
that the efforts at extirpation were not
commenced estlier. Hed 1he Legislation
been more prompt, and the first appropria-
tion ($10,000,) beeo made 8 moaib sooner,
it would in all probability have sufficed to
oxtirpate the disease utterly. Asitis, $25,-
000 have been expended, and it is now pro-
posed 10 use $100,000 more if needed.

Every room must
be aired from without,—every passage from
within. But the fewer passages there are
1u a hospital the better.
