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Tn the T.oral fAruee the question of
Tcrunto's representation was brought
by Mr Mr E. F Clarke moving-
*That in the opinion of this Houge
tho provisions of tho Revised Btatutes
rospecting the ropresentation of the
T ogis'ative Assembly as to tho ropre
gentation of the electoral district of
Tororto are inadequate and unjust,
and no reason exists for maintaining
the anomalous, exceptional and unfair
mothod of eclecting representatives for
the said electoral district which wag
established by tho said Act.”

This resnlution had reference to the
priaciple of minority representation,
which, since 1885, had been applied
to Toronto alone My Clarke thought
that sufficieut time hed elapeed rince
the measure had become law to test
its fairness. If it had worked fairly
in Toronto it was reasonable that it
sho~1d be applied to other constitu.
encies ; if it had not worked satisfac.
torlly it was time that it should be
removed. At the general election in
1890 there were 16,850 votes polled
in tbe city, of which the Government
candidate (the minority representative)
there had been 5,857 votes cast, and
for the two Conservative members
11,000 votes. In thirty seats held by
the Government the average popula
tion is 18,800, while in 18 held by tha
Consenati®es 15 19,125, In 22 other
Governent seats the average is 25,-
218, and in 14 he!ld by the Conserva-
tues 22,125, The uverage in the
cties of Hamilton, Ottawa, London
and Kingston is 81,517, while in
Toronto it i3 38,188. The member
for To.onte claimed not only the
repeal of the Act, but also adequate
representation.

1 eay, therefore, of 1t comes
to be decded—I don't speak for
others mn this matter, I don’t speak
for my colleagues, but for my own
personal sympathy 1n regard to 1t—so
that there could be no further question
about 1t 1n our courts, that we had the
power to pass a prohibitory law, I am
prepared to go for it. But whatever the
consequences may be, I believe it to be
my duty not to adopt such a mcrasure
until 1ts constitutionality can be at-
tained."

of Germany, a despatch from Rotue of
the 28rd instant says . Their majesties
alighted in the court of San Dawmaso.
The imperial couple were ruceived in
the Clemintine Lall by Mge. Sambeth,
prefect of the cercmonies, Mgr. Azc-
vedo, grand chamterlain, ard other
mombers of the Papal couri. The
Emperor was in Hussar uniform, and
during the chort pause in the first hall
the Bwiss guards paid him military
honors. At the dror of the fellow
chamber their majesties were mot by
tho Pope, who oconversed with both
for fifteen minutes. Tho Empress
then left. The Pope summoned the
major domo, who accompanied her
majesty to the galleries, and presented
her to Commander Friconti and the
museum officials. Undor their guid-
ance sho proceeded to the ducal hall,
the sixtine ohapel, and the other
rooms in which the art iressures of
the Vatican are shown. Mesntime
the Emperor remained in conversation
with the Pope, while Frieherr Mars-
chall von Breberstein was in attend.
snce in the santechamber. The
interview lasted &8 minutes aftor ihe
departure of the Empress. The Popa
was more afiable than usual, while
the Emperor, though amiable, seemed
to be somewhat preoccupied and
nervous. At the end of the interview
the Emperor's suite was present-
ed to the Pope. Upon leaving, the
Emperor was accompamed by the
Pope. contrary to the etiquette of the
Vatican, through the ante-chamber to
the throne room. As they parted the
Emnperor made a movement asif to
kiss the Pope's hand. The Pope
quickly withdrew his hand, then
grasped the Emperor's and shook 1t
cordially three imes.

An incident of the debate ou the
seoond reading of the Home Rale bill
is thus noticed in the despatches .
