and unwarried women, The bill as in.
troduced by tho Government proposed to do
that, but it became ovident that a oon-
aiderablc number of the ‘Lory members are
nst asliberal onthis point asthe Premier, and
50 & voto was carried on Tuesday last nulli-
fiing that important roform in the new
Franchise Bill. Sir John spoke earncetly in
its favour bat, it is said, when he saw so
many of his usual loyal suppoiters would
not follow him he weakened on the point
and let things take their own course, Jn
his speech be intimated that Mr, Gladstone
was also personally in favor of female
franchise but did not introduce it in bis late
Franchise Bill, fearing that opposition to
that particular feature would jeopardize the
entire measure. Quite a number of the
Ottawa Reformers apoke and voted for the
ill-fated clanse, but their hostility t~ the
Government is 80 well known that it would
not have been safe to have carried far on
them in & hard pinch,

1t is poesible that tho clauss may come up
again and be restored to the Bill atsome
later stage, but the probabilities are againat
it, comiden .g the opposition it is aure to
encounter.

It is truly 2stonirhing what a ready cry
is raised by mozé men, even many Christian
men—for war, and what contemptuous al-
lusions are often made even by christian
Ministers, to anything that savours of a
‘‘peace-at-any-price” policy, Many a pulpit
denounces Mr, Gladstone, because of the
truly Christian horror he appears to have
for war, and probably from the same pulpit
earnest prayers go up in bahalf of peace.
Tho feeling is atrongly abroad thatit isa
brave thing to show fight on tho smallest
national provocation. There is something
painful in such coxhibitions.  Surely a
Christisn pation should not resnrt to war
until all pesceful mcthods have been ex-
hausted. Mr. Ruskin suggests that it was
an ancient version of the Bible that taught:
“Blessed are the peaco-makers, for they
shall bo called tbe children of God,” and
that the modern version is: * Dlesscd are
the war-makers, for they shall bo adored by
the children of wmen.” TFhero can be no
donbtbut ¢‘the spirited policy” of Beacons.
field and Palmeraton was much more popular
with a very great proportion of the Christian
poople ‘of England than tho peace-secking
policy of Gladstono.

The Painco and DPrinccss of Wales have
returncd safely to England again after their
official visit to Ircland It is more than
maoy cxpected. Their fricads, Jarge num.
bera of them, had great misgivings about
their safoty, but the Izish people, when de-
pended on, as they wers in this case, did
not prove themaeclvos so bloodthiraty asthey
aro aometimes represented to bo. Theroars,
10 doubt, many disaffected cnough to do
ascrious barm if a fair opportunity prescated
itself, but it has been demonatrated that
this number is not nearly aslarge as aome
would havo us belisve. Had avy roal harm
occurred to the royal heir it would have

been a moat unfortunate day for Ircland, as

the indignation of the world wonld have
boen against them, and many besides the
really gullty ones would have been blamed.
There has long been an impression provail-
ing that the Royal family have not given
near as much attention to Ireland as it was
judicious to do. Probably that impression
is well founded. A Royal visit to Ireland
each year, like that to Sootland, would, no
doubt, please a very large number of the
people and tend to soften down the foelings
of thousands. The Irish are a sentimental
people, and chivalrouns toa large degree, and
Royal visits are sure to please poople of that
stamp.

King George IV., greatuncle of the
Prince of Wales, made a prolonged visitin
Ireland sixty-four years ago, and so,well
pleased was he with the good results that
he declared, on leaving, his intention to re-
vitit the country every three yeamn, or, fail-
ing to do s0, he world leave a recommenda.
tion 4o his auccessor to go often among the
Irish people, as he wonld be sure of a loyal
and enthusiastic reception.

The Spectator says that the old king never
left his successor any wiser counsel than
that. Asanevidencs of how the average
Irish peazant’s heart was warmed by King
George's genial manper it is sald thatone
brawny farmer, who bad becn in his com-
pany, was beard to say : ¢ I wasa rebel to
ould King George in'98, and I'ddle nowa
hundred deaths for his son, because ho'sa
rale king, and axes us how woare.” The
Prince of Wales is 2aid to be inferior to his
great uncle as a conrtier, but few ladics have
been 80 successful in wioning the hearts of
all with whom she may come in contactas
tho Princess’of Wales. Her husband’s pop-
ularity and success, 10 Ireland and clse-
where, may bo Iargely sttributable to the
graco and tact of his noble wife, who gen-
crally accompanics him on all public occa-
Zlons.

There is a greatagitationin Uteh justnow
bocaunso of the succcasful prosecution and
punishment’of some of the polygamous Mor-
mans, Polygamy has been against the laws
of the United States for years, andtherchas
beena great deal of denunciation of the
system, but s0 far as the Mormans them-
selves wero concerned, the law seemed to
have no terror, simply because a Morman
noder charge of the crimo was tricd by »
jury of his peers—by men themselves guilty
of tho same ctime. or in sympathy with it,
Of courso a jury composed even in part of
such men would either dizagree oracquitthe
ctiminal. Notlong ago a new law was co.
acted providing thatin cases of this kind
men known to boinsympathy with polygamy
are not cligiblo as jurors and may be chal.
lenged when called upon toact.  Convictions
can now bo obtained in Utah whero the
evidenco of polygamy is clear. Not looB
ag« Budger Clawson was convicted and men-
tenced to a fino of $500 and four months'im.
prisonment. Clawaon appealed against the
conviction to tho supreme court of Utah,
claiming that tho new law was unconstitu.

tional, but tho conviction waé sustained,

Ho then appealed to the United States au.
preme conrt—the highest and beat legal
tribunal—ana tho conviction was again sus.
tained ud there was no alternative left
bat to let the law tako its course in hiscase,

Of coarse this conviction has brought
great covsternation in the camp of the
Polygamists. It is now clear cnough that
hundreds of others are liablo to a similar
penalty, and what to do about it is causing
great anxiety of mind. Another man has
been convicted and sentenced, but sceing the
fix ho isla ho is said to have promised to
atop his unlawful mode of living at once and
to make provision for the support of his
“second family.” With that understanding
the sontenco agaiost bim will not be carried
out to its fall extent. Whether others will
arrange to escape prosecution in a similar
way rem:ins {o be seen, It is greatly to be
hoped that now that tho courts bave taken
the matter in band & clean sweep will be
made of the disgraceful stato of things so
long tolerated in Utah It looked at one
time as though the nation would be power-
less to stamp the iniquity ount.
