national humanity. In carrying out the-above orders, you will avail yourself of
every practical occasion of acquainting our Secretary with every step of your pro~
gress, as well with your future intentions; and on your reaching England you will
call on every person in both vessels to deliver up'to you all their Iogs, journals,
charts and drawings, but which, they may be informed, shall be returned to them
in due time. ‘ X
