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Canadian Pacific Railway. In Ontario the industrial seotions of 
the Province hare grown up around the old Grand Trunk Railway 
and the relume of traffic originating on its linaa greatly ex­
ceeds that on the Oanadlan Pacific.*

■In the past fifteen years industry has been passing through 
a aeries of changes in both its manufacturing and in its mer­
chandising sections. Science haring played a much more important 
part, methods of manufacture hare changed, and processes hare been 
speeded up to such am extent that the old regime became obsolete. 
Prior to this period the rallwaya had a monopoly in transportation, 
bnt beginning about 19*0 a new competitor entered the field - the 
meter rehicle with the improred, or pared, highway."

"The clear duty of the railways today is to modernise their 
serrice to meet the requirements of industry and coordinate rail 
and highway serrice in order that they may offer at least all the 
facilities and conrenlences new offered by other forms of trans­
portation, If they don’t, how can they expect an efficient in­
dustrialist to patronise them ? The railways should seek and adopt 
new and efficient methods entering into the manufacture of their 
only product - transportation, in order to reduce cost, reduce 
selling price and meet competition. It can be done and if it is 
not done progress stops. The day of doing a Job on the railway 
(or anywhere for that matter) in a certain manner because it was 
done that way in 1890 and has worked ever since, is past but un­
fortunately some railway officers do not know it."

"There has been in the past a certain lack of coordination 
between the public serrice departments such as traffic, operating, 
express and telegraph. In most oases each was under a separate 
Vice-President and each department considered only its interest, 
rather than that of the company as a whole. The need of an Executive 
Vice-President, with Jurisdiction in all departments, has been a 
striking one. Such an officer could effect many savings without 
injury to public servioé."

"I believe it would be a fatal mistake in the public interest 
to eliminate railway competition in Canada, although I do think 
the service requirements of today cannot be met by the methods 
presently used which were in vogue twenty or more years ago."

"The elimination of railway competition in Canada would be 
the beginning of a down grade in service to the public, the op­
posite condition to that necessary in a country in the throes of 
development with a future such as Canada has under sane and normal 
guidance."

The above picture, which is the expression of a recognised 
authority who has studied conditions in Canada, combined with the 
remarks of Commissioner Eastman, appear to point to a definite con­
clusion when applied to the railway situation in Ontario.
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
