This biography is designed to tell the atory of Homer
Watson, man and artist, to show the evolution of his genius, 
and to ohronoile hie artistic achievement. It reproduces, 
in actual scenes (built up from writings and memoirs of, end 
anecdotes told by, the artist and his sister, Hies Phoebe 
Watson) aspects of the painter’s life which portray significant 
mental and artistic characteristics. The material is handled 
in direct narrative, rather than expository, form, and reads 
like authenticated fiction.
