Them a detachment of
Cossacks fired on the reserves, kill-
ed eighteen 'and wounded more than
eighty.

war. When the train drew up these
soldiers smashed all the windows ip
the cars.

When orders were givem to get
aboard and start the traim, hundreds
of soldiers gathered in front of the
locomotive and swore they would not
budge. Some even threw themselves
on the rails, crying that they would
rather be killed by a locomotive near
their homes than by Japanese bul-
lets in Manchuria.

At Mursk a party of reserves at-
tacked the three officials who Were
directing their mobilization, killing
one and badly wounding the others.
After a summary trial the ringleac-

ers were shot in the prisen yard
next morning
In the Provinces of Podona and

Volhynia, 300 reserves, rather than
start for the Far Bast, fled into the
woods, Wwhere they are wandering,
about in the deep snow. They must
be suffering great hardships. Parties
of Cossacks have been sent to cap-
ture them, with strict orders to
shoot them if they resist.
Japs Pamage KRallway.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 14.—A des-
patch frem General Kuropatkin made
public yesterday is the following:

“Rarly in the morning of ¥eb. 12
three hundred Japanese cavalry at-
tacked a bridge mear Fengtzkong and
damaged thirty yards of the rail-
road. Train service was resumed af-
ter some delay.

“The Japanese bombarded Pouti-
loff (Lone Tree) Hill and Sekhoyan
with siege guns Feb. 11. One officer
was killed and several were wounded.

““Acoording te-corrected returhs the
Japanese priseners captured from
Jen. 25 to Jan. 29, total 848, of
whom 221 were wounded.

Kaulbars Prometed.

St. Petersburg, Feb. 14 —A tele-
gram from Saehetun says General
Kaulbars (commander of tHe Third
Maachurian Army), has takem over
the command of the second Mans
churiam army recently vacated by
General Gripenberg.

Bembarding Again.

Tokio, Feb. 14.—The Russians con-
tinued to bombard portions of Field
Marshal Oyama’'s centre and right
on Saturday last, Feb. 11. The Rus-
sians continue the construction of de-
fensive works on their right, to the
southwest of Mentapan, where they
are erecting an epaulement for a
battery of 24 guns, The Japanese re-
cently surrounded a Russian cavalry
detachment near Hsienchang, killing
three of the enemy and wounding
eleven.
