thali have great pleafure in releafing you from further attendance for the prefent.

On motion, ordered, That Mr. Robie, Mr. Ritchie, Mr. Archibald, Mr. Marfhall
and Mr, Haliburtor, be .2 Committee to prepare an anfwer to.His Excellency’s Speech.

James Leut, Efq. Member for the County of Shclburne, tock his Seat, -having
previoully taken the ufual oaths, and fubfcribed the ufual declaration, at the table of
the Houle, in the prefence of the Honorable James Stewart, one of the Commiflicners
appointed by his Excellency the Lieutenant-Governor.
