A Drop of Water.—We congratulate 
the lecture Committee upon having furnish­
ed the citizens of Fredericton with an inter­
esting lecture. Prof. Bailey did himself and 
his subject justice by his lecture on Tuesday 
evening.

From all quarters come praises of the ex­
cellent work the snow plough is doing in the 
streets. The resident» of Waterloo Row are 
especially pleased, for they have now no 
longer to step into a snow bank every time 
they meet a horse and sleigh when coming 
up town.

Ou the night of Sunday, tho 10th inst., the 
dwelling house of Daniel Reardon, at’ St. 
Lewis’ Cove, Wickham, Queen’s Co., was 
burned to tbe ground. Mr. Reardon, his 
wife* and four children perished in the flames. 
The nearest house to Reardon’s was a quarter 
of a mile distant, and iu consequence the fire 
was not known to the neighbors until the 
morning, when the chaired remains of lbe 
Reardons were found among the ruins of 
tbeir house.

On Wednesday a womau named Mrs. Mary 
Quinn, living at Little River, near St. John, 
was brutally murdered in her dwelling house 
by some person unknown. The deceased 
lived with John Crowley, who says he was 
absent from home when the deed was com­
mitted, and on his return found the woman’s 
body stretched upon the floor in her own 
blood, dead. The murderer appears to have 
struck her over the head with aa axe, which 
was found in the house with blood and hair 
upon it. Mrs. Quinn was nearly seventy years 
old.

A man nsmed William Vaughn has been 
arrested for the crime. He was seen in the 
neighborhood of the place during the day of 
the murder, and when arrested had marks of 
blood on his clothes. He bears a bad charac­
ter.

The Conversazione at the University on 
Thursday evening was very pleasant. Fully 
five huvKtred people wer’e present. The 
amusemen ts were of the usual character and 
indud fid dancing. A telephone was set up 
connecting the extremes of the building and 
was found to work very well. Prof. Bailey 
gave a few experiments in electricity in 
which the guests appeared deeply interested. 
Di\ Jack’s address was very happy. The 
Doctor is to be congratulated upon his success 
upon tlio stage, although he did defer his 
debut until late in life. We agree with him 
fully as to the beneficial effects of the Univer­
sity upon Fredericton ; but we believe they 
are net generally appreciated as they should 
be. It is certainly of great advantage to this 
city that it is the educational head quarters 
of New Brunswick, and wo look forward 
with much hope to the day in the not very 
distant future when as the resmlt of our free 
school system, and as a crown to that system, 
we will have a free University filled with 
two or three hundred students. If the 
graduates of the University, who are scatter­
ed throughout the Province, many of them in 
influential positions, would exert themselves, 
"we believe that in a short time public opinion 
could be brought to the necessary pitch so 
that the University might be made what it 
ought to be as a part of our educational 
system. The staff of professors is excellent 
and they ai*e well imbued with the progressive 
spirit of the age. What is needed is more 
money, hut especially more students.

-fTbe position of affairs in the Ivst 
continues very grave. Russia has 
practiced her old policy of deceit and 
treachery, hoping thereby to gain an 
advantage over other European 
nations, and confident that the pacific 
feelings of tbe English people would 
prevent anything more than a formal 
protest from that quarter, or else over 
confident in the strength of her own 
legions, has taken such a position 
that she either must recede or war 
will be inevitable. Tho action of the 
Russian armies pending the discus 
sion of the armistice, is without a 
parallel in the history of warfare. 
While yet they had not reached Ad- 
rianople, tho Sultan indicated his 
readiness to make peace but the Çzar, 
instead of stopping the advance of his 
troops, hurried them on, promising 
daiy that an armistice should be con­
cluded; until at length when Gallipoli 
and Constantinople arc almost within 
his grasp, he pauses and pronounces 

i what his terms of peace are, terms 
which without discussing them at 
length are such that Europe cannot 
consent that Turkey shall accept. 
They mean practically the large ex­
tension of Russian influence, and the 
practical redaction of Turkey to a 
position of vassalage under Russia.

A telegram from Vienna states that the 
Sultan requested Queen Victoria to relin­
quish her intention of sending her fleet to 
Constantinople, and simultaneously requested 
the Czar to defer the entry of the Russian 
troops until Queen Victoria replied, lbe 
Czar in reply merely confirmed Gortsdiakofï s 
declaration of the 10th to the powers, that 
the sending of the British fleet to Constan­
tinople obliged Russia to contemplate enter­
ing the city- The Queen replied that the 
fleet entered the Dardanelles with a pacific 
object.

In consequence of the Government orders 
for cast steel tubes for large ordnance, the 
works at Sheffield resumed, working full 
time with au increased number of hands. 
The Government has also ordered to lay a 
large number of rifle barrels at Sheffield. 
Some forges in Woolwich Arsenal are going 
day and night. The outer basin in Wool­
wich Dockyard is being cleared to receive 
vessels requiring to repair in emergency. 
The Admiral Superintendent at Malta has 
been ordered to report as to vacant barrack 
accommodation, as it may become desirable 
to station reserve seamen at Malta ready t > 
be drafted to the fleet as required.

