NEWS FROM EVERYWHERE.

Assonia, Conn., Jan. 23.—The loss to 
the Water company by the breaking of 
the dam by the flood yesterday is fully 
$100,000. The losses to mills that can­
not hi run and employes who must be 
idle possibly for months will be still 
greater.

Washington, D. C., Jan. 20.—The 
House Ways and MeansCommittee order­
ed a favorable report to day on a bill to 
impose a discriminating duty of 10 per 
cent on all teas imported from countries 
which discriminate against the. United 
States. The object of this hill is to nieet 
a discriminatingduty of 10 per cent which 
Canada, in order t> benefit Canadian 
railtoad and steamship lines, imposes on 
teas imported from the United States. 
A provision to impose a fine of ten per 
cent on all teas impôt ted from the Cape of 
Good Hope was struck front the bill.
The liquor taken fremthe Kelly building 
several weeks ago under the authority of 
the Canada Tempe ranee Act and which 
no one appeared to own was, loathe au­
thority Of the same Act poured into the 
gutter at Baird’s corner on Tuesday the 
6th inet. The -liquor destroyed was 116 
bottles of whiskey 117Bottles of ornody, 
48 bottles of gin, 2 barrels containing 
brandy 1 ban el containing porter, 1 
barrel containing nlc and one keg of 
wine.—Woodstock Press.

Much sympathy is expressed with Mr. 
and Mrs M. R. Morrow, in their great 
bereavement. Their eldest child was 
taken away from them on Monday by 
diphtheria, and yesteiday the youngest 
died from the same cause. Mrs. Morrow, 
who has also leen ill, is improving. 
During the present month William E. 
Shanks, Agricola street, has lost four 
children by diphtheri », viz.: On the 2nd 
James, aged 8 years, 6 months; on the 6th 
Alex. Win., 10 years ; on the 12th, 
Margaret Jessie, 3 years; on the 20th 
This. Joseph, 6 years, 7 months.— 
Halifax Chronicle, Jany. 21.

Ottawa, January 19.—The Exchequer 
Court ( Mr. Justice Burbidgc presiding ) 
sat in the Couit House this morning and 
delivered judgment as follows:—City of 
Quebec vs. the Queen. This action was 
entered by the Corporation of the ancient 
capital tegatding damages arising out of 
the late landslide and now come up on a 
demurrer for costs. The judgment found 
that damage was by the act of God, not 
by the negligence of an y official, and 
therefore there was no liability; case 
dismissed.

Washington, Jan. 20.—The House has 
just gone through the stormiest scene in 
a very stormy Congress. Mr. Mills, of 
Texas, charged the Speaker with inten­
tionally practising a fraud upon the 
House and intimated that McKinley was 
not a man of honor. These sentiments 
met with vigorous denunciations and 
sibilant hisses from the Republicans and 
for a few minutes the House was in great 
confusion. Throughout tfie scene the 
Speaker svas calm, bdt it took the servi­
ces of the Scrgeant-at-Arms with his 
insignia of office to quell the tumult 
wnicli at, one time threatened to culmi­
nate in personal violence.

Quebec, Jan. 23.—Quebec had another 
illustration last evening of the constant 
danger which the dwelleis beneath the 
cliff in Champlain street are in. During 
the very height of the storm a tremendous 
mass of ice and snow descended with a 
deafening roar from the cliff near the 
Cove-field, about half a mile higher up 
than the scene of the fatal landslide of 
September, 1889, and just immediately 
alongside the Norwegian chapel, where 
a similar avalanche, in 1875, demolished 
a number ot houses and destroyed the 
lives of two families. Fortunately, how­
ever, on this occasion there was na loss 
of life. Nobody happened to be passing 
in the street at the time, hut lnd the 
houses destroyed in 1875 been rebuilt 
the fatal occurrence of that period mint 
have been lepeated. As it was the im­
mense mass of ice and snow passed over 
the vacant sites and was hurled with 
terrific force against the houses on the op­
posite or river side, completely tilling 
the roadway. The doors and windows 
of the homes in Preston were all forced 
in and it is really wonderful that the 
demolition was so slight. The residents 
have left the lower part of their houses, 
and are now occupying the rear portioc 
of the upper stories. The city author­
ities set men to work last evening to clear 
the roadway, which is filled with snow 
and ice to the level of the attic windows 
of the two story houses, or the depth of 
20 to 25 feet.

A good way to pre­
vent this is, when setting the post 
to d'g a foot or two be!ow the suf­
fice, holes on each side, in. which a 
•tick with square ends may be fitted 
closely between the end of the hole 
and the post.

Posts should always be 
set deeply enough so that the frost 
will not go down to the bottom of 
the hole. The lifting power of iroit 
cannot be guarded against except 
by preventing freezing entirely.

