What 
an amount of wild firing and enormous waste 
of ammunition does this suggest? The British 
soldier is a costly and valuable machine, and 
no pains should be spared to make him a cool 
and skilful marksman.

DEATH or DANIEL O'CONNELL'S PARISH

Rev. Patrick O'Connell, r. P., of Kilchrohane, 
West the parish in which O’Connell’s residence, 
Derrynane Abbey, is situated.

The Blantyre Colliery explosion a fortnight 
ago was caused by criminal carelessness. In 
the hand of one of the miners killed by the ex­
plosion was found a tobacco pipe. Pipes were 
also found beside two more of the dead. The 
lamp of another miner who was killed was un­
locked, and secreted in his clothes was a 
forged key for unlocking the Davy lamp. A 
tobacco box in the pocket of the fireman con­
tained three lamp keys. In one of the men’s 
jackets were found a pipe, six lucifer matches, 
and two brattice nails tied ingeniously together 
so as to form a key for unlocking a safety 
lamp, together with a key for the same purpose 
made out of an ordinary door key. Other 
forged keys, pipes and lucifer matches were 
found showing that the rules laid down for 
the safety of the miners were systematically 
evaded.

During the three monthsof April, May, and 
June the Customs receipts were $2,317,671 as 
against $5,022,583 in the corresponding period 
last year, being a decrease of $704,912, or dur­
ing the year a net increase of $183,974 in Cus­
toms receipts. The importance of this approx­
imation will be seen on public attention being 
called to the fact that Sir L. Tilley in his bud­
get speech estimated that on account of antici­
pation of next year’s revenue half a million of 
dollars must be allowed from the amount col­
lected this year, and if this be done, then the 
Customs revenue of the past year as compared 
with that of the preceding year, instead of an 
increase of $183,974, shows an actual decrease 
of $316,036. This decline in the revenue shows 
no sign of abatement. —[Globe.

THE NEW POLAR ExPEDITION.—The Jean­
nette, which sailed recently from San 
Francisco on a voyage towards the North Pole, 
has been fitted np by James Gordon Bennett 
of the New York “ Herald,” whose enterprise 
as a promoter of discoveries is well known. 
She is to be provisioned for three years, so 
that she will be able to remain three winters 
in the ice if necessary. She carries with her 
130 tons of coals and will have her bunkers re­
plenished at Alaska. A large cache of coal 
and provisions will be made on the outskirts of 
the ice at St. Michaels, to serve as a reserve in 
case of the wreck of the vessel or for the use 
of the crew on their return voyage. Never be­
fore, says the San Francisco “Bulletin,” have 
more elaborate preparations been made to ren­
der a Polar expedition successful. Every ap­
pliance, scientific or otherwise, whose utility 
has been suggested by the experience of for- 
mer voyages will have its place on the “ Jean- nette.” "In the appointment of the officers and 
selection of the men quite as much care has 
been taken as in respect to the other prepara­
tions. Her commanding officer, Lieut. De- 
Long, United States Navy, has previously 
made one hard Arctic voyage, having gone up 
in 1873 in the Tigress in search of the Po­
laris. The chief executive officer and engineer 
have also made previous voyages to the frozen 
zone, and the ice-pilot, on whose skill very 
much depends the safe navigation of the ves­
sel, is an old whaler who has spent years in 
the Polar regions. The crew are picked men, 
of whom several have accompanied one or more 
expeditions of exploration to the Arctic.

The Jeannette was built in England in 
1862, the name under which she was launched 
being the Pandora. She was e specially con­
structed for service in the ice, whether as 
whaler or as exploring vessel. With this ob­
ject in view she was built of English oak, and 
made as strong in her hull as possible. She is 
a bark-rigged steamer-yacht of 420 tons bur­
then, and furnished with an engine of 200- 
horse power. She has already been employed 
in one voyage of exploration. Six years ago 
Captain Young sailed in her from England for 
the Arctic, for the purpose of discovering, if 
possible, the records believed to have been 
buried by Sir John Franklin’s party, just be­
fore the death of the last surviving members of 
that unfortunate expedition. She started, 
however, too late in the season to take advan­
tage of the break up of the ice, and being un- 
able to proceed on her mission to England 
Mr. Bennett took an earnest interest in that 
voyage, and the pecular merits of the vacht 
coming under his observation, he selected her 
for the present voyage when he had finally de­
termined to send an expedition to the Polar 
Seas. He purchased the vessel in England 
about a year ago, and, dropping her former 
title of Pandora rechristened her the Jean­
nette. During the time that she had been at 
Mare Island some important repairs and im- 
provements have been made. Her hull has 
been very materially strengthened by bracing. 
In her hold has been placed three long double 
trusses with a stanchion in the centre and 
hanging knees, each beam being ten by twelve 
inches, the object being to give her the greatest 
possible power for resisting the crushing force 
of the ice. These trusses also having knees 
reaching from the deck to the keelson. In ad­
dition to the trusses she has also been strength­
ened by having seven wooden stakes of ceiling, 
each a foot in width by four inches in thick­
ness, placed on either of her sides. She has 
been provided with two new boilers, built at 
the Navy Yard. On each side of the boilers 
are coal bunkers, the engine and fire-room be­
ing together without partition. Besides her or­
dinary machinery she carries an extra donkey 
pump, two auxiliary pumps, a distilling ap­
paratus capable of distilling five hundred gal­
lons of water a day, and a hoisting engine rigged 
on the spare deck, to be employed in warping.

