A St. Petersburg correspondent telegraphs 
that the Russian Government has decided to 
construct 10 clippers. Five will be built 
under contract with Mr. Bsrkef, an Ameri­
can, in the United States, and the remaining 
five in England and Germany.

Telegrams from Taahkend, dated August 
7th, state that the accession of Abdurrahman 
to the Afghan throne was celebrated at all 
the principal towns in Afghanistan.

There have ben some sales of 
small arms by Russia to Bulgaria to replace 
antiquated patterns, but the whole of tile 
sales only amount to 8,000 rifles.

'Letters from Athens make it evident that 
the marked withdrawal of the sympathies 
and the increasing reserve in the attitude of 
France towards Greece are beginning to create 
a feeling of great discontent there. Firstly, 
the consent to General Thomassen and a staff 
undertaking a mission to Greece was with­
drawn, and now Greece has been notified that 
France cannot provide Greece with 30,000 
rifles privately promised her.

TROOR6 DESPATCHED TO IRELAND.
ORDERS RECEIVED AT PLYMOUTH AND mnTBlM 

FOR THE IMMEDIATE EMBARKATION OF 
MARINES—A MINISTERIAL EXPLANATION.

London Aug. 6. 
The Standard learns that the

order wee received on Wed­
nesday for the Royal Marines to be held in 
readjness to proceed to Ireland on the 10th 
inst. if necessary. A Chatham correspondent 
reports that sudden notice was received on 
Wednesday night that the authorities had 
decided to send to Ireland a battalion of 
marines consisting of 800 men, which were 
ordered to embark on Saturday for Cork.

The Time* rays the troops going to Ireland 
will be a thousand strong. A portion of them 
sail to-morrow.

In the House of Commons to-day, Mr. 
Forster raid the statement that the Govern­
ment fear a rising in Ireland in consequence 
of the rejection oi the Compensation for Dis­
turbance bill was entirely unfounded. Out­
rages on individuals, he said, had occurred in 
Mayo and elsewhere, and it was considered 
necessary to increase public i onfidence by 
placing small military detachments in those 
districts. Some troops had been ordered to 
Ireland fsr this purpose, and others to relieve 
troops ordered thence to India.

Despite the activity of the Kngli«h agents 
in the United States, whose business it is to 
prevent the exportation of munitions of war 
to Great Britain, the Government is convinced 
from recent advices that such importations 
are made and that recently there have been 
some heavy shipments to Ireland. The ship­
ments are made by the Irish-American 
societies organized in the States, and have 
become so formidable as to awaken the Gov­
ernment to action. It has therefore been 
resolved to increase the British military in 
Ireland and every effort will be made to 
detect and prevent any farther importation. 
Two or three regiments wiH probably be 
ordered to keep a sharp outlook ton the land­
ing or distributing of arms or war materials.

AMERICAN CATTLE
DEFEAT OF MB. ARNOLD’S MOTION FOB THE

ABOLITION OF THE IMPORTATION REGULA­
TIONS—SOM* UNPLEASANT REVELATIONS.

London, Aug. 8.
In the House of Commons on Friday Mr. 

Arthur Arnold, liberal member for Salford, 
moved his resolution that the compulsory 
slaughter at ports of landing of fat stock from 
the United States restricts the supply and 
increases the cost of food, and having regard 
to the freedom from disease of the cattle- 

States, the House recommends the 
" of the restriction.

Mr. James Howard, liberal member for 
Bedfordshire, moved the following amend­
ment :—“ That it is inexpedient to alter the 
existing regulations in respect to the importa­
tion of live stock from the United States 
until that Government shall have adopted 
effectual means to prevent the spread of con­
tagious epizootic diseases, and until the Privy 
Council department has evidence of the 
United States being sq, free bam contagious 
diseases as to warrant the importation of live 
stock without the present restrictions.”

Mr. Jacob Bright, advanced liberal mem­
ber for Manchester, said the supply of meat 
to the great towns of this country had been 
greatly decreased by the existing restrictions.

The Right Hon. Anthony J. Mundella, 
Vice-President of the Council, said according 
to the best authority the foot and mouth 
disease had been stamped out in this country, 
and to be lax in restrictions might be to open 
the gatee to allow its re-introduction. Noth­
ing would give him greater pleasure, he said, 
than to see the regulations relaxed, but America 
had done nothing to warrant such a step. He 
complained of the United States Government 
and authorities having done nothing to pre­
vent the spread of the disease since it would 
not only be in the interests of England, bet 
of America also, to relax the restrictions. He 
had only to-day, he said, received a telegram 
announcing that five animals in a consignment 
of Chicago cattle just arrived at Birkenhead 
from Boston were infected with Texan fever 
and that forty-two had been destroyed on the 
passage. Also that orders had been given to 
destroy the entire cargo.

Mr. Arnold declared that on the highest 
scientific authority Texan fever is not con­
tagious.

The Right Hon. Wm. E Forster, Chief 
Secretary for Ireland, raid he should be glad 
if negotiations could be entered into with the 
United States to isolate the districts where 
disease existed, so that there might be an 
importation of cattle from the rest of tiie 
country.

Mr. Arnold’s motion was rejected by 194 
to 20. The Government opposed the motion.

The Times says “ It is advocating a very 
false notion of free trade to say America shall 
no longer be “ scheduled,” without first 
taking pains to be satisfied that disease would 
not be admitted if the importation of cattle 
was unchecked. It is quite true that only 
137 animals imported from the United States 
in 187» were found infected, and that all bat 
a few cargoes since the issue of the order of 
the Privy Council of the 10th of February 
have been pronounced clean, but even a few 
diseased cattle may do endless harm. It is, 
too, an all-important fact that several out­
breaks of plenro-pneumonia have recently 
taken place in the United States, and that as 
the law stands there are • unfortunately facili­
ties for the malady spreading. It is clear 
that pleero-pneumonia is becoming a matter 
of grave anxiety to stock-breeders in the 
United States. It has been allowed to ob­
tain a firm hold in some districts in the East, 
and it may be communicated by any accident 
to the West, from which the supply for the 
English markets would naturally come. The 
fact that each State is free to do as it likes, 
and that Congres» has passed no general law 
to meet such an emergency, goes far to ex­
plain the peculiar risk of a wave of contagion 
sweeping over the whole country. It is 
no small proof of the propriety of 
the present restrictions that two suc­
cessive Administrations, after delibera­
tion, have resolved to maintain them.”
