EXCiïlHC SCENES AMD DARING DEEDS.

Thousands of Spectators Line the 
Streets.

Defective Pressure of the Water 
System.

It is not often that the répertoriai staff of 
this journal have an item so near at hand a« 
was furnished them on Saturday morning, 
nor do they ever want another of its kind. 
About half past nine o’clock smoke waa no­
ticed issuing from the bottom of the elevator 
shaft, situated in the central portion of The 
Mail building near to the Bay street en­
trance. Flames immediately followed, and 
with great rapidity they spread up the ele­
vator shaft, being fed by the well-oiled run­
ners in which the cage works. Robert Gal­
lagher, the caretaker, was sweeping the «taire 
which wind round the elevator, and noticing 
the ascending smoke he went down to

that the « fire brigade were ne- 
occordingly' the alarm was at

once struck. Someone in the meantime had
rnshed to the Bay street fire ball, and the 
men of that section were quickly on hand. 
Within two minutes of the alarm being 
struck the Court street men had their 
hose attached to the hydrant The 
fire appeared to have started in the paper- 
room in the basement of the building, imme­
diately under the offices tenanted by the 
New York Assurance Company. The flames 
met little to feed upon until thqy reached the 
top flat the northern portion of which is oc 
cupied aa The Mail composing-room, and 
the southern wing by the Bell Telephone 
Company. Only two or three lads were in 
tbe composing-room at the time, and they 
were in . no danger ae iron doors divide this 
art of the building from the elevator stairs. 
Ibe Bell Telephone Compeny employs about 

eighteen yonng women to answer calls and 
make telephone connections, six of whom 
were on duty at the time of the outbreak, 
their names being Mias Clarke, Misa Mac­
kenzie, Mies Murphy, Misa Leitch, Misa Por­
ter, and Mias McCarthy. Naturally they 
were very much alarmed at seeing the smoke, 
and did not care to leave the office. Had 
they done so and passed by tbe elevator to 
the iron doors leading to the compo-ing-roum 
which were closed bnt not locked, they 

COULD EASILY HAVE ESCAPED
by tbe north stairs without going through the 
experietK* which they afterward» met with. 
Mr. Hambly, of the editorial staff; was at 
work in hia room on the third flat, and on 
detecting the smoke he immediately rushed 
towards the elevator to get to the telephone 
girls, bnt dense volumes of smoke drove him 
back. He thereupon closed the iron doors 
and passed down the north stairs to give the 
alarm. On returning to tbe editorial depart­
ment again be found that the iron doors had 
been opened and the fire jnst making its en­
trance. Once more he managed to get them 
closed and fastened, thus saving the rooms 
from further damage. Re-entering his room, 
he found the telephone girl» at the window» 
of their office, which overlooks hia, bnt one 
floor higher np. They called to him for help, 
and he begged of tgem to keep 
calaa and. he would get assistance. 
Borne of them were preparing!- So .-Sake 
» jump diagonally to the roof of the white 
building adjoining The Mail building, and 
knowing the terrible risk they ran, for if 
they had missed the roof they would have 
fallen a distance of one hundred feet, Mr. 
Hamblv urged them not to do it One of 
them, Mias McCarthy, made-the leap, and by 
clutching at a batch of wire! and sliding 
along them she reached the roof in ’safety. 
The other girls then went to the windows 
overlooking King street, and screamed for 
help. No need to call for volunteers, as a 
score of them were ready to respond. Five or 
six, including Mr. J. J. Quinn, hotel-keeper. 
King street west; Mr. T. J. Mvera, 113 
Simcoe street ; Mr. 8. H. Henderson, St, 
Patrick street ; Mr. F. Thompson. The Mail 
business department, got a ladder on the roof 
of the white building, and rearing it against 
the parapet of The Mail building, the girls 
were enabled to creep along one by one and 
passed into safety. The men were only jnat 
in time in doing this, ae the girls had become 
terribly excited, and one of them waa pre­
paring to jump into King street, which had 
she donejsne would have met with certain de­
struction. The reaction on her waa 
•nch shat when she waa got down 
in safety . she immediately fainted. 
Mr. Howard, the American Consul made hia 
exit from the building by means of a ladder 
placed to the window of his office* on King

.heard the telephone girh calling M fire.” He 
took no notice of the cry until the amoke 
began to make its way underneath the door 
of his office, and then be began to bestir him­
self. On going to the door he found the 
smoke so dense that he waa compelled to 
retreat into the office again. Railing the 
window he made a daring spring outwards 
over a yawning gulf one hundred feet in 
depth for the coping stone of the white build­
ing, which he jnat managed to reach with hie 
hands, and then pqlled himself pn*he root 
Mr. Row, the sporting editor, also came in 
for a cloee shave. He had jnat commenced to 
ascend tbe stairs, tbe elevator not being 
running owing to the day beiqg a public holi­
day, when the flames «hot upward» past him, 
and he thought it more prudent to descend 
than ascend. While all these thing» were 
transpiring

