Germany Must Pay

Paris, Jan. 29.—The Allied 
Supreme Council today approved 
the . German reparations plan 
drafted by its special com­
mittee last night. The Council 

~ mat at 11 o’clock with a decided 
relaxation from yesterday’s ten­
sion noticeable. After it had 
been in session an hour the 
military experts were called in to 
present their report on German 
disarmament. This calling in of 
the military contingent was 
generally accepted as indicating 
that the reparations plan had 
baen approved although there 
was no announcement, to that 
effect.

Germany would be required 
to pay 226,000,000,000 gold 
marks in forty-two annual in­
stalments under the ,p]an sub­
mitted to the Supreme Allied 
Council today by the committee 
charged on Thursday with the 
formulation of a reparations plan 
which would meet the sharply 
divergent views of the Allied 
leaders. The first, two instal­
ments would be 2,000,000,000 
man, the next three, 3,000,000, 
000 ; the next three 4,000,000,- 
000 ; the next three 5,000,000, 
000, and the next thirty- 
6,000,000,000 each.

(The normal value of the 
German gold mark is 23 4-5 
cents.)
