Ch lasso, Switzerland, Sept. 13.—-The 
cholera plague is spreading and €he 
death toll will undoubtedly reach 
thousands. The general beliéf of the 
people now is that the doctors inocu­
late cholera stricken persons With 
poison and claim it is this and not 
the malady which is causing the hea­
vy death list. The people are up in 
arms and Italian troops have been or­
dered to Massafra to quell the riot­
ing.

- While the municipal council of Luc- 
ce was in session discussing measures 
for combatting the cholera, thousands 
of demonstrators howling "Death," 
“Death," gathered about the çity • hall. 
The members of the council sùspended 
the meeting and escaped froW the 
building.

The mob then moved towards the 
/'holera hospital, keeping up a running 
fight with the police, who were un­
able to stop the marching crowds. 
They charged the " hospital Over­
throwing the barricades erected 
gainst them. — ,

Next' they started to flrfe the build­
ings and smashed in the doors with 
axes. The doctors and nurses escaped 
from the windows by ropes, although 
one doctor was hurt as he was sliding 
down, by a stone hurled by one of the 
rioters.

' When the rioters entered the hospi­
tal several of the wards were already 
afire, while cholera victims were dy­
ing, on their cots. Two women ... pa- 
tientç, left in the flaming Wards, were 
incinerated. The rioters caught hold 
of the beds and carried - the patients 
through the streets in triumph, de­
claring they had saved them from the* 
doctors' poison. ' -

The police force was augmented by 
troops and., a chaçg'e on the mob was 
then made, forty-five arrests taking 
place. They ihcludefl nine women.

Medical authorities assert that the 
proceedings are likely to still further 
spread the tholefb ,and it is possible 
that citizens will be ordered 'to re­
main constantly at home until the epi­
demic h*s abated:

Manitou, Man., Sept. 13.—This 
district of Southern Manitoba has ex­
perienced the greatest excitement, 
owing to the disappearance for over 
thirty hours of Miss Eleanor Gladys 
Price, a teacher in the lonely little 
school of Riverdale, In Pembina 
Valley, about twelve miles south ot 
here. At first there was the strong- 
i8t evidence for believing that she 
had been cruelly murdered, and this 
theory held until the appearance of 
the girl herself last night, when she 
was able to tell how she had been 
forced to accompany a man with a 
gqn and had to remain with him on 
the hills, until, of his own accord, 
he let her go.

Flow of Lava From Mount Etna Im­
perilling Many Cities and Towns— 
Eruption Will Cause Great Suffer­
ing Among Peasantry.

Catania, Sicily, Sept. 13.—The erup­
tion of Mount Etna is assuming the 
proportions of a real disaster. A 
lava stream, whose path crosses the 
railway line, circling the volcano, Is 
approaching the railway station to 
the north and especially threatening 
the depots at Molo and Alcantara, 
which were abandoned today. The 
entire crest of Mount Etna appears 
to be in a state of eruption. An ex­
act count of the number of Assoies Is 
impossible, because of the smoke 
which shrouds the whole mountain, 
but there seems to be more than 
thirty openings all belching smoke 
and lava.

The gravity of the eruption In 
Mount Etna Is indicated by the 
abandonment of the railway station of 
Moio and Alcantara, at the north of 
the volcano. Alcantara marked the 
limit of the lava flow in the eruption 
of 1879. Moio was threatened at 
that time but escaped.

The eruption means great suffering 
•for the peasantry. The slopes of 
Etna, with an area of more than 400 
square miles, support a population 
more dense than that of any other 
portion of Sicily or Italy; There are 

-65 cities and, villages in the entfre 
area and the' number of inhabitants, 
which obtain an excellent agricultur­
al living from the fertile lava beds, 
totals more than 300,000.
