Marshall, three of the leadens in 
the window-smashing campaign, by 
which the suffragette^ almost suc­
ceeded in terrorizing London trades­
men. have each been sentenced to two 
months' imprisonment. They were 
die first three of 124 women arrested. 
The total damage done by the suffra­
gettes amount to 325.000. Mrs. Pank- 
liurst declared that she intended to go 
further when she came out of prison, 
and that the suffragettes were pre­
pared to go to the fullest limit In or­
der to show the Government that wo­
men were going to secure votes.

LONDON. March 3.

The great ports of the United King­
dom. particularly those situated in 
Wales, from which coal is shipped to 
every part of the world, and the cen­
tres of the iron and steel Industries, 
have naturally been the first to feel 
the strike of over a million miners. 
Many iron works are closed, and at 
Swansea and elsewhere the docks arc 
practically at a standstill. No vessels 
are arriving, and the dockers and 
workmen in the local industries have 
been thrown out of employment. Great 
crowds of these men are gathered in 
the streets discussing the dispute. In 
South Wales the mine owners are pre­
paring for the worst. They have had 
walls built around the mines, and 
have laid in great stores of provisions 
in anticipation of a long siege. The 
railroad and street car services in 
many cities have been still further 
curtailed. The Tin Plate works in. 
Wales are rapidly closing down ow­
ing to lack of coal. Six hundred mills 
will be idle within a few days, and the 
40.000 men employed there will be 
thrown oui of work. Williams, the 
Labour M.P.. Secretary of the Amal­
gamated Society of South Wales Col­
liery Workers, told the Welsh miners 
at a meeting that he expects a settle­
ment of the strike will be reached by 
Thursday on lines satisfactory both to 
the men and the owners. The price 
of food is rapidly rising everywhere.

PEKING, March 3. . 

Martial law. which "has been pro­
claimed in the capital.'is opening suc­
cessfully. Early this morning quiet 
prevailed in the vicinity of the Lega­
tions. but continual canonading is 
heard in the direction of Feng Tai, 
with which communication is cut off. 
The Legations are preparing for a 
siege. Direct attacks on the legation 
quarters are not feared, but the Chi­
nese troops possess many modern 
gnus, which might be used effectually 
if "turned in the direction of the Lega­
tions. By the dynamiting of the 
bridges in the Hankow railway, and 
because of fighting along the Tien 
Tsin line. Peking Is out of communi­
cation with these places. The foreign 
guard along the railway will be in-, 
creased. The diplomatic body held a* 
conference last night, and considered. 
measures for the restoration and 
maintenance of communication.

It Is reported here that the twen­
tieth division is battling at Feng Tai, 
"'here a hundred British troops are 
stationed. The Britishers. wbHe pro­
tecting women and children, are un­
able to stop the looting and could not 
prevent the burning of the station.

and offended.

A young moth­
er whom I know 
has been con­
fined to her bed 
over two months 
since the birth 
of her baby, al­

though at first the doctor was delight­
ed with her condition and expected 
her to be up and out inside of a month. 
And the cause of all this trouble was 
one of these easily offended folks.

A few days after the baby was born, 
a cousin of the wife came to see the 
new baby and its mother. As she was 
a favorite cousin and had come some 
distance, she was allowed to see them 
for a few minutes, being the first 
visitor outside of the family admitted 
to that privilege. Not half an hour 
after she had gone a relative on the 
husband’s side of the family arrived. 
The young "mother was tired and ex­
cited by her first visitor and was 
urged by the nurse not to see anyone 
else, but as it happened, this visitor 
was one of the easily hurt people, and 
the wife said, “I wouldn’t mind if it 
were some people but you know what 
she is. She'll be sure to hear of 
Gretchen's being here, and she'll never 
get over it. And yon kpow her hus­
band has a good deal of Influence in 
John's business and we simply can't 
afford to offend them."

She had her way and received the 
visitor, and the doctor says there is 
no doubt, whatever that getting over 
tired that day brought on the relapse 
and fever which for a time threatened 
her life, kept her in bed for eight 
weeks, made it impossible for her to 
nurse her baby, and laid enormously 
heavy expenses on her young hus­

band's shoulders.
Some people may think this inci­

dent unlikely or at least totally un­
necessary, but I know that It will 

, seem altogether too likely to the 
young mother who has tried to please 
her folks and his folks, this neighbçur 
and that neighbour, in this matter, 
and despite all her efforts has ended 
by offending some super-sensitive 
soul.

I know a young bride who was 
married from a small home, and 
hence could not invite all her friends 
to the wedding, and who says she 
thinks she made enough enemies by 
her necessary omissions to last a life 
time.

“I’d go to ‘the little ehuroh 
around the corner’ and invite nobody, 
and then nobody could be hurt be­
cause somebody else was invited and 
they weren’t."

“I’d like to go and call on Mrs. E„” 
says my mother sometimes, "but If I 
do I know Mrs. Y. will be hurt.”

What a traversty on friendship all 
this mi**- I say that such persons as 
inese who spoil our happiness, im­
pede our actions and even sometimes 
actually harm us by the restrictions 
and demands of their super-sensitive­
ness, have no right to the name of 
friends.

Real friendship is too big and fine 
for such childish quibbles. Real peo­
ple—the kind worth having as friends 
—are too busy to be always on the 
outlook for slights.

The person who is perpetually get­
ting hurt could have no better medi­
cine for his bruises of the spirit than 
to be left severely alone.

3 awaited with the greatest interest- 
it a mass meeting of dock workers In 
iristol, a resolution was adopted to 
he effect that imports of foreign coal 
ihould not be handled. Most railways 
nnounce a further curtailment of 
heir services beginning to-day.

TIEN TSIN, To-day.
Rioting of a serious nature occurred 

ere last night. The outbreak had 
een feared and precautions were 
aken as far as possible to protect the 
esidents from harm. At 10 o’clock 
n the evening the soldiers mutinied 
tnd set fire to a number of buildings, 
md then began looting from house to 
ouse. They were joined by the râb­
le-. Shops and hanks on important 
treets were looted and some wreek- 
d. In order to intimidate the popu- 
ace the soldiers kept up a continued 
;un fire. Only a few police remained 
oyal. No fewer than 14 fires were 
aging simultaneously in various 
jarts of the city. The Mint was com- 
iletely looted of everything portable. 
1 .Gerjpan doctor who entered the city 
ind was attempting to assist Ms Ger- 
nan friends, was shot dead by the 
ooting soldiers. Foreigners genêr- 
tliy, however, were not molested. A 
iress correspondent while proceeding 
rom Peking to Tien Tsin witnessed a 
•ritical incident at Feng Tai, which 
.vas in the hands of mutineers. Near 
t train there waa a Somerset regiment 
vith the men crouching with guns 
oaded and bayonets fixed. A hun- 
Jred yards away, groups of Chinese 
loldierg were sulkily discussing the 
iction of the British. It was explain- 
?,d that Chinese had stopped trains 
md had threatened not to let any 
iass. They were given one hour by 
British commander in which to vacate 
their position. Just about that time 
700 Inniskilling Fusiliers arrived and 
began to detrain a quarter of a mile 
iway. The Chinese who numbered 
1500 did not move until the Innjskill- 
ings marched up and took position. 
Then they scurried away in all direc- 
tiohs as the train .continued on to Tien 
Tsin. " ,

LONDON, To-day. " 
A suffragette attempted to start a 

fire in the General Post Office. The 
woman carried a bundle of papery 
soaked in paraffin ip the public hall 
and set it on fire near tie counter, 
then .smashed a plate glass window 
and' surrendered herself to the police.
