MERE FRONTIER INCIDENTS.
April 13.—It is semi-officially
announced that Turkey and Greece
have both addressed to the powers
statements of a pacific character in
regard to the encounters on the Mace-
donian frontier, which are described
as ‘“mere frontier incidents.” Ger-
many, Russia and Austria, it is further
announced, have approved of the ar-
rangements of the admirals in com-
mand of the foreign fleets in Cretan
waters for the biockade of the Piraeus,
the port of Athens.

Vienna, April 13.—The proposal to
blockade the Piraeus, the port of
Athens, is now in abeyance, and the
diplomats think it whelly probable
that the powers will agree to restrain
Greek navy in the event of war
between Greece and Turkey.

Elassona, April 13.—The Turkish staff
officer who was sent to Krania dy Ed-
hem Pasha to ascertain definitely with
respect to the invasion, that
