A TERRIFIC RAINSTORM.

Word has been received here of the 
death on Friday at his mother’s resi­
dence, Hillyard street, Hamilton, of 
Provincial Detective John T. Yorrell, 
says the Brantford Expositor.

London boys wherever they 
were retained a kindly feeling in their 
hearts for their old home. (Cheers.) 
TOASTS, SPEECHES AND SONGS.

The chairman, in introducing the 
toast list, spoke of the enthusiastic 
love for London which its sons and 
daughters always retained. The Lon­
don boys in Toronto were the pioneers 
of the Old Boys' movement, and simi­
lar associations had sprung up all over 
this country and the United States. 
(Cheers.) A London Old Boys’ club had 
been started in Omaha with twenty- 
five members, and since then London 
Old Boys in Rochester had got together 
and would visit their old home in Aug­
ust. The chairman went on to say 
that letters were received from Hon. 
George XV. Ross, Sir William Ralph 
Meredith and Hon. Clifford Sifton, ex­
pressing regret at Inability to be pres­
ent and respond to the toast of "Canada 
and the Empire." He therefore coupled 
the toast with the name of Mr. Newton 
Rowell.

Mr. Rowell said London had given 
many distinguished men to the public 
life and judiciary of Canada. He 
mentioned Sir John Carling, Hon Clif­
ford Sifton, Sir William Meredith. Hon. 
George W. Ross, Mr. Justice Meredith, 
Mr. Justice Street, and Mr. Jus­
tice McMahon. London had also, in 
proportion to population, given more 
of her sons to the cause of the empire 
in South Africa than any other city.
It had also sent the most popular 
officer in the Canadian contingent. 
Colonel Buchan. (Cheers.) As a Lon­
doner. Mr. Rowell said he was proud 
of his city. He concluded with a 
burst of patriotic sentiment.

Mr. Joseph XV. Davis proposed the 
toast of "The City of Our Adoption 
and the City of Our Nativity.”

Mayor Howland responded for the 
city of Toronto in a happy vein. Gen 
Simcoe had favored London as the 
capital of the province, but, although 
London was not the capital, it had 
sent out many capital fellows. The 
distinguished men it had produced 
formed an honor roll of which any 
city might be proud. (Cheers.)

Mayor Rumball, who was received 
with cheers, said he almost thought 
on looking around him that he was 
still in London. London had not kept 
all its good things at home, but had 
sent out missionaries to improve and 
adorn other communities. (Laugh­
ter.) These reunions were a grand 
thing. They took men away from the 
rush of business and made them think 
of childhood, home and mother. They 
preserved that love of home, upon 
which the Institutions of the British 
Empire were founded. He bespoke tor 
them a cordial welcome in London 
next August.

After a topical song by Ed Flock 
which brought down the house, Mr.
E. XX*. J. Owens, the past president of 
the Toronto association, read a com­
