On the
Cheshire side were six Hilditches, all
brotthers, and on the opposite side were
six also brothers. The game
resulted In a draw.

J. Wren, the old Bristol City player,
was a member of a wonderful football
family. On one occasion eleven Wrens
played and defeated eleven Bristol
referees. Four generations of Wrens
played In that match, and the grand-
father of the youngest player kicked

off.

Eleven brothers named Charlesworth,
living at Scunthorpe, Lincolnshire,
