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NO COAST SEALING,

Schooners Will This Year Confine
Their Operations to Japan
and Behring Seas.

Owners Say That Over Half the Fleet
Will Be Idle Until
June.

Speaking of the coming sealing season,
Capt. J.G. Cox yesterday stated that, with
perhaps one or two exceptions, none of the
Victoria fleet will engage in the Coast seal-

'|ing this year. Thers was not a single vesszel

that paid expenses during the season just
closed, in the West Coast sealing, and there-
fore the msjority of the owners have decided

_ | not to engage in it during the coming spring.

Mr. Richard Hall, another prominent
owner, bore out Captain Cox’s statement.
The Coast season closes at the end of April
and the experience this spring was that the
Coast fleet spent moat of their time, owing:
to rough weather, in port at different pointe
along the Vancouver Island coast. The best
sealing was from the middle of April to the
end oig May, but as May is now a prohibit-
ed month, the few days in April in which it
is possible to work are mot sufficient to
pay expenses.

.g'his will have the effect of laying up
aboub 35 schooners of the 61 composing the
British Columbia fleet till June, when the
time comes to set out North in preparation
for the Bebrirg sea sealing season, which
opens at the beginning of August. About
the usual number of vessels will start for
the Japan coast in December and January,
but no Indians will be taken aboard these,
a8 experience has shown that vhe British
Columbia native hunters do not care to ship
for a voyage across the Pacific.

On the other hand, the Behring sea fieet
will carry more Indian hunters than former-
ly, though the number of canoes to each
schooner has been by agreement among the
owners limited to 14 for vessels 80 tons and
upwards, and a schedule has been arranged,
diminishing the number according to the
tonnage of the amaller vessels, ‘

Last year bhere was no limit, and some of
the schooners carried as many as twenty
oanoes. The present arrangement has been’
come to for the purpose of enabling all the
schooners to supply themselves with what
“Indians they require,

The abandonment of the West Coast
operations will tell heavily on the white
bunters, as with over half the fleet lying
idle till June it looks as if the whive hunters
will have difficulty in all securing places.

SHIPS AND SHIPPING.

The ** star ” ship of the Northern Pacific
steamship line, the Hankow, made her
second visit o Victoria last evening and
will remain in port until this moraing.
Could she remain longer there can be no
doubt that numbers would go down to the
outer wharf to see her, for she is one of the
prettiest trans.Pacific liners running. As
freight from Victoria she carries no less than
twelve tons of Chinese (humar) bones.

MUNICIPAL POLITICS,

On Sunday evening Rev. Ralph W,
Trotter, pastor of Calvary Baptist chuech,
preached an eloquent sermon on *‘ The
ethios of municipal politics.”

e took for his text Habakuk ii ; 12:
" Woe to him that buildeth a town with
blood and establisheth a city by iniquity.”

The speaker opened by showing the re-
lation between the pulpit and politios, and
the obligation of it to combat evil wherever
it be fonnd. He wished to put himself in
right relation to his audience and she people
of Viotoris. Those who had.come there to
‘hear the execative officers scorohed or to
hear him indulge in personalities had come
to the wrong church. There were certain
things it wounld be well to keep in mind in
the discussion of this question : (1) His
purpose was to discuss principles not per-
sons ;.(2) That the people had placed each
member comprising the execative board
there by a majority of votes; (3) That it
was just possible the people had not given
them the moral and public support
which  the votes pledged to vhem.
(4') That in the last analysis all attacks up-
on the council reflected upon the electorate.

His right to speak on this subject had
been questioned, but he claimed the right to
speak on any subject in the broad universe
of thought, because he was a man and a
British subjeot. His taxes were paid with
no ministerial exemptions, and he repre-
sented a denomination which had never re-
ceived state aid to carry on its work of
evangelization or education. It was but lit-
tle use to preach twice a week when it was
next to impossible for a young man to live a
clean life because of his conditions and en-
vironment.

Coming closer to his theme he said there
were two things reqgisite in an execative
officer. namely, oharacter and ability—
character becauseof its example. Themayor-
alty ought to be the highest honor this
olty can confer on any of her soms. It
ought to be the ambition of the boys to fill
this office. Now if Victoria can elect a
man of unclean life and shady record to her
chief position of trust, then the develop-
ment of sterling ocharacter becomes a
thing of indifféerent concern to the youth of
this community. They should be men of
character, because of the special tempta.
tions to which they are subjected, and the
speaker defined these as financial and moral.

Besides charaoter:there was need of abil-
ity, but he wonid put character first and es-
sential ; shrewdnees might be used for the
vilest of purposes. He would take charac-
ter with very ordinary executive ability in
preference to shrewdness of the keenest sort
without it. He did not believe that orime
had a msjority-of brain but character had.
