French Chamber Approves Agreement 
With British, Disposing of a 

Vast Tract.

Paris, May 12.—The chamber of depu­
ties to-day approved the Anglo-French 
Niger and Nile convention. This agree­
ment between Great Britain and France 
disposes of thousands of square mile» 
of African territory, and leaves only four 
recognized independent states through­
out the continent,—Morocco, Abyssinia, 
Liberia and the Orange Free State. An 
important feature of the agreement pro­
vides for an equality in the commercial 
treatment of the territory between Lake 
Tchad and the Nile.

It has elicited a virulent reply from 
Sir W. Vernon Harcourt, in a speech be­
fore the Devonshire Club, which has 
been the political sensation of the week.
Sir William's speech bore witness to the 
bitterness of the duel fqr the leadership 
of the Liberal party between himself 
and Lord Rosebery, and to the pent-up 

. personal feeling of the speaker against 
Lord Rosebery, who was responsible for 
his temporary effacement. In the course 
of Sir William Vernon Hareourt’s 
speech he declared that Lord Rosebery’s 
words were tantamount to advice to 
“take a sponge and wipe out the glorious 
inheritance which Mr. Gladstone left the 
parry, before his ashes are cold.”

The Liberal organizations hâve taken 
up the cudgels in behalf of Lord Rose­
bery and talk to Harcourt very straight.
The Speaker calls his interpretation of 
Lord Rosebery’s words “a most absurd 
and malicious falsification pf his mean­
ing, and the first example in recent years 
of downright misrepresentation.”

The British Weekly says: “Hareourt’s 
words are grossly unjust and alander- 
ous, and only to be accounted for by 
a rancor of hatred amounting almost to. 
madness.” ,

Other mouthpieces of the Liberal party 
insist that Lord Rosebery, in urging a re­
turn to the Liberalism of 1886 did not 
mean a change of programme, but a re­
turn to the party discipline in the hal­
cyon days of Liberalism.

Sir William. Harcourt to-day an­
nounces that he will speak to his constit­
uents on May 24. His utterances are 
awaited with the keenest interest, and 
another sneech in the best fighting style 
is expected.

Meanwhile the Conservative press in­
terprets Rosebery as Harcourt does, and 
in some quarters the opinion is expressed 
that Rosebery’s utterances are nothing 
less than a direct bid for Mr. Chamber- 
lain, and a prelude to Rosebpry identify- * 
ing himself with the Liberal-Unionists.

The Sun says that Lord Rosebery's 
abandonment and his explicit acceptance 
of the Liberal-Unionist programme might 
in the event of a Conservative victory at 
the next election possibly be marked by 
the offer and his acceptance of cabinet 
rank.

AUSTRALIAN CRICKETERS.
A MAJOR CASHIERED.

Make a Bad Start in Game With Essex 
—Draw With South of England. He Divplged French Official Secrets to 

a Newspaper.

Paris, May 12.—At a cabinet council 
in the Palace Elysee to-day, President 
Loubet, on the suggestion of the minis­
ter of war, M. Krantz, signed a decree 
cashiering Major Guignet on account of 
his having divulged to Le Petit Journal 
the contents of certain letters.

In the chamber of deputies M. Rene 
Viviani, Radical-Socialist, questioned the 
government regarding the letters. In 
reply the minister of war said Major 
Guignet came spontaneously to him and 
confessed he gave the letters to a friend, 
who communicated them to Le Petit 
Journal.

M. Del casse, minister of foreign af­
fairs, said the letters as published were 
garbled and mutilated. Amid mingled 
cheers and hisses M. Delcasse explained 
his position in the matter. He said that 
Major Guignet, as a member of the war 
office, had impugned the good faith of 
the foreign office in certain matters. He 
(Delcasse) therefore wrote M. de Frey­
cinet, then minister of war, asking an 
explanation from the war office, and 
showing that Major Guignet’s accusa­
tions were unfounded. The impression 
gained from M. Delcasse’s speech was 
that M. de Freycinet resigned the 
portfolio instead of making reparation. 
The discussion in the chamber of depu­
ties ended with a vote of confidence in 
the government, 389 to 64.

Deputy Lasies sent seconds to M- Del­
casse to demand explanations of the 
latter’s statement in the chamber of 
deputies yesterday with reference to M. 
Lasies’ attacks, to the effect that he 
spurned them with his toes, although 
that was more than they deserved. M. 
Delcasse informed M. Lasie’s seconds 
that he had nothing to add to his pre­
vious remarks, and that he declined to 
appoint seconde.

M. Grosjean, a judge of the Versailles 
court and an intimate friend of Major 
Guignet, has been cited to appear before 
the superior council of magistracy to­
morrow, to explain his participation in 
the divulging of the letters published in 
De Petit Journal.
