The Criminal Code declares it to be
‘‘cruelty to animals to wantonly cruelly or
unnecessarily beat, bind, ill-treat, abuse,
overdrive, . torture any cattle, poultry, dog,
domestic bird or animal, or wild animal
or bird In a state of captivity.

Penalty not exceeding three months im-
prisonment, or a fine of $50 or both. All
offenders will be prosecuted. Notice to be
glven to the secretary of any branch of
the Soclety for the Prevention of Cruelty
