It
marks the fact that m many important
particulars, in spite of our enormous
natural resources, we are not a self-sus-
taining nation. But if we balanced the
account by exporting to the United
States our raw material more freely than
we do, we should merely aggravate the
disease and not eure it. An unfavorable
balance of trade is to be measured not
by the monetary figures involved, but by
the character of the goods exchanged.
To attempt to correct an unfavorable
balance in our trade with the United
States by a freer export of our raw ma-
terials would be worse than useless, be-
eause it would leave our people equally
as much in need of the manufactured
goods they import from the United
States, and so far as the returns of ex-
port trade are concerned, simply able
to pay for more of them. Any country
which exchamges rtaw materials for
manufactured goods is foredoomed to
poverty and a low guality of civilization.

When the eyes and efforts of
civilization are directed wupon Man-
churia, it will be shown how much more
closely the Orient comes in touch with
the continent of America than it does
with the continent of Kurope. Inr the
news we are receiving from the Far
iBast now, there is the confusion of
many voices, but there is no confusion
as to Russia’s real designs nor as to
the ineradicable hostility of Japan to
those designs. The two things taken
together mean war. 'The war may be
delayed by elusive and apparent avoid-
mnces of her ultimate end by Russia.
But it cannot be mprevented because
there is no doubt as to what that end
is, and no possibility of concealing it
firom Japan. Manchuria confines Rus-
sia to the north, and Russia does not
peopose to be confined to the north. For
the rounding off of her Empire the pro-
wince of Manchuria is absolutely neces-
sary. The incorporation of Manchuria
in the Russian Empire means its closing
to the-rest of the world. But to Japan
it means more than that, an.ever pres-
ent menace to the independence of Jap-
an itself. At the first blush it would
seem as though China were the more
affected of the two. But China is
threatened with internal disintegration
and China’s rulers set up an ever weak-
ening opposition to the modern influ-
ences which have already revolutionized
Japan. It would not be remarkable,
therefore, if the Chinese dynasty pre-
€erred a Russian entente to the autn-
«omy of their own country. We have
ween the same ‘thing in British history
yhen Charles the Second preferred an
%rrangement with France to the inde-
pendence of Great Britain, for the rea-
gon that Great Britain did not greatly
approve of himself and still less of his
brother and heir. The result was that
the arch-enemy of France was placed
on the British throme, and a struggle
initiated which cannot be said to have
really terminated for over a hundred
years. We should think that a Russo-
{Chinese entente was more than likely to
hasten the disintegration of China, and
that if it is recemented into an intel-
ligible unity the cementing element will
be the spirit of progress as exemplified
in Japanese civilization. Such a dis-
turbance as that would be a magnificent
thing for the trade and commerce of
the continent of America with the
QOrient. We do ndt refer to the tem-
porary stimulus to trade from the out-
preak of war, but to the eventual re-
sults which the war would bring about.
'China, vevivified by resistance to Rus-
sia, would be compelled to rely more
upon the Western influences from which
her strength to defend herself against
the Russian yoke had been derived. And
the continent of America would be in a
fetter position to minister ¢o this de-
velopment in the case of China than it
was in the case.of Japan, as Pacific
trade routes and connections become
petter opened up. The situation in the
Far Bast opens up a tremendous oppor-
tunity for Canada through British Co-
lumbia. It is the opportunity through
avhose means the dimly understood
destiny of this province will be realized.

We wonder if Mr. Chamberlain had
any idea of the effect his Birmingham
speech was going to have. It has divid-
ed political opinion in Great Britain as
political opinion has not been divided
since the repeal of the Corn Laws them-
gelves.
