Fernie, Aug. 26.—At a quarter to 1
o'clock this morning fire broke out in
a small wooden building situated on
the southwest corner of block 21,
owned by W. W. Tuttle and occupied
by W. G. Lyon, who ran. a clothes
cleaning and pressing establishment.
Block 21 is situated immediately oppo-
site the water tank at the C. P. R.
station. All the buildings in the
block were of wood, and not a single
structure remains standing today. This
fire entailed a loss of from $35,000 to
$40,000, about one-third of which was
covered by insurance. This :is the
second destructive fire' at Fernie
within a month. On July 27 several
buildings were destroyed, the damage
being estimated at more than $50,000.

VON BUELOW SPEAKS.

German Chancellor States Emphati-
cally That Kaiser Is for Peace.

Berlin, Aug. 26.—The chancellor,
Prince Von Buelow, telegraphed to the
Associated Press from Norlerney today
a statement in response to an enquiry as
to Germany’s attitude towards the ef-

forts being made to bring about peace |

between Russia and Japan. The tele-
gram reads as follows: ‘““Since the be-
ginning of President Roosevelt’s action
the German Emperor as well as his gov-
ernment have never ceased to advocate
the cause of peace whenever an oppor-
tunity offered. /Germany is interested
as well as America in putting an end to
the risks ana uncertainties of every
great war. 'The German Emperor and
the German people cordially wish that
President Roosevelt’s efforts may be
successful.” ‘(Signed) “Von Buelow.”
French Remain Passive

Paris, Aug. 26.—The French govern-
ment is not giving any outwards signs
of activity in connection with the peace
conference at Portsmouth owing to the
sensitiveness of the French relatious
with Russia. Information from offi-
cials at St. Petersburg shows that Unit-
ed States Ambassador Meyer’s meeting
with the Emperor lasted ten minutes
and was not productive of notable re-
sults. The result of the meeting is
looked upon as an unfavorable sign. Nev-
ertheless it is believed ' in government
circles that Russia’s inability to raise
more money for war purposes will prove
a factor in compelling the conclusion
of peace. Since the French bankers
recently refused a new loan on account
of the uncertainties of the war their at-
titade has become more uncompromis-
ing against a prolongation of the war.
This is due to the dangers of depres-
sion in the enormous French holdings of
Russian securities should the war go on
indefinitely,

NEW BUILDINGS IN MANHATTAN.

Unprecedented Record Made During the
Past Six Months.

New York, Aug. 26.—Building oper-
ations in New ¥York city have Deen
increased to such proportions within
the last six months, says the Herald,
that the borough building departments
have made application for an‘ appro-
priation sufficient to double fthe force
of inspectors, clerks and other em-
ployees. - The: greatest rincreases in
buildings have been shown in Man-
hattan. From January 1 to 'June 22,
1905, plans filed in Manhattan repre-
sentéd a greater cost than in all the
other four boroughs combined.

NEGROES APPROVE LYNGHING.

Baptist Convention Commends Burning
of Guilty Black.

Dallas; Texas, Aug. 26.—The burning
at the stake of Tom Williams, a negro,
for attacking a white woman, was
commended at the state convention of
negro Baptists here yesterday. ' Rev.
Mr. Jackson, of Dallas, declared that
if any action was taken by the con-
vention in reference to the lynching, a
resolution should be passed commend-
ing the act. Other pastors asserted
the negroes assisted the whites in 'the
capture of Williams. Every - law-
abiding negro was said to be in favor
of lynch law in cases of this kind.
The convention refused to pass reso-
lutions denouncing the burning.

PASTOR HELD PRISONER.

Catholic Priest Experiences Outrage at
Hands of Adventuress.

Cleveland, Ohio, Aug. 26.—Upen the
statement to the police by Rev. Bene-
dict Rosinski, a Catholic priest of St.
Stanislaus church, that he had been
held prisoner for twenty-four hours,
without food, and forced "to sign two
notes for $500 each and two checks
for like amounts, which had since been
cashed, besides being robbed of $30
and some jewelry,.two men and a
woman were arrested today. The
woman is said to have lured the priest
to her room on Cedar ‘avenue by pre-
tending to be ill and in need of spir-
itual consolation, and the men are said
to have rushed in upon them and held
Rev. Rosinski prisoner until he had
satisfied their demands.

