Miners' Lives Blotted Out By
Explosion in the Naomi
Coal-Mine

PEADLY GAS THE CAUSE

Thirteen Bodies Recovered by
Midnight—The Rescuers
Suffer Severely

Pittsburg, Pa., Dec. 2.—The fate of
five Americans gnd forty-two foreign
miners, while not definitely known,
was pretty well established late to-

mine pumper near the twenty-second
entry of the Naomi' mine of «the
United Coal company, at Fayette City,
35 miles from this city. The man had
died from suffocation. Judging from
the two .fatalities . thus .far . known,
both having been caused by poisenous*
gas, it is almost certain ;that the
forty-seven miners still entombed in
the mine  have succumbed to the
deadly damp. 3

There is also a possibility that the
explosion of last night occurred so
close to the mren that they were killed
by its force or the resultant fall of
tons of rock and earth.

Since = shortly -after eight -o’clock
last night a force of rescuers have
labored constantly in an effort. to
reach the imprisoned men. The work
has been necessarily slow on account
of wreckage and afterdamp. Notwith-
standing the fact that “the rescue
party have worked in' ‘one-minute
reliefs, a score or more of their mem-
bers have been compelled to go' to
their homes suffering from the pois-
onous gas. Two of the rescuers are
in a critical condition.

All day long a" crowd of two‘thou-
sand people have  stood’ abaut  the
mouth of the ill-fated mine ' awaiting
someé news from the entombéd - men.
Hundreds of these persons are ,rela-
tives or friends of the
miners, and their grief is pitiable.. The
rescuers' are divided in opinion as’ 'to
when they will reach the imprisoned
men. Some believe the end of their
search will come late tonight, while
others do not look for this untfl to-
morrow evening.. In the meantime it
is the opinion of all that the men-are
dead.

CHINANEN CAN
 DODGE HEAD TAX

If Théy Smuggle Themselves
in They Cannot Be Put
J in Prison

NOVA SCOTIA. JUDGMENT

Act Imposing ‘Héad Tax May
Need Amending by. Do-
minion Parliament

Halifax, Dec. 2.—Chinamen can en-
ter Canada without paying the. $500
head tax and not be liable to arrest,
according to the decision delivered on
Saturday by the full bench of the Su-
breme court of Nova Seotia.

Counsel for the 17 Chinamen smug-
gled into Canada from Newfoundland
on the schooner Chlorus, now serving
a six months' sentence in jail at Syd-
ney, made application for their: re-
-lease on ‘the ground that they were
arrested - without warrants -and that
the indictment was bad, inasmuch as
the offence is not criminal under the
laws of Canada. ' The court upheld the
contention of counsel for the Chinese,
quashed the conviction of the magis-
trate at Sydney and ordered the re-
lease of the celestials. The court
holds that the collection of the head

The Crown will likely appeal to the
Supreme court of Canada. If the de-
cision is upheld the immigration offi-
cials will have a busy time of it, as
the influx to Canada from the Orient
will be heavy. This is the first time,
in Canada that the courts have been
called” upon for an interpretation of
the law. Speedy efforts will likely be
m%de to have parliament amend the
act.

He had $2,000 sub-
scribed for the purpose, and Dr. Sin-
clair and Sidney Seabrook, who lived
in Melbourne, Ont., were sent to Wil-
mington to conduct the case.

The information brought back was
to the effect that 100 acres of the pro-
perty was lrcated in the business part
of Wilmington and 800 acres twé or
three miles out. During the time of
the revolution Aaron Springer’s
brothers - attached theémselves to the
British side in the contest and remov-
ed to Canada, but Aaron Springer
espoused the .cause of independenceé
and was alienated from his brothers to
such an extent that he willed his es-
tate to the Anglican church for 99
years. This peciod having expired the
relatives of Aaron Springer began 'to
assert their claims. The buildings
were found to be much’ out of repair,
but the land had greatly increased in
value. Moses Springer stated that an
offer had been made to compromise
for $11,000,000, but no settlement was
effected.

as if they were in prison. We are
trying to. make the Indians bridge a
chasm in one generation, which it has
taken us two thousand years to cross.
The result is that, it kills them.

“We try to make them live in houses
and I am sorry to say that in the earl-
ler days I myself went out and tried
to show them how it should be done,
but T see now that it was a huge mis-
take. Ontarfo now is full of con-
sumption as a result of the people
living in such houses. We try to
make them eat our  food after the
simple diet to which they have been
accustomed, and ye wonder that they
cannot stand -it.

“I am a missionary, but I would pro-
test against the action which was tak-
en in Manitoba to prevent the Indians
having their sun “dance. It is a re-
ligious service, and to stop it was a
case of religious interference. There
were formerly ebjectionable features
in this dance, but they would not ex-
ist now. The only things which
woulgd cause disorder would be brought
in by the outsiders. These Indians
jall believe in the Great Spirit, and
look to the sun daily as his represen-
tative. They may be mistaken in
theilr idea of things, but they should
be led up to higher things by a gradual
process.”