A despatch from Vienna to the Times says : 
“ It is quite possible that the Czar will succeed 
in concluding negotiations with Turkey before 
the Conference meets, thuscreatiug the desired 
fait accompli. But after the declarations of 
the British and Austrian Governments, she

there was every reason to believe that 
when every thing was ready and the 
apprehensions of Europe had been 
lulled, these important stategic points 
would be seized and an important 
change in tbe programme be inaugur­
ated. Then came the necessity for im­
mediate action, such as would nullify 
the course which Itussia might adopt. 
Application was made to Turkey for 
leave for the British fleet to pass the 
Dardanelles. This was refused, no 
doubt, at the instigation of Bussia, 
whereupon Admiral Henby, who com­
mands the Mediterranean fleet, was di­
rected to pass without leave. Sosixef 
the finest ironclads in the world, all 
ready for action, and bearing "the flag 
that’s braved a thousand years
the battle and the breeze," sailed 
grandly through the Straits and up 
before tho city of the Sultan. The 
rest of the squadron remained to pro­
tect the roar and guard Gallipoli. 
Thus has England said to Bussia 
“ thus far thou shall go and no 
hrther." The English people are 
aroused ; England has spoken and she 
has only been accustomed to speak 
once. This resolute and determined 
action on the part of the British 
Government has aroused Austria, and 
that nation declares that “she will 
be compelled to march to war with 
England in order to force Russia to 
keep her promises.” Italy has de­
clared her readiness to join hands 
with any nation in an effort to hold 
tho Czar in check. France and Ger­
many as yet are non-participapts, and 
probably will remain so. This is 
about how the Eastern question stands 
to-day, (Friday). We subjoin extracts 
from the European press in order that 
the tenor of public opinion may be 
correctly judged :

The leading editorial in the Daily Acte» 
savs The difficulties of the hour are no 
doubt great, but when we find a Sovereign 
so deeply interested as tbe Emperor of Ger­
many, in tbe maintenance of peace, expres­
sing tbe conviction that the object will be 
gained, we may hope they will all be sur­
mounted."

The Turns says “ Itussia has incurred a 
gravo and needless responsibility, and she 
will have give guarantees to Austria as well 
as to England, that she will quit Constanti­
nople if she would fulfil her rash intention to 
occupy it with her troops.”

A Pestb correspondent of tbe Standard 
says :—“ Tbe situation is regarded as very 
critical. The Emperor has sent for tbe 
Archduke Albrechet, commander-in-ckief of 
the Austro-IIüDgarian army, to concert im­
portant military measures. The Government 
organs maintain that Bussia has broken her 
word, and that Austro-IIungary will be com­
pelled to march to walwith England 
order to force ltnsia to be faithful to her 
promises and return to her former pro­
gramme."

The following appeared in Andrassy's 
organ, the Testhcr Lloyd :—“ The non-oc­
cupation of Constantinople is the foremos 
and most weighty interest of Europe, and if 
Bussia understands by regaining her freedom 
of action that eke has a right to hoist tbe 
Czar's flag of victory iq, the l^spiigrus, then 
it is time for the potierâ; toëàbanflon their 
different categories of neutrality, aud au end 
must be put to tbe policy of an accomplished 
fact. The occupation of Bulgaria, and the 
exaggerated extension it is proposed to give 
that Province, will never be tolerated by 
Austria. Action aud energetic action alone 
can now save Europe.

Count Andrassy is the Prime Minister of 
Austria, and further advices say that the 
indignation of the people of Austro-Hungary 
against Bussia is extreme.

In the House of Commons, on the 14th 
inst., Sir Stafford Xorthcote made a state­
ment regarding the' passage of the Dardan­
elles by the Meet. The facta of the Chan­
cellor's statements were, that six ships 
passed despite the Turkish Pasha’s protest ; 
that Admiral Hornby’s orders were to enter 
with or without leave, and that the ships 
were prepar ed for action, etc. lie also stated 
that a despatch had been received from Rus­
sia, stating that the Czar was considering the 
question of the occupation of Constantinople 
hy an armed force. To this England had re­
plied that the action of the English Goveru- 
rneut does not justify Russia in occupying 
Constantinople.

It has been stated that the Russians would 
occupy Censtantinople immediately.— 
Against this England Iras protested, saying 
that the presence of her fleet does not render 
such a course by Bussia necessary. It is too 
late for Russia now to accomplish much by 
occupying the city for the fleet is there, A 
day or two ago she might have closed the 
Straits, but it is too late now.

The activity in tire Woolwich arsenal is 
daily increasing. New guns of nearly every 
description ami military transport wagons 
me burng rapidly manufactured.

burg to point out the clauses in the prelimi­
nary stipulations signed at Adrianople which 
affect European and Austrian iterests. No 
written notes have been exchanged on the 
subject, but for all that the Russian Govern­
ment is fully aware how far the faits accam/di 
effected by the treaty with Turkey are likely 
to be recognized by this country.”