Feeding cut hay to fowls in winter 
is largely practiced by some poultry- 
men . Cut it as fine as possible with 
a feed cutler and soften i( by steam­
ing or with hot water. A man who 
had between 600 and 700 hens tried 
it last winter and found that his hens 
liked it and began to lay more eggs. ‘ 
so that he increased the quantity to 
10 lbs. a day. This was mixed with 
the soft food and cooked with it and 
formed about half the bulk of the 
morning feed. In March his' grain 
hill was $21 less than for the other 
winter months and largi ly duo to 
the 300 lbs. of dried grass which he 
fed. Fowls always like green food 
in winter and as a variety with lu-- 
nips, cabbage, potatoes and other 
truck.

Recently the Chicago Tribuocprint- 
ed an important announcement that 
the juice of pineapple is a cure lor 

asserted further 
nothing new, that 

the Crecles of the South have long 
known the value of pineapple juice 
in the treatment of this disease. 
Since the publication of this first 
announcement the Tribune has 
printed the evidence of a number ol 
its readers who have tried pineapple 
juice in the treatment of diphtheria.

One man says he administered the 
juice to his seven-year old b«y, who 
was.in great distress lor breath ; and 
four hours thereafter the p.ticnt be­
gan to cough up the diphtheria 
membrane. '

Another says he used the juice in 
thecaseof his six year-old daughter, 
who wai dangerously ill of diph 
Iberia. Hu says he induced the tit­
tle sulltrer to take the juice through 
a medicine tube and within two ot 
three hours she began coughing up 
small bits of the membrane.

As the diphtheria membrane 
which grows tu Qie air passages is 
of a fungoid character, physicians 
have all along recognized the (act 
that if some acid could be applied 
that would disintegrate the mem­
brane without attacking the mucous 
surface the disease could be con­
trolled. It would be gratifying, but 
not surprising, if the simple juice of 
the pineapple should become establi­
shed as a specific for cure of 
d phthet’o. It would simply be con- 
tii m ition of the theory that nature 
has a cure for every ill.

In the appl cation of the pineapple 
ju’ce for diphtheria, parents should 
of course consult the family phy­
sician; No progressive doctor will 
slight new discoveries in any field 
of medicine, and experiment with 
the alleged cure shoul I oc supple­
mental to the regular course of treat­
ment pi escribed by the lesson ol 
medical experience.

THOROUGH CULTIVATION.

There has been a great deal writ 
ten on thorough cultivation of crops, 
ar.d still there ere but lew farms tuat 
profit by these discussions as they 
really should, for when spring comes 
tney are liable to foSbw the same old 
methods of putting in as large an 
acreage as possible. I made np my 
mind some years ago that a thing 
worth doing is worth doing wtll. 
Let us not be satisfied with getting 
a good yield of potatoes or grain of 
any kind for one year, but let us try 
every year to see if we cannot beat 
the yield of last year. Of coursa 
wè dépend largely on the amount of 
manure used ; but still nearly as 
much depends on cultivation.. In 
preparing a seed bed for farm crops 
the mere leveling down of the ground 
is but a small part of the battle. It 
should be harrowed down smooth 
and orose hartowed, and when yon 
think it is done just harrow. it as 
much more, and you will find in the 
end you will be well paid. If to be 
soWn to grain, don’t leaie it Until 
it is pulverized like a garden. One 
acre used in this manner will yield 
as tnnch as two acres pul in in a hur­
tl'd, slovenly manner. Roll the 
ground sown to grain but not while 
it is wet.— for potatoes always get 
the ground pulverized as fine as 
possible, and in planting U mak s 
but little difference to me whether 
it is done by the horse-hoe or by 
hand ; more depends on who bolds 
the horse-hoe or who handles the 
other. Do not wait till he potatoes 
are up before you cultivate them, 
but a few days after planting as 
soon as ttye ground begins to crust 
over, run the cultivator tbioqh 
them and don't allow them to s and 
long before the ground is stirred 
again. No marier if they are 
cultivated half a dozen times befo-e 
hoeing, as it costs but little. Some 
will say : “If I shoul 1 take as 
much pains as that I should not 
get in half a crcp.’’ We:l, that is 
right. The half crop used in this 
manner w.ll jield twice the amount 
it would if put in an ordinary way, 
and cos’s but little more. Don’t 
try to cultivate rocks, for you can't 
pulverize them with a spike tooth 
or a spring tootbj or a d sc harrow. 
Just pick them up out of the way 
No grain or potatoes will giow on 
them and it will be a g-eat saving 
of the wear and tear of farm im­
plements.—“ A penny saved is a 
penny earned.” I am not telling 
farmers what they do not already 
know, but am just reminding them 
that 'f there is to be any im­
provement in agricul ure the spring 
of the year is a good lime to begin. 
Just try "my method of cul ivatio i 
one year and see if you will not like 
it.