Dry GoodsA Practical Exemplification of 
Modern Scepticism.

One of the points on which modern scepti­

cism especially prides itself is that it embodies 
the latest results attained by that constant pro­
gress in intellectual development which it as­
sumes has been for ever going on. For, in ac­
cordance with its theory of evolution, mankind 
have ever been growing intellectually, and the 
degree of mental development in one age is only 
a preparation for a superior degree of develop­
ment in the next.

Hence our sophists, who vaunt themselves 
as philosophers, imagine that the latest form 
of scepticism they have evolved, which em­
bodies itself in complete indifference (pretend­
ed rather than real) to all supernatural verities, 
en the assumption that they are " unknow­
able,” plumes itself on being necessarily the 
highest and most advanced point to which 
human thought has attained, because, as it 
imagines, it is the latest.

It is not necessary to point out that, if this 
were so, it would furnish no solid ground for 
this boast of Agnosticism (as the system which 
asserts that what is supernatural is unknown 
able, is termed) to rest on. That which is new 
is not by any means necessarily true, nor is the 
latest notion always the clearest and highest

But parsing this by. it is sufficient to say 
that, in priding themselves on their having 
made a recent discovery , those who deny the 
possibility of knowing God and supernatural 
verities show a most wonderful ignorance of 
history, or else a wonderful amount of impu­
dence in falsifying what it indisputably re-

instead of their notions being new, or the 
latest developments of human thought, they 
are simply reproductions of what has previous­
ly existed and was worked out into a formal 
system more than once in ages long past, and 
the practical effects of which we can trace not 
only in the history of nations now no longer 
existing, but also in one that still exists, un­
changeable, unprogressive, petrified as it Were 
in the form and condition into which this sys­
tem of the unknowability of supernatural reali­
ties cast ft more than two thousand years ago.

Theoretical Agnosticism was the prevailing 
form of unbelief— was the last form which the 
ancient pagan philosophy of Greece and Home 
assumed; its last word in fact. After it had 
exhausted itself in vain attempts to solve the 
mysteries of the spiritual world without the 
light and guidance of divine revelation, it 
reached the conclusion that it was useless to. 
speculate farther, because human speculation 
was incompetent to solve the mysteries of 
spiritual existence. It was more honest and 
more earnest however, than modern Agnos- 
ticism, for wtih all its impiety and all its 
pride, it yet did not descend to the folly of 
boasting of its own impotence, or of positively 
denying that things did not exist because it 
could not explain them.

But we pass this over, without further com- 
ment, to turn attention to another and still ex­
isting exemplification of Agnosticism, both 
theoretical and practical.

The lessons that may be deduced from this 
exemplification cannot be got over. They are 
the logical, practical results of the system 
during a period of more than twenty centuries, 
and worked out their results not simply upon 
a few individuals, but upon a nation numeri­
cally greater than Germany, France, England 
and the United States combined. We refer 
to China. Nearly three thousand years ago 
Confucius rose up among the Chinese, as Pro­
fessor Huxley and Mr. Arnold have to-day in 
Europe, to preach the new gospel of Agnos- 
ticism. China had then the advantage of 
literary culture and many of the arte of civili­
zation. Inventions, which we esteem com­
paratively modern, the Chinese had even then 
long possessed and employed. But in spite of 
them, according to the testimony of Mencius, 
a follower of Confucius, society had degenerat­
ed; had “fallen into decay and right princi­
ples had disappeared:” “oppression generally 
prevailed; conspiracies were rife; rulers were 
assassinated by their trusted officials, and 
fathers were murdered by their sons.” Con­
fucius undertook the work of reformation. 
His ideas seemed to make no progress. He 
retired from public view and gave himself to 
the work of quietly instructing a few devoted 
disciples. But the seed he disseminated took 
root and spread, and soon after his death his 
ideas had a firm hold on the popular mindas 
well as on the more popular classes. His 
system was adopted by the Chinese. Under 
it they have lived to this day. It has formed 
and moulded them ; and to it is due whatever 
is characteristic and distinctive in the Chinese 
character and Chinese civilization. The people 

of Confucius, became a nation of Secularists, 
and have remained so to this day.