THE FIREMEN WERE WORRIES 
like Trojans. It was at once seen that the 
proportions of the conflagration necessitated 
the attendance of the entire brigade, end a 
general alarm waa therefore given. As nsual 
the water pressure waa defective, and 
probably some ground was lost by not 
taking the hose np the stairway, instead of 
trying to reach the fire on the roof from the 
outside of the building. This hsd to be done 
eventually, as even with the assistance of the 
steamer “J. B. Bonstead, ” a stream of water 
dispersed into spray before reaching the roof. 
It waa at this latter point where the tire raged 
the worst. The roof is of mansard shape, and 
thew fire getting among the heavy beams it 
was difficult to dislodge. The flames spread 
rapidly until they got to the tower of the 
building, then higher and higher they ascend­
ed, until the whole tower waa enveloped. 
Far above the flames the British ensign, 
hoisted in honour of the Queen’s natal day 
floated gaily in the breeze, looking down in 
grim mockery aa it were on the raging ele­
ment Bnt it appeared as if tbe old flag 
moat come down. A gentleman in the crowd 
on King atreet offered $60 to any person who 
would get it for him, while manv cries of 
“Save the flag ! ’were heard. The bottom 
of the flag-staff and the halvsrda were noticed 
to be blazing, and at length the whole top­
pled over towards King atreet In 
its descent the pole struck the edge 
of the roof,. broke in twain, the 
ensign came away and fluttered down until it 
alighted on the wires running across King 
atreet, where it bang in safety. The public 
then breatned freely. Shortly after this

was rapidly approaching, the Worthy Alder­
man stuck to his self-imposed task. With 
his coat off, a cigar in his mouth, and wearing 
hie glossy silk hat, he assisted the men to get 
the hose to work, and when it was found 
that the water would not reach the roof 
he piloted the men up the north stairway to 
the composing-room, from the door of which 
they were enabled to play directly on the 
flame». About eleven o’clock a portion of the 
roof and tower fell in, bnt shortly afterwards 
the brigade got the maatery and farther dan­
ger waa over. The damage ia estimated at 
about $20,000, fully covered by insurance.

Th epress-room is in the basement of the 
north wing, and immediately on the outbreak 
beingdiecovered, the valuable Webb pressée 
were covered with tarpaulin, so that they 
received no injury, and to-day’s paper ia run 
off on them. Above the press-room ialHE Mail 
job department ; Alexander, Clare A Cable’s 
engraving establishment, The Mail editorial- 
rooms, and the composing - rooms. The 
damage in none of these ia aenoua. water 
doing the most injury. One corner ot the 
composing-room was a little ruined, but the 
men were enabled to work last evening with­
out inconvenience. The Bell Telephone Com­
pany suffered the most, and their hundreds 
of subscribers will be put to some little in­
convenience for the next few days. It is

Too much praise cannot be gived to the 
brigade. They worked nobly to a man, tbe 
only drawback they bad to encounter being 
the lamentable lack of water pressure.

It may be obeerved with regard to the ob­
jection urged that there should have been a 
tire escape from $he telephone office, there 
was as, already stated, the means of escape 
through the composing-room, beside* which 
the necessary material waa obtained three 
weeks ago for an escape to the white build­
ing, and this would have been fixed in posi­
tion ere this had it not been ior the dilatorineaa 
of the man engaged in its construction.

THE LAND HUNGER
Immense Influx of Immigrante to the 

North-West,
Ottawa, May 26. —The onward march of 

the North-West still continue». Since the 
eeason of 1879 the areas surveyed and set out 
for settlement amount to 51,210,000 acres, 
equal to 313,800 farms of 160 acres each. 
Previous to 1879 the areas surveyed and set 
out for settlement only amounted to 66,590- 
such farms. It haa become necessary in con­
sequence of the demand to divide tne North- 
West into a number of land agencies. The 
Regina district, which was one agency, ia 
now divided into three district», and for the 
south or Coteen district J. J. McHogh, 
formerly Indian farm superintendent in the 
North-West Territories, has been appointed 
Dominion land agent For the north or 
Touchwood district, Mr. McTaggart, of 
North Victoria, Ont, basbetn appointed land 
agent West of Regina district the Swift Cnr- 

-reatdistrict haa been laid ont end Mr. Wm. 
fit- Httliard, who haa been for some time ifi 
the-Brand on land office, haa been appointed 
agent' at Swift Current on the line of tbe 
Canadian Pacific railway. West of Swift 
Current district is

CALGARY DISTRICT,
to which Mr. J. MacDonald Gordon, agent 
at Regina, has been promoted ior bis efficient 
services, his place at Regina being taken by 
Mr, W. H. Stevenson, who was at one time 
agent in tbe Turtle Mountain county, and 
has for sfhne time been acting at Nelson. 
These districts are in the South Saskatche- 
wan and Qu’Appelle plains region, north of 
Calgary. The region on the North Saskat­
chewan, from east of Edmonton to the 
Rockies and north to near the parallel of the 
fifty-fiftb degree, has been erected into the 
Edmonton lande district, and Mr. P. V. 
Ganorean, for some time connected with the 
Prince Albert agency, haa been appointed 
agent. Hast of the Edmonton district is the 
Battleford district, and east of tbit is the 
Prince Albert disirict.