Seattle, Aug. 26.—Advices received
by a . large milling company of . this
city, through its agent in Hongkong,
state that the Chinese boycott ot
American goods has completely para-
lyzed the flour trade between Pacific
Coast ports and China. No sales have
been made since July 1, and all orders
for September shipments have been
cancelled. The company’s agent writes
that the bread-bakers in the bakeshops
in Canton and Hongkong refuse to
handle American flour, the small
dealers dare not purchase it for this
The trade with the Straits
Settlements and Indo-China is also
threatened by reason of the fact that
tHe flour supply for these countries is
controlled “entirely by Chinese mer-
chants.

Portland, Ore., Aug.’ 26.—Hoping
that he‘would be hanged on the charge
of murdering Mrs. Van Dran, and de-
siring 'to end an existence that has
proved worthless, George Marshall, ar-
rested two weeks ago on suspicion sof
having himself committed the murder,
made a full confession before Chief of
Police Gritzmacher, Detective Vaughn
and Kasper Van Dran.

Vallejo, Cal., Aug. 26.—The Benning-
ton went into dry dock yesterday and
was visited by many people. The boiler
and engine rooms still’ present a fright-
ful spectacle, only the debris having
been removed.

USE FOR TAINTED MONEY.
Paris Paper Appeals to J. D. Rocke-
feller to Aid Roosevelt.

Paris, Aug. 26.—Owing to the reports
from Portsmouth indicating that the
question of peace between Russia and
Japan hinges solely on Russia. paying
an indemnity to Japan, the Matin to-
night makes the following appeal to John
D. Rockefeller at Cleveland: “The
question of money threatens to loose
afresh and with reboubled violence the
scourge of war. President Roosevelt
is making heroic efforts to end the strug-
gle between the two nations, whose pop-
ulations amount to one-seventh of the
entire popuiation of the globe. . His
initiative honors America in the opinion
of civilized nations. The question aris-
es :as tp whether another American
would not share the glory of President
Roosevelt and complete his work by
overcoming the sole obstacle now hin-
dering peace. He would _thus demon-
strate the might of money in powerful

and generous hands.

“The Matin coustitutes itself spokes-
man for this sentiment and addresses
the richest citizen in the world.”

The appeal concludes with the argu-
ment showing the immense henefits such
an act would confer upon civilization.

FLOODS DROWN NINETEEN.

Cloudburst in Colorado Sweeps Many
to Death.

Trinidad, Col,, Aug. 25.—A telephone
message from Hastings this afternoon
stated that eighteen persons are
known to be dead or missing as the
result of -last night’s cloudburst in
Rhode canyon. Six bodies have been
recovered, among them being a woman
with the body of a six months’ old
child clasped in her .arms. -

Among the known dead are Harry
O’Neil and Charles K. Jebolt, miners.
Miss Fannie Floyd returned from To-
basco today. She had been visiting
her brother there, and saw the flood
come down the canyon. She says the
inhabitants had absolutely no warning
of their danger. She says from 25
to 30 .families living in Arronya. lost
everything.

Accprding ' to information _received
from Hastings early today, p8ssibly 14
persons WwWere drowned in the flood at
Tobasco alone, sixteen miles- north of
Trinidad, yesterday evening. Seven
houses occupied by Austrian and Ital-
ian ' laborers and their families were
swept away. ' 'Tabasco and Berwin,
coal mining camps, having together
about 2,000 population, are located in
Rhode canyon. , Parties leaving Trin-
idad for the scene of the flood were
unable to go through on account of
washouts.

FRUIT GROWERS ACTIVE.

Local Association ' Arranges for the

Installation of ‘a Preserving Plant.