The Agence Russe state that all newspapers 
point out that tbe British fleet has entered 
the Dardanelles in spite of the Sultan’s protest, 
and is consequently violating the Treaty of 
I'aris of 18Ü0.

The North German Gazette savs that a re­
quest was received on the doth that German 
influence make itself felt. That influence 
cannot hut be peaceful. In epite of all asser­
tions to the contrary, the relations existing 
between the three imperial Courts not only

A special to the Standard from Constanti­
nople reports that the headquarters of the 
Turkish army of defence have been removed 
to Stefauos. The Turks are hurriedly erecting 
earthworks on the Kujuk-Chekmedge line of 
defence.

The St. Petersburg correspondent of the 
Times says he has been informed that peace 
negotiations are now practically interrupted, 
for since the appearance of the British men- 
of-war in the sea of Marmora the Turkish 
plenipotentiaries declare that complete 
autonomy for Bulgaria is inadmisable.

The Daily News, in its leading editorial, 
says : “ We sincerely wish we could bring 
ourselves at such a crisis as the present, to 
greater faith in tbe wisdom and enltghtened 
purpose of her Majesty's ministers. All is 
now committed to their hands, and assuredly 
we do not wish to thwart them ; but their 
policy has led so far only to embarrassment 
and difficulty, and in that fact there is not 
much encouragement for a better hope aa to 
wh at is yet to come.”

The Manchester Guardian's London cor- 
aespondent says : “ The expectations of the 
pacific settlement of the Eastern question 
diminishes day by day. Austria and England 
are rapidly coming to an understanding and 
an actual alliance may only be a question of 
a few hours. How Englaud can operate with 
Austria is not easy to describe. The Russian 
advance upon Constantinople and the Bos­
phorus would only be another proof of her in­
tention to keep our fleet out of the Black Sea, 
and if once it was in those waters it would be 
a pressing question whence our ships could 
draw their supplies, if Russia possessed com­
mand of the Bosphorus and the Dardanelles. 
Some of these difficulties would disappear 
were we sure the Tuiks would resist the 
Russian advance upon the ports of the Bos­
phorus, and that Suleiman Pasha would oppose 
the Russian march upen Gallipoli. There ia 
every indication that before 48 hours have 
elapsed we shall hear of terrible confusion at 
Constantinople, and that the capture of the 
waterway to the Black Sea and the mainte­
nance of communication with our fleet will 
constitute some of the most exciting incidents 
of the Situation. But British action in this 
matter depends upon Austria, and the course 
of events can only leave her a few hours to 
decide. It is obvious also that much will de­
pend upon the conduct of Suleiman Pasha, 
Practically he holds the Dardanelles. His 
force is quite strong enough to defend the 
lines of Boulair, and the safety ef the British 
fleet very largely depends upon his doing so."

The following despatch was received by the 
Associated Press on Saturday :

Lord Derby’s protest against the Russian 
occupation of Constantinople is published. It 
is very decidedly worded. It demonstrates 
that the entry of the Russian troops would be 
in violation of the armistice, and might pro­
voke disorders, causing very great dangers to 
the Christians, which the Russian Govern­
ment deprecates. It concludes ns follows : 
“ Her Majesty’s Government cannot ackuoW' 
ledge that the dispatch of British ships to 
Constantinople has any bearing an the entry 
of the Russian troops into the city, which 
latter measure they consider uncalled for by 
any circumstances of military or other neces­
sity, aud the consequence of which may be 
most disastrous to the whole population of tho 
city.”

A strange discovery is reported from the 
Lake of Geneva. A tourist having lost his 
trunk, two divers were employed to search 
for it. While they were below water they 
found what they supposed to be a village, 
since covered by the lake. Their statements 
led to an investigation of the spot by the 
municipal authorities, who took measures to 
ascertain the truth of the extraordinary ac­
count of the divers. On covering the placid 
surface with oil, these latter were able to 
distinguish the plan of the town, streets» 
squares, and detached houses, making the 
bed of the lake. The ruddy hue which 
characterized them led the observers to sup­
pose that tho buildings had been covered with 
the famous vermillion cement which was 
used by the Celts, Cimbri, and the early 
Gauls. There are about 200 houses arranged 
over an oblong surface, near the middle of 
which is a space more open, supposed to have 
been used for public assemblages. At the 
eastern extremity lies a large square tower, 
which was taken for a rock. A superficial 
investigation seems to indicate that the con­
struction of these buildings dates from some 
centuries before our era. Tho Council of 
Vaud has decided to have the site of the 
dwellings inclosed hy a jetty stretching from 
the land, and to drain off the water, so as to 
bring to light what promises to be one of the 
most interesting archaeological discoveries of 
our day.—London Telegraph.