And what are the leading ideas of Confucius? 
First, as regards God, He was an Agnostic. A 
personal divine existence, a Creator he neither 
denied nor affirmed, but spoke of it as it were 
“ unknowable,” if not a non-entity. Here is 
an extract from his writings:,

“ You find yourself in the midst of a stupend­
ous yet most orderly piece of mechanism. That 
mechanism, so /ar as we can tell, is self origi­
nating and self-sustaining. Change there is, 
but no creation, all things from eternity exist­
ed and were subject to a reflux, in obedience 
to initial laws impressed upon them, how and 
why we know not, by some stern necessity. 
Guided by this principle, devote yourself no 
longer to the fruitless study of the theology; 
it brings and can bring with it no practical ad­
vantage. Seek not to explore the doctrine of 
final causes; rather, if you speculate at all. 
confine your thoughts to the discussion of pheno-

Father O’Connell spent some years of his early 
life and profession in the College of Killarney. 
He was ordained in, we believe, 1821, by the 
Most Rev. Dr. Sugrue, and served in several 
parishes as curate and administrator. While 
acting in the former capacity in his native 
parish, he gave his first lessons in Latin to a 
lad named David Moriarty, destined in after
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teetion of Dominion Policy life to attain world-wide reputation as Bishop 
of Kerry—a fact which that eminent man 
never forgot, and he always retained an affec­
tionate regard for his old teacher. In 1831 
Father O’Donnell was named by the Most Rev. 
Dr. Egan as parish priest of Kilchronane West.

For nearly thirty years he did the work of 
bis parish—some thirteen English miles in 
length, and containing when he came to it 800 
houses—unaided. This period included the 
trying times of the famine, and it was his boast
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South Side King street

without Mass on Sunday or holiday, or allowed 
one of them, whom it was possible for him to 
reach alive, to die without the sacraments. 
Although he never took the pledge, from the 
time of Father Mathew, Father O’Connell was 
a total abstainer. Owing to increased age and 
infirmities, Father O’Connell had ceased to do 
duty for the last twelve years. He passed 
away, fortified by the rites of the Church, on 
the 30th of June, having nearly, if not fully, 
attained the patriarchal age of a century. May 
he rest in peace. Father O’Connell was in­
terred in the churchyard of his parish church, 
at Catherdaniel, where he had for so many 
years ministered. Prior engagements prevent­
ed the attendance of the Most Rev. Bishop of 
Kerry, but a numerous gathering of priests and 
laity—including some Protestants—testified 
to the respect and affection in which Father 
O’Connell was held. The funeral procession 
passed through the grounds of Derrynane 
Abbey, and round the house in which Father 
O’Connell passed so many days.

BOSTON, Mass., July 30—Another body was 
found in the harbour to-day, supposed to be 
Samuel Farrell, a Cincinnati journalist, who 
was lost in the storm of the 16th • the remains 
are decomposed. Thus far 20 bodies have been 
recovered out of 23 known to have been lost in 
that storm.

An interesting valedictory service was held 
two weeks ago in Henry VII.’s Chapel, West­
minster Abbey, in connection with the depart­
ure of Sir Arthur Gordon to resume his duties 
as Governor of Feejee. Upwards of a hundred 
personal friends were present, and the holy 
communion was administered by Dean Stan­
ley, who delivered a touching and eloquent ad­
dress. In the course of it he alluded to the re­
clamation of the colony from heathenism to 
Christianity, and with his accustomed catholi­
city mentioned the Wesleyan Church as the in­
strument of this great change. Lord Cardwell, 
Mr. Gladstone, and Mr. Beresford Hope were 
among the communicants. The Revs. Dr 
Arthur, M. A., Dr. Morley Punshon, Dr. 
Marmaduke C. Osborn, and the Rev. J. S. 
Moulton were present as representing the 
Wesleyan Missionary Society.

thicknesses of stout canvass which has been 
painted over.

The Jeannette will carry one folding boat 
that can be used on runners as a sled as well 
as in the water as a boat. She will take eight 
tents, each six feet by nine ; a suit of spare 
sails, small boats rigged with sails and boat 
covers. She is also provided with ice saws by 
which ice of ten or fifteen feet in thickness can 
be cut away. She will have a spare storm try­
sail and awning to cover the space between the 
poop and the houses to be erected on her deck. 
It is constructed so as to roof over the deck 
during wintry storms. The vessel is also pro­
vided with two extra propellers, to be used in 
case of accident; also a complete outfit of 
machinsits’ tools and stock to repair any break 
that may occur in the engine. She has an 
entirely new set of sails, including rolling top- 
sails that can be furled from the deck. She 
has a total of 6,858 square feet of canvass, when 
all is set. She has accomodations in the fore­
castle for thirty-six men, but as it will be oc- 
cuped by only about half that number, all the 
remaining space will be utilized as store room 
for supphes and apparatus. The ship will be 
heated by stoves burning soft coal. Every one 
interested in Arctic exploration will wish her 
a safe voyage and abundant success.

ENGLAND’S NEW STEEL SHIPS OF WAR.- 
Three streel-clad ships are, it seems, at this 
moment building in the Government Yards at 
Portsmouth, Pembroke, and Chatham. What 
their cost will ultimately be when completed 
it is too early to make even a rough guess;