Other appointment» are Mr. J. A. Hays, 
assistant agent, Turtle mountain district, 
promoted to be agent in the same district, 
and Mr. W. H. Hiam, assistant- agent at 
Nelson, appointed to be agent in the same 
district vice Stevenson, promoted.

In 1877 there were three agencies of Do­
minion lands in aj> Manitoba and the North- 
West, one at Winnipeg, one at Emerson, and 
the third at Portage La Prairie, In 1878, 
on account of settlers pushing their way to 
the Pembine mountain" and the Little Saskat­
chewan river regions, two more agencies were 
opened. They were on a "limited scale and of 
a primitive character. One man carrying his 
tent with him, set itnp at what ia now called 
Nelson, and looked with ease after the

of that region. Another man pitched his 
tent at a place called Adana, then known a» 
Tanner’s Croeaing, where two trails crossed 
each other, and from that convenient 
locality looked after the , land want* 
of settlers choosing the Little Sas­
katchewan river region. Since then the 
Emerson and the Portage Laorairie agenciea 
have been closed, the lande having been dis­
posed of. There are now in Manitoba six 
Dominion Lands agencies, tbe one in Winni­
peg, the agency for Dufferin district, with 
beadqoartera at Nelson, the agency for Tur­
tle Mountain district, with headquarters at 
Delorme, the Sonria River agency with office 
at Brandon, the Little Saskatchewan River 
agency, with office at Odana, and the Birtle 
district, with office at Birtle. The original 
three have become thirteen, and of the origi­
nal three two have been closed in conséquence 
of the lands within their circuit having been 
disposed of.

It may be added that these land divisions 
have been arranged so that at any future 
time they may be subdivided, a* has been 
done in tbe esse of the original Regina dis­
trict, whenever it is felt that the convenience 
of settlers demands such subdivision.

I* ADDITION TO THESE CHANGES, 
rendered necessary by tne influx of popula­
tion, tbe Government, finding that there is an 
important movement of population to the 
mining region of the Rockies, and conse­
quently anticipating considerable develop­
ment of mining industry, have decided upon 
appointing Mr. Wm. Pearce, heretofore In­
spector of Dominion Land Agencies, to the 
position of Superintendent of Sines. Under 
the mining regulations authorized last ses­
sion, be will hare the sett ement of all dis­
putes among tbe miners, aa well as the gene­
ral supervision of the mining properties. As 
a number of miners are finding their way to 
the rich anriferons regions of tne Rockies, 
the provisions of the Peace Preservation 
Act will be put in force early in June.

Satisfactory Run to Winnipeg by 

Rail.

CONDITION OF TMt NORTH-WEST CAPITAL

Crep Prospects In Manitoba Very En- 
conraglng.

By a Special Correspondent.
When we last took leave of the reader We 

had jnst reached Port Arthur. Before the 
departure of the train for Winnipeg there 
waa an opportunity offered for examining the 
town, end noting the wonderful progress 
whieh has, this spaing, been made in the de­
velopment of the place. As far as building 
operations are concerned there ia no difficulty 
in forming an opinion ae to the extent of 
these. Port Arthtfr, as many readers of The 
Mail are no doubt already aware, ia beauti­
fully situated on a gentle declivity facing 
Thunder bay, and a glance at the town from 
the deck of an approaching steamer affords a 
fine opportunity for noting the number of 
new bnildingi in the place. To inch an ex­
tent have building operations been carried on 
lately that tbe town presents quite a new ap­
pearance. The supply of lumber has been 
temporarily exhausted, and many who 
contemplate building are only prevented 
making a start through an inability to get 
material. Meanwhile the want of accom­
modation is being keenly felt. Stores can 
scarcely be had at any price, and many new- 
come* are fain to content themselves with » 
window m which to display their whree at 
a rental of from fifty dollar» upwards per 
month. Every piece of ground on the main 
street* is oconpied by a building of acme sort, 
and no matter bow insignificant the struc­
ture, it brings in a revenue of say from two 
to four hundred dollars per month. More 
pretentious buildings bring in rentals pro­
portionately larger. Many tenta are to be seen 
on all bande, also, and some portions of the 
town resemble tbe flats at Winnipeg daring 
the exciting times there in 1882. Indeed, 
the

GENERAL APPEARANCE OF PORT ARTHUR 
at present greatly resembles Winnipeg at the 
height of tbe “boom” in that city. There 
ia not accommodation for all who desire it, 
and many find a difficulty in getting under a 
root at night, let alone securing a good bed. 
And yet there are forty licensed hotels in 
Port Arthur. No doubt this inconvenience 
will only be temporary. Good servant girla 
are in demand, and are being paid a high rate 
of wages, $25 per month, not being an ex­
ceptional figure. The prices of all articles of 
consumption are also high. Hotel accom­
modation. thereiore, which, in the present 
crowded condition of the town, ia not, as a 
rule, as satisfactory as one could wish, costa 
three dollars per day.