The latest move of the Fruit Grow-
ers’ Association of this city and dis-
trict in the way of safeguarding the
intérests of the fruit growers is the
instalment' of a preserving plant to
use up the overripe fruit and such as
would spoil the market value of the
rest if offered for sale.
put in this plant it was fecessary to
raise about $750, which was done by
issuing shares of $56 each, bearing in-
terest at 6 per cent. \

In the past the association has
found some difficulty’in placing this
fruit, the result being a considerable
loss to the members. Trees are often
overladen with fruit and there is great
danger of breaking down the' trees.
Such fruit can now be taken off and
made into jam of excellent quality.
Every year hundreds of tons of fruit
are allowéd to.become over ripe and
go to waste. As the new jammery
will .purchase fruit from the general
public as well as from members of the
association, it will prove a boon to all
farmers and gardeners.

At a meeting of the association on
Friday evening it was resolved to
prosecute all cases of .violation of the
society’s trade mark. = During the dis-
cussion of this subject it was shown
that boxes stamped with the assocta~-
tion’s trade mark are being continu-
ally used for fruit grown by non-
members. The penalty for such a vio-
lation under the Dominion act is set
at not more than $100 and not less
than $20. .

This last week. the first car lot of
the 'season of mixed. fruits was shipped
to the Northwest. -Car lots will con-
tinue to be Sent out regularly until
the close of the season. The prices as

Pumping Gravel Through Pipes.

Refuses to
Compromise

Russian Emperos Declines Mr.
Roosevelt’s Suggestion as
to Indemnity,

Would Pay Handsomely for Keep
of Prisoners and Negotiate
for 8akhalien.

8atisfaction Is Expressed That
Life of Conference Has Been
i'resetved.

YSTER BAY, Aug. 26.—Raussia
has refused finally to accede to
President Roosevelt’s proposi-

tions looking to an agreement of
peace.

Emperor Nicholas has communicated
to the President through Ambasgador
Meyer at St. Petersburg his response to
Mr. Roosevelt’s latest. suggestions and
that response was received by the Pres-
ident ‘teday. Its specified terms were
not disclosed here. It is known, how-
ever, that Russia declined to pay Japan
an indemnity in any amount or in any
form. = Through Mr. Witte the senior
Russian peace plenipotentiary, Russia
has indicated a willingness to reimburse
Japan for the care of the Russian pris- |
oners and perhaps to make some conces-
sions regarding Sakhalien island; but he
insists that not a dollar of idemnity will
e paid. 4 A

That M. Witte speaks by ' authority
there is no doubt and it is surmised that
the Emperor had ‘informed the Presi-
dent of ‘the nature of the instructions he
has given at Portsmouth. Whether the
decision of the Russian Emperor will
destroy the remaining prospect of anmy
agreement between”the representatives
of Russia and Japan remains to be de-
termined.

One Crisis Tided Over

Portsmouth, N. H., Aug. 26.—As in-
dicated in these despatches last night,
there was no rupture in the peace nego-
tiations today. Peace is by no means
assured, but an impertant ecrisis has
been tided over and the fact that the
life of the couference has .heen.  pro-
longed' into next week adds materially
to the chances of a favorable issue. Aec-
cording te the Russian version, it was
Japan and not Russia which weakened
this gfternoon.. M. Witte pblicly an-
neunced after the meeting that it was
Baron Komura whe asked for an ad-
journment in ‘order to get time to sub‘
mit a new proposition. M. Witte has
received instructiows, after Ambassador
Mey‘er’s interview, to agree to a partial
cession of Sakhalien and to grant a lib-
eral compensation for the keeping of
Russian prisoners, bat to pay war trib-
ute under no guise. This was deserib-
ed as Russia’s ultimatum, leaving as ev-
er the same old question of money the
stumbling block to an agreement. In
the 'regular course of procedure, after
_the presentation of the Japanese com-

was M. Witte's turn, naturally to pre-
sent the counter proposition of his 'gov-
ernment. If he succeeded, as is con-
ceded;, in holding his card and forcing
the Japanese to play dgain, he gained
a point in the game.