Port Arthur is very favourably situated for 
a summer resort. After ten o’clock a. m. 
there i* a grateful breeze always, even in the 
warmest weather, with fine cool evenings. 
The residents of Winnipeg will no doubt 
frequent Port. Arthur during tbe heated 
months, now that the trip between the two 
places can be made so expeditiously and with 
so much comfort.

The present excitement haa extended to 
Fort William, and a good deal of property is 
changing hands in that place alio. Prices 
of real estate

ARB RISING RAPIDLY
in Fort William and building operation» are 
exceedingly brisk. The demand for accom­
modation is iar in excess of the anpplv, and 
to meet present wants, until building ma­
terials are more plentiful, many shantiea are 
being run np around town, and tenants are 
found for them as soon as they are completed. 
Rente have risen very considerably of late. 
The Ontario hotel brings in $336 per month, 
enÿ. a very «mail cottage which would 
bring in about $5 » month in Toronto 
rente for $18 in Pert Arthur. The 
population of the town, oouuting from the 
mouth of the river up, is at present esti­
mated at from 600 to 600. The Kamaoiatiquia 
is 300 feet broad at tbe town and from 
18 to 20 feet deep. There is a bar at the 
month of tbe river whieh reduces tbe depth 
to nine feet ; but this point the Government 
have decided to dredge to the same depth ae 
is to be found np above. Deep draught 
steamers will then be able to sail np to the 
town and beyond it The banks of the river 
are almost perpendicular, and are admirably 
adapted for' the building of wharves. Tbe 
Canadian Pacific railway switches and sidings 
here are from five to eeven miles in extent, 
and are continually being added to. It is 
said, too, that thescompany intend erecting a 
large grain elevator here. They have one 
already at Port Arthur, and there is talk of 
another being put no at that town. Pending 
the completion of the C. P. 8. around the 
north chore of Lake Superior, there will bq 
plenty to do for these elevators if hut a fifth of 
the grain whien the North-West ®xpeeted to 
produce comes over the company's lines on its 
way to the seaboard. The/ people of Fort 
William are strong in the belief that there ia 
a great fntnre for their towù.

THE TRIP TO WINNIPEG,
The train which carried the Algoma’s pas­

sengers to Winnipeg started about half-past 
two on the Monday afternoon. Many of 
those on board the cars were anticipating a 
rough ride to the North-West capital. Bnt 
they were agreeably disappointed. The train 
sped along very smoothly, slowly at first on 
the up grade, bat at considerable speed for 
the rest of tbe journey, and Winnipeg was 
reached at 11.30 a. m. on Tuesday. The dis­
tance from Toronto to Winnipeg therefore 
was covered io less than seventy-two hours. 
This is ahead of the average time by the all­
rail route, and anyone who baa gone to the 
North-West by both routes wiil not in future 
hesitate about going by the lakes. The good 
accommodation is not confined to the boats, 
bnt extends to tbe rail portion of the trip aa 
welL The cars on tbe Port Arthur section 
of the C. P. R. are equal to those on any 
other road, and through sleepers are attached 
to every train.

• CONDITION OP THINGS IN WINNIPEG,
In view of the fact that a great deal haa 

been written lately on tbe busineae depression 
which exista in Winnipeg, it is not necessary 
to dwell upon the subject in this article. 
One redeeming feature in the outlook is the 
prospect of there being a good crop this year. 
In a conversation with Mr. McTavish, land 
commissioner for the C.P.R., that gentleman 
stated that the reportsjrom the company’» 
experimental firms, of which there are ten 
between Mooaejaw and Calgary, are very en­
couraging. There had been a slight frost one 
night, bnt the latest advices were that the 
crops had not suffered from it If tbe country 
is blessed with favourable summer weather 
the indications are that the wheat yield will 
be a very good one. With a good crop a 
much better feeling will be aura to mriee, and 
business wiil experience an improvement

The Game Preserves.
London, May 21.—A new land reform is 

being agitated in England. It haa its motto 
the diotnm, “ The game preserves must go. ” 
The organization of a society is proposed 
to secure laws to compel the cultivation of all 
lande suitable for agriculture and .nunecess- 
sanly withheld from tillage in England and 
Scotland, for the purpose of “making 
Great Britain more nearly self-sustain­
ing and less dependent upon American 
and other foreign markets for cereals, 
fruits, and vegetables.” The movement 
is aimed chiefly againat the immense pre­
serves for deer, grouse, psrtridees, and 
pheasants, in Perthshire, Argyleshlre, and 
Inverneaahira, in Scotland, and in Yorkshire 
and all over the west coast in England. In 
these shires such proprietors as the Duke of 
Argyll, the Marquis of Breadalbane, Lord 
Willoughby D’Ereeby, Mr. Williamson, of 
Laweri. and Mr. James.Duncan, of Ben more, 
each bold many thousands of acres, which 
are kept fallow a ,lely to provide sport for
aristicratic huntsmen. The,

ed out as an iniquitous" nod absurd in­
equality in the laws that these lands, aggre­
gating hundreds of thousands of acres, do not 
pay a shilling of taxes towards the poor rates, 
while the farmers and householder! are taxed 
more heavily in consequence. It is argued 
that if these immense tracts of land were put 
under cultivation their yield would go far to­
ward supplying the present deficiency in 
Great Britain’s food supply, while tbe tilling 
of the land would furnish employment for 
thousands of farm labourers, whose condition 
is now bne of great hard*hip,-owmg mainly to 
lack of work.