A Significant Fact

i, But no adequate account of the pro-
ceedings at today’s meeting is forth-
coming. The plenipotentiaries them-
selves excluded all formalities: There
were no minutes. There is no record.
This, in itself, is extremely significant.
When men who are fighting a desper-
ate battle lock themselves in a room
alone it is the . best evidence that they
are terribly in earmest. It is a hope-
ful sign.

The most competent Japanese author-
ity said tonight: *The question of peace
or war still hangs in the balance. For
the first time there appears to be some
dissension in the Japanese camp as to
the advisability of making another step.
‘Many of the attaches are strongly of the
opinion that they should not recede an-
other inch.”  The most prominent of
them ‘toniglit said~ to %he Associmted
Press: ‘“We offered one-half of Sakha-
lien on condition that we should receive
for it the price asked. The island is
ours by right of conquest. If Russia
thinks we will give up half of it for no-
thing she is much mistaken. Our an-
swer should be ‘Come and take it.’ ”

M. Witte made the following ' state-
ment to the Associated Press regarding
today’s session: ““We approved and sign-
ed the minutes of the last session, and
at Baron Komura’s request adjourned
until Monday. It is to be presumed
that fke Japanese will have something
to submit.”

—The curtain has been rung down on
the St. Petersburg stage, and the cen-
tre of interest in the peace negotia-
tions between Russia and Japan has
been transferred to Portsmouth.’

Russia will make
no financial contribution in any form,
and unless Japan accedes to Presi-
dent Roosevelt’s efforts to effect a
compromise between Russia and
Japan, his efforts will have proven un-
availing.

PRO-RUSSIAN ARGUMENT.

Germans_ Satisfied That the Czar Has
‘Bettered His ‘Position.

Berlin, Aug. 254—There is no disposi-
tion today in responsible . quarters to
predict the result of the last effort
for peace, but no one appears to be
sanguine regarding’the outcome. The
feeling on the bourse was one of un-
certainty, and a like feeling prevailed
in the government offices here, which
are better informed as to the attitude
of Russia ' than concerning that of
Japan.

Dominant feeling in the Russian
court, as reported officially here, is
that Russia is in a better position to
go on with the war since she has
heard Japan’s terms than she was be-

C. P. R. PREPARED
TO HANDLE CROP

Will Have 20,000 Cers and 50
New Powerful Locomotives
in Commission.

Practically all of the leading officers
of the central division of the C.P.R.
who have charge of the handling of
freight left last evening for Fort Wil-
liam, where a consultation will be held
to decide upon the best system to be
adopted for the handling of the tremen-
dous wheat crops of the West this sea-
son, says the Winnipeg Free Press of
Friday. This consuitation is of great

moment to the West, for upon the effi-
ciency of the plan adopted rests the
success of the harvest.

In the party which will meet at Fort
‘William +will be G. J. Bury, general
superintendent of the central division;

. B. Laniggn, general freight agent;
A. Price, sugfriutendent of transporta-
tion; J. A. cGregor, assistant super-
intendent of car service; O. O, Winter,
superintendent of district 1I; G. E.
\Graham, superintendent of terminals,
‘Winnipeg; J. T. Arundel, superintendent
of district 2;‘J. Brownlee, superintend-
ent of district 4, and C. H. Temple, mas-
ter mechanic.

The matters taken up will be chiefly
in regard to the distribution of cars and
motive power, the latter being of the
greatest importance. The system adopt-
ed will be the one which will provide
for the most rapid handling of 'wheat
with the least possible loss of time and
efficiency in the locomotives. On divi-
sions where there are heavy grades more
engines are needed, as they are not able
to handle as many cars with each load,
and if motive power were mot available
a blockade might occur-at the divisional
point, or the engine and crews would be
worked disproportionately.

Expect to Have 20,000 Cars.