Speeches.

The following is en intelligent summary of 
the pointa of tbe two chief speeches on the 
Egyptian question, in tbe House of Commons. 
The division left the Government with only 
28 of a majority.

From London Times o/ May 13
In the Honte of Commons,

SIR M. HICKS-BBACH, IT 
pursuant to notice, moved a rote of censure 
on the Government for their fhilnrd to take 
the neceisary steps to secure the success of 
General Gordon’s mission, and especially to 
provide for his personal safety. Reviewing 
at the outset of his speech the history of the 
mission, he recalled the feeling of gratifica­
tion with which the country, quer its experi­
ence of the Ministerial policy in Egypt, had 
heard that he waa to have a “freehand,” and 
that he waa to carry out hia minimi of rescue 
and retire without the interference of the 
Government. But he contended from the 
papers that from the very beginning the Brit­
ish Government had thwarted all hia sugges­
tion», even at the time when they . ere de­
fending themselves against the reproach of 
having abandoned Siokat by the neeeesity of 
not disturbing his plans. For instance, they 
foroed him against his inclination to accept 
office from the Egyptian Government, they 
declined to allow him to seek an interview 
with the Mebdi or to go to the Equatorial 
districts, and they

REFUSED TO SEND HIM ZEBEHR PASHA, 
altbongh this step was recommended by Sir 
E. Baring. On this last point the right hon. 
baronet said he admitted the difficulty in 
which the Government were placed, but their 
deeision threw additional responsibility on 
them; whereas they not only neglected to 
suggest any alternative policy, bnt utterly 
defeated any chance of hie mission being 
pacifically accomplished by their useless mili­
tary operations in the neighbourhood of Sin- 
aat. Bui he maintained from General 
Gordon’» memorandum in accepting his mis­
sion that he contemplated receiving military 
assistance if he could not accomplish the 06- 
jects for which he waa sent pacifically, and 
that the British Government fully understood 
and acquiesced in this. Tbe last chance of a 
pacific success was destroyed by the military 
overations in the neighbourhood of Sinkat, 
which he showed

GENERAL GORDON DID NOT APPROVE, 
and which, unies» they had been intended to 
lead no to assistance being sent to Khartoum 
involved unnecessary bloodshed. Gordon 
expected that there would be a march to 
Berber ; and, whatever might be the opinion 
of the Government, both General W ood and 
General Stephenson were of opinion that it 
was a feasible military operation, and he be­
lieved that General Graham would not have 
objected to undertake it. Instead of this, 
tbe Government, in an open telegram, inti­
mated thatino assistance weald be sent, and 
in what be characterized aa a disgraceful 
despatch, invited him td retire the best way 
he could, and desert those whom he bad in­
duced to put their trust in flint. This “in- 
deli Lie disgrace” Gordon Bad refused to 
submit to. Then, amid loud, cheers from the 
Oppposition.

HE READ THE LAST DESPATCH, 
in.which General Gordon had expressed hia 
opinion of the situation in which he was left 
and of the advice which haiiy been given to 
Aim, declaring that the Government had been 
compelled.ta submit to this sflmng " 
from a subordinate because they I 
country held ft to be true, "96 ed 
that even yet the Government, with the 
obstinete optimism which bed always dis­
tinguished them, refused tie'Believe that 
Gordon was in any dang# at Khartoum. 
But the country, recognizing.tbe true state 
of the case, would demand that he should be 
saved with thoee who*ad trusted them, and 
the Government ought at once tbr announce 
their determination to take thé necessary 
steps to relieve him. peacefklly' if possible, 
bnt by military mean» if those were neces­
sary. It the Government could not satisfy 
the country that they wool* save its honour 
from the intolerable eharae which would rest 
on it if Gordon were endangered, they would 
not long escape the condemnation of an out­
raged people.

MR. GLADSTONE,
contrasting the pale and oolonrlese motion 
with the valonrous speech in which it had 
been moved, drew the inference that the 
leaders of the Opp sitinn were not willing to 
endorse the aims of the right hon. baronet, 
which, hemaintained,wereneith'ermorenorlese 
than an immediate'despatch of British triiops 
to Khartoum, without any regard to climate, 
the supply of water, the state of the river, 
&c., and the putting down of the Mehdi, 
which meant the reconqneat of tbe Soudan. 
Examin ng the allegations of the speech, he 
denied that it was against hia will that the 
General had received a commission from the 
Khedive, or that the Government had abso­
lutely negatived the visit to the Mehdi or to 
the Équatorial region. Before discussing the 
terms of the motion, he made some general 
remarks on the question of Egypt, which, he 
said, amid acme expressions of dissent, was 
v ONLY A SECONDARY QUESTION
in the eyes of the mass of the population, bnt 
which had presented more difficulties in the 
way of the executive than any q fleet ion with 
which he had been acquainted. Passing 
then to a verbal criticism of the motion, he 
contended that the Government had not failed 
to take any steps which could “ tend” to the 
success of the mission, which he agsin main­
tained was solely and entirely pacific, and 
under no contingency contemplated military 
meaenres. On March 11, General Gordon 
had expressed hia gratitude for the manner 
in which he bad been supported, and if in 
April he wrote the strong telegrams which 
had been published, he had not at that time 
received the later telegram» from her Ma­
jesty’s Government It was tone that the 
Government had declined to send troops to 
Wady Haifa and to Berber, but they had 
acted on military advice, and bearing in 
mind not merely the great military risk and 
the email military advantage which would 
have resulted. Gordon, he said, had