In regard to the handling”of this
vear’s crops, the C.P.R. has already
matured extensive plans, the foundation
of which is the securing of an unusually
large supply of box cars and locomotives.
Fully realizing the great importance of
the western wheat crop, the officials of
the railway are taking ew: precaution
to have an adequate supply of cars
ready for this season. At the preseut
time cars are arriving from the Kast at
the rate of from forty to fifty a day. At
the close of last week there were 11,
box cars on the western lines, all of
which would be available for handling
the crop, and it is expected that by the
time the movement is in full progress
thers will be from sixteen to twenty
thousand ears on hand.

Method of Distribution.

At the present time nd empty box
cars are being moved eastward in Mani-
toba or Assiniboia, but as loads go west
the empty cars are distributed at the
various points where they will be need-
ed. They are simply being run into
sidings at country points, where they

will wait for grain loads to the lake
orts. One feature of this arrangement
s that it will go a long way toward
elimirating the ibility of danger of
car shortage. ‘he trouble which has
arisen in the past has been chiefly on
account of cars not being available the
‘day they are asked for, buf with a num-
ber waiting in the sidings for loads, the
farmers will be able to load direct at
much better speed. A delay between the
‘receiving point and the lakes is of much
less consequence.
Fifty New Locomotives.

With regard to motive power, the
supply of heavy locomotives will be prac-
tically doubled this fall. Mr. Price is at
present in the Bast making arrange-
wents for a large consignment, and it ‘s
expected that there will be at least fifty
of what is known as the 700 class, sent
west within the next few weeks. Last
year there were thirty-seven of the
-heavy 1,300 class of compound engines.
The 700 class is a similar model, but are
‘what is known as simple engines, bat
they use superheated steam. They are

this amount of additional equnipment4
available, the handling of the crop wiil

The government has organized a pub-
lic works and employed about 6,000 men,
but this is only a drop in the ocean, as
calculation shows that about 20,000 are
out of employment. ‘The district has
always been dry, but this year a two
months’ drought beginning in the spring
destroyed all hopes for the reaping of
crops-and rendered the landscape a des-
ert. .. The population is almost entirely
composed of the laborers who depend
upon agricultural employment and when
that fails, which is of frequent occur-
rence, they have to go unfed.

CURE ' FOR. CONSUMPTION.

New York Hospital Claims New
Panacea for Scourge.

New York, Aung. 26.—The New York

Post-Graduate hospital announces what
it believes to be the discovery of a new
cure for consumption. This new remedy
is the juice of raw table vegetables—
potatoes, beets, carrots, onions, celery
and the like, procured by grinding and
squeezing, a dose being two ounces after
meals.
' The statement is made that 11 pa-
tients with well-developed pulmonary tu-
berculosis have been cured. Fifty oth-
er patients are still under treatment and
said to be progressing satisfactorily.

The basis of the work has been that to
cure consumption beyond the ineipient
stage an “unknown something must be
found in the diet.”

The hospital’s cireular announces that
“it is believed, moreover, that this may
lead to a means by which everybody
may be rendered immune from the dead-
ly tubercle baecilli, just as vaecination
safeguards from smallpox.”

FOR THE “OPEN SHOP.

Struggle for Rights Commences in
Chicago Printing Offices.

Chicago, Aug. 26.—Chicago today be-
came the centre of a struggle of em-
ploying printers throughout the coun-
try against the International Typo-
graphical Union, to defeat the latter’s
attempt to secure the eight-hour day.
Open-shop notices were posted in four
of the largest printing establishments,
members of the Typothetae. The
spirit of the independent declaration
will be carried out by the employment
of non-union printers at once. Other
members of the Typothetae have
planned to follow suit. Union officials
say that the first mon-union man to
appear in any of the Typothetae es-
tablishments will be the signal for a
general walk-out in every plant con-
trolled by the master printers’ organ-
ization.

More than 20,000 Jjob printers
throughout the country may be -
volved eventually in the struggle
which started  here today over the
question of “open shop” and also the
eight-hour day in job printing offices.
The nine-hour day prevails at present,
and the employers contend that they
have the right to employ men accord-
ing to their worth. A strike of job
printers may follow, but this has not
been determined definitely. None of
the daily newspapers are involved in
the impending conflict; it concerns,
job printing establishments only. In