NEVER ASKED FOB BRITISH*SOLDIERS, 
he had never stated that he could not leave 
Khartoum, and he bed never represented that 
he waa in any danger from -Without In sup­
port of this «intention, and to illustrate hie 
statement thatGordomsinnC military danger, 
be read the telegrams received from Gordon, 
including one jnat received from Dongola de- 
acatbing the state of affaira at/ Khartoum. 
He complained that the case stated by Sir M. 
Hicka-Beach had been supported by piece­
meal and inconsequential extraota, and that 
the motion suggested no alternative policy, 
but bad simply for ita object the transfer of 
powet from one side to the other. He ad­
mitted to the fall tbe obligation» of the Gov­
ernment to General Gordon, and by the de­
spatch of April 23 he conceived that the Gov­
ernment had entered into a covenant with 
him that on reasonable proof of danger he 
would be assisted. The country would never 
grudge any reasonable effort for the protec­
tion of ita agente ; but it was the duty of the 
Government to consider the treasure, the 
blood, and the honour of the country, and 
the circumstances of the time, the season, the 
climate, and the militsny difficulties. Con­
scious of what their obligations were, they 
would oontinne to use their best endeavour» 
to fulfil them, unmoved by the threats and 
the captiqna criticisms of the Opposition.

Ottawa, May 27.—The following notes re­
specting the question of the abolition of the 
canal tolls may be useful in the way of assist- 
irig the readers of The Mail to arrive at a 
round conclusion. Montreal haa direct rail­
way communication with Chicago. The 
Grand Trunk is in the pool with the other 
trunk lines Tbe present rates from Chicago 
on a bnshel of wheat are :—Chicago to Mont­
real, 74-5c, ; ditto to Boston, 9c.; ditto to 
New York, 9c. ; ditto to Philadelphia, 7 4-5a ; 
ditto to Baltimore, 7 l-5c. Montreal, with 
one and one-fifth cents a bnshel in its favour 
over Boston, exported to Liverpool and Glas­
gow, for the week ended May 10, 40,933 
bushels of wheat in three steamers. Boston, 
with longer mileage and higher freight rates, 
exported to Liverpool, Glasgow, London, and 
other ports, in four steamers and three sailing 
vessels, for the week ended 9th May, 124,344 
bushels of wheat and corn. Phila­
delphia, with tbe seme rail rate, 
exported to British and other ports,
154,230 bush, of wheat and corn for the week 
ended May 9th. Baltimore, with three-fifthe 
of a cent, in its favour as compared with 
Montreal, bnt with a longer ocean voyage 
and higher freigtft, exported daring the week 
ended May 9th to British and other porta 
623,500 bush, of wheat and corn. These 
American ports have

NO FREE ERIE CANAL,
nor do their merchant» request their respec­
tive States to give them a " bounty on each 
bushel of grain exported to enable them to 
compete with New York and its free canal. 
Daring tbe same week New York exported 
474,197 bush, of wheat and corn leas than 
Baltimore, with no canal or waterways.

Leaving the waterways ont of tne question, 
Montreal has as cheap rail transport as Am­
erican cities. She has, it is stated, the cheapest 
ocean freight rates this spring. Why does 
she only export some 40,000 bush, to Boston's 
124,000, Philadelphia's 164,000, and Balti­
more'* 623,000! Taking into consider­
ation insurance (which is assumed by 
the carrier and charged the grain 
by water), interest on property, etc., rail 
rates are as cheap ae water transport. Ac­
cordingly this year transport of grain has 
been chiefly by rail, in which Montreal has 
no disadvantage of canal tolls. Why does 
she not do the business ? Boston has this

au paid the canal toll». What, 
then, ia to hinder Montreal doing the same ? 
The answer must be sought in the general 
condition of the bn«:ness. Tbe prices of grain 
in the English market are down lower than 
can be remembered within a period of thirty 
years. The railways have cot rates to the 
lowest point, end the rate ha» this year 
fallen from 30 cents per 100 pounds down to 
15 cents between Chicago and New York. 
That is, the railways have been

CARRYING WHEAT BELOW COST 
of haulage, and the export of wheat from New 
York has been largely wheat bought by steam­
ship companies to provide freight without 
prospect of profit. The Erie canal, without 
tolls and with the boat men carrying at a 
lose is doing little business, the business ia 
admittedly demoralized in Cbidlgo and New 
York owing to the low price-in England, 
TheSè reasons are sufficient to snow that the 
canal tolls nave nothing to do with the diffi­
culty in Montreal.

Chicago dealers assert that they do not 
care about the canal tolls, but wanted the 
can* s deepened to 14 or 16 feet, so that they 
would be able to send steamers through it 
carrying 60,000 bushels instead of at present 
30,000 bushels. They would not mind the 
canal tolls even if they were higher than at 
present provided they could handle doable 
the quantity of wheat at not much greater 
cost of transport than for the smaller quantity. 
Possibly this is the real solution of the trouble 
experienced by Montreal. A good ebarp ad­
vance in the price of grain would do more 
than anything else for Montreal shippers and 
others interested.

MONTREAL VIEW OF THE SUBJECT.
Montreal, May 27.—Tbe information ap­

pearing in The Mail yesterday ae to the in­
tentions of the Government in" regard to the 
canal toils created a great deal of excitement 
among tbe commercial men generally here to­
day. It waa tbe absorbing theme of all en- 
gagfli in mercantile pursuits. In interviewa 
with tbe leading classes who are directly in­
terested in the question The Mail corre­
spondent found they were entirely agreed 
that if the Government baited at toe com­
plete abolition of the tolls this year at least 
a blow would be «truck at toe trade of the 
country from which it could scarcely ever re­
cover. It ia only justice to the veteran experts 
in the shipping of grain from here to state 
that one and all declared their disbelief in 
toe report of the Government only taking 
half measures to meet an
UNPRECEDENTED AND PERILOUS EMERGENCY 
in toe commercial history of the country. 
One of tbe most extensive forwarders of pro­
duce to the other side ana an influential sup- 
porter of the Administration remarked, that 
a proposition such as is mentioned Se coming 
from Ottawa would be only trifling with toe 
most momentous question that has probably 
ever come up for settlement beiore the Govern­
ment. If carried into effect he held it would 
prove absolutely that the Government did not 
appreciate or understand the importance and 
gravity of the situation and toe" full bearing 
of toe question submitted for ita considers^ 
tion. ■

Messrs. Hngh McLennan, F. W. Henshaw, 
John Torrance, and many others of similar 
standing and experience here, expreseed their 
opinions that there ie no use or benefit to be 
derived by the St. Lawrence route from the 
Government tampering with the rate unies» 
it is abolished altogether. This latter coarse 
they all urged to be

AN IMPERATIVE NECESSITY 
if toe Canadian water route is to hold its 
own with the Erie canal. A good deal 
of spirted comment has been called 
forth by toe Government apparently giving 
more oorieideration and weight to the 
arguments of theorists who have figures at 
their fingers' end rather than accepting coun­
sel and advice from practical expert» who 
have apent their lives in the shipping and 
forwarding business, like the members of 
tbe deputations from this and other cities 
which have laid all tbe facta and argument» 
available before the Premier and other mem­
bers of the Cabinet. As msny of the local 
expeite said to-day, tbis is not a question of 
revenue at all. If the Government allows 
the rate to stand or reduces it fifty per cent, 
there will be practically no traffic on this 
route this year, and as a matter of course 
under such circumstances there will 
be no receipts to go into tbe treasury of the 
country. This state of affairs will be 

RUIN TO THE COMMERCE 
of the Dominion without sny corresponding 
benefit to toe public exchequer. Is it not' 
then far better, said a veteran mercantile 
man, to abolish the rate altogether and keep 
the wheels of commerce moving by stimulat­
ing traffic, from which toe country would 
largely benefit through its inland and ocean 
fleets, employing thousands of bands all the 
season.

Up to a late hour tbis evening nothing 
official haa been received from Ottawa 
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eponaence is published from toe’capital this 
evening takes the view that tbe Government 
will certainly acquiesce in the demand for the 
total abolition of the canal imposts this year.

* h® 8tlted that the memorials pre­
sented from all the commercial organizations 
of the country ask oely the snepension of the 
tolls daring the present season of navigation, 
lfsnsnswerls not soon received of a favour­
able description there will be

FURTHER DEPUTATIONS ORGANIZED • 
to go to Ottawa, as valuable time ia being lest 
whrah cannot be compensated for hereafter. 
The interest in the subject ia really ao intense 
here that nothing else is spoken of by throe 
engaged in commerce. The elevator com­
panies are prepared, as well as the harbour 
commissioners, to make toe necessary reduc­
tions that will give all the advantages re- 
qnired on toe toile being enspended by the 
Government, although the commercial situa­
tion here is under a cloud of dnlness as well 
ae everywhere else.

QUEBEC AUTONOMY.
The Resolutions Submitted by Mr. Joly.
Quebec, May 27—Mr. Joly moved the 

following resolutions in toe Assembly on 
Saturday ;—

That whereas by address to the Queen, the 
Imjperial Parliament was asked to pass and 
did pass toe Act known as the British 
North America Act, for the union of the 
provinces on the basis of certain accompany­
ing reaolntiona known as the Quebec reso­
lutions ;

That short as toe trial haa been to whieh 
the new constitution had been subjected, it 
haa been already shown that

GERMS OF DISCORD
exist between the provinces and the Federal 
power, toe origin of which may be traced 
back to changes made by toe British North 
America Act in tbe resolutions upon which 
the said Act was to have been baaed.

That clause 43 of said resolutions gives con­
trol over licenses without any restriction 
whatever to the province» on the following, 
namely, «hop, saloon, tavern, auctioneer, and 
other licenses, while the British North 
America Act declares that each control may 
be exercised by the Provincial Legislatures in 
order to the raising of a revenue for provin­
cial, local, or municipal purposes ;

That this radical change made ifl one of 
the conditione of the Federal^compact is one 
of toe sources of discord between toe pro­
vinces and the Federal power ;

That tbe said resolutions, while setting 
forth the subjects which are under the control 
of our Federal Parliament, assign to it all 
such works as shall, although lying wholly 
within any province, be especially declared 
by the Acts authorizing them to be for 

THE GENERAL ADVANTAGE, 
while the British North America Act goes 
much further, and gives to the Federal Par­
liament jurisdiction over such works aa, al­
though wholly situate within a province, are 
before or after their exeetttion declared by the 
Parliament of Canada to be for the general 
advantage of two or more of the provinces;

That the direct result of this change has 
been to take from the Pros ince of Quebec its 
control over all the railways built within its 
limita with the aid of provincial grants, ex­
cept over one, whose oontrol it may also lose 
at any day ;

That these changea, and others whose in­
fluence have not been as yet practically feU, 
neutralize the precautions taken to ensure 
harmony between the provinoes and the 
Federal power ;

That in order to avoid in future any cause 
for a conflict between the provinces and the 
Federal power, it is expedient to adopt tbe 
necessary measures to have the British North 
America Act modified, ao as to meet the 
views ot all parties as expressed in the 
Federal compact.

After a heated discussion from both sides 
of the House on Monday, the resolution was 
lost by a vote of 34 to 13.

London, May 21.—A festival in celebra­
tion of the five hundredth anniversary of the 
death of John Wycliffe wap inaugurated to- 
^*y.

John Wycliffe, the Engliah reformer, was 
born probably in a village which bears hi» 
name, near Richmond, Yorkshire, about 
1324, and died at Lutterworth in 1384. He 
was educated atQueen’s and Merton Colleges, 
Oxford.

THE EARLIEST PUBLICATION 
attributed to* him ie a pamphlet entitled, 
“ The Last Age of the Church,” toe design 
of which waa to prove that the Black Death 
that had recently decimated Europe was a 
warning of the impending day of judgment. 
In 1360 be entered into a controversy with 
the mendicant orders, upholding the author­
ity of the parochial clergy against the friars. 
This dispute gave tone to his fntnre conduct, 
and in successive pamphlets and sermons he 
maintained the supreme authority of the 
King over all persons and property in Eng­
land, and he opposed the holding"oFEnglish 
benefices by foreigners, which diverted the 
revenues to Rome or Avignon. This made 
Wycliffe

OBNOXIOUS TO POPE GREGORY XL,
who demanded that he should be tried for 
heresy. He had powerful frienda, notably 
John of Gannt, duke of Lancaster, and Lord 
Percy, and was popular with the people, so 
that although he was tried in 1382 at Ox­
ford and fonnd guilty of erroneous views re­
garding the Sacrament of the Mass, no sen­
tence was passed upon him. The moat im­
portant of hie writing was an English ver­
sion of the whole Bible from the Latin Vul­
gate, finished about 1383, in which he was 
probably assisted by pupils and learned 
friends, and of whieh he multiplied copies 
by the help of transcribers.

London, May 22.—The Wycliffe celebra­
tion was concluded last evening with a great 
meeting at Exeter;Hall,at which Earl Shaftes­
bury presided, a number of distinguished 
clergymen and other persons being present

Canon Taylor moved “ That toe quin-cen­
tenary of Wycliffe’» death affords a suitable 
opportunity to commemorate hie work ass 
patriot Church reformer, translator, anti 
preacher of the Holy Scriptures. ” He said 
tbe izreat work which Wycliffe did for the 
Chnflch is now in danger of being overthrown. 
We should beware of thoee who-are trying to 
lead ne back to the'darkness and blindness of 
idolatry and medieevaliem.

The motion wae earned without a dissent­
ing voice.

A MEMORIAL APPEAL.
A motion was also carried instructing the 

Memorial Committee to appeal for £10,000, 
to be used in the publication and circulation 
of Wycliffe'» Writings, and for the erection of 
a memorial statue in London.

Rex-, Mr. Hughes said in his belief the 
principles which Wycliffe proclaimed have a 
firmer and wider hold upon the country now 
than ever. The great Baptist preacher 
Spurgeon, the famous revivalist Moody, and 
General Booth, the controlling spirit of the 
Salvation Army, wielded more influence than 
all toe priests in Churches of England put 
together. (Loud cheers.)
