Supposed to be Mr. George S. Herchmer of
Brampten — Trainer Owens® Strange
Story—Working Up a Chain of Circum-

Mr. W. E, Owens, the well known trainer
of this city, said to The World last night that
he had just returned from Brampton, and was
strongly of opinion that Herchmer was the
man, althoygh he failed to recognize
in the rough wood cut (which is'drawn from
a photograph taken by a Philadelphia artist
after death and a copy of which was sent to
‘I'ne World), the features of the Brampton
banker. The ring, marked “W.A. M..” Mr,
Owens said, Herchmer had got from W. A,
Mitchell of Brampton, and the ‘watch chain
from “Bob” Wilson, nlso of Brampton, the lat-
ter article being traded for agun. It was
generally known that the case of the
massiva gold watch had been brok-
en by it being dropped on  the floor
in Wilson's Hotel. Mr. Owens had also bheard
that Herchmer's friends were positive of his
death, and that one of them intended leaving
Brampton for Philndelghla vesterday for the
pur of identifying the remains.

The vresence of Mr. Herchmer in the United
States is at present unexplainable. "Pwo weeks
aﬁo he was suspended from the m gement of
the Central Bank for allegéd irregularity of
habits, Hohad becameinvolved infinancial diffi-
culties, Herchmer left Brampton yesterda
week to visit friends in Belleville, since which
time none of his friends therelm,v,_;'e received any
word of his mov ts. MY, ¥ L ‘s do-
mestic affairs are said to have been unhappy.

Mr. A. A, Allen, cashier of the Contral Bank,
wasseen last night but he was_unable to throw
any light upon the subject. He said he was a
schoolmate of Herchmer, but had not seen
him for six months. Upon being shown the
above cut, he said he did not think it was
Herchmer.. In_ the first place, Herchmer was
not of such athletic build, and- -0 big mana-
tache. His complexion was florid e knew
that Herchmer had left Brampton about a
weck ago, having been suspended from the
management of the bank. ~ %

Coroner's Physician Groom was all at sea
last night as to the cause of death. Ho said he
did not believe it wasa case of suicide. Dr.
Groom and his *son, Dr. Albert Groom, and Dr.
Howard Pursell made a post mortem examina-
tion in the afternoon. They found the various
organs in a perfectly healthy condition and
no traces of poison were discernibles
The only organ that boré any evidence
of discase was the heart, which was
coated on the left side with a_thick layer
of fat. The windpipe was large and unobstruct-
ed, and the stomach was apparently very
healthy. A microscopic inspection of the heart
and stomach and intestines will be made to-
morrow and the result will be related at the
inquest on Monday.

IWHO DOLS THE STEALING?

Books in the Waterworks Department

Continue to be Ra 1 and

The latest development in connection with
the Waterworks investigation is that within
the past two weeks a couple of coal books, with
the record np to 1883, were taken from s cup-
board in the office of Thomas McMinn and
stowed away in the back of a drawer in the
same apartment, where they were found after
a long search.

On Saturday last, about 12 o'clock, F. A.
Drake, Mr. Foster’s assistant, went up to Mr.
McMinn'’s office to get a statement of coal used
previous to 1883, Mr.' McMinn went to the
cupboard whére the book was kept.’

Detective
Reburn happened to hear of the circumstance
and he, with Mr. McMinn and Mr, Hamilton,
went to the office between 6 and 7 Saturday
night.

On' Sunday after-
noon Mr.- McMinn and Superintendent Ham-
ilton went to the office and Mr. McMinn
found the books in the drawer. The other
employes . in_the office are Mesars. Aubrey
Winslow, John Barker and Herbert B. Man-
ley. . In evidenee these gentlemen denied any
knowledge of the affair.

Another incident showing that something
is wrong somewhere is as follows: For mutual
convenience Mr. McMinn and Mr. Winslow
used. to keep the keys of their office in & small
drawer. About two weeks ago the keys were
missing froin their accustomed place, and
several drawers usually kept locked were
found open and ransacked. This was after
returning from lunch, the office having been
left without any person in it.

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OPENING OF THE COLONIAL CON=-
¥ FERENCE IN LONDOXN.

Lord Salisbury Wel the Del
and Points Out that a Union for Fm-
perial Defence 1s of Common Interest—

3 Addresses by the Delegntes.

Loxpos, April 4.-~The Colonial Conference
opened at the Foreign Office ‘to-day. *Lord
Salisbury welcomed the delégates, who, he
said, were engaged in the work of originating
the great movement towards Imperial federa-
tion. ' The question of actual federation was
oneé, -perhdps, more for fusure disqussion than
for the preseut, the.most important question
pressing ‘upon the attention of she whold
Empire being, in bis opinion, the common 'in-
terest the colonies had with the Motfier Coun-
try in Imperial defence)* He wus opposed to
the ambitious scheme of making a constitation
for ‘the whole 'Empire. In opposmng ‘this,
however, he did not - wish to be understcod:
as casting any  slur ‘upon the nspiratiom
for Iinperial federation, although hu was
frea’ to say ‘he thought the ' scheme
was of a hasty and doubtful characuer.
Still it contained materials ouav of which prac-
tical results might be obained. Tt should be
borne ‘in mind, however, that Fnglanc wes
unable to emulate'Germany in- her manuner of
conducting' Imperiai affairs. The English
Government must be satisfied te allow a por-
tion of the Empire toconduet its own offices in
its own locality. Two forms of union existed
‘—one niilitary, the other.customs union. He
did not think customs union among all'parts
of the British: Empire impossible. . A" union’
for 1mperial defence was of ' common interest.’
The impression prevailed that the question of
defence was entirely in Imperial ‘matter, be-
cause ‘colonial dangers might.résals {rom Tm-
perial policy. The speaker admitted that ex-
tension of the Empire might require that por-
tions of it might incur danger. Ezijz}and’n
policy ' was, 7 however, | - guséntinlly a
paaific’ [ ane, - but :danger :of s.war . arix-
ing from a policy of some other
‘country shouldf imluoe colonists to-make their
| defencey efficient: Distant partsiof the Empire
were wighin the sphere: of possible aggressibn.
European nations were showing an increased
desire for colonial and foreign possessions. -~
The solenn and reasonable sense of intérest
and security which the colonies had in the
shield which the Imperial Government threw:
over them should convince them that it was to
their interest to contribute men . and
means to the mmutual defence. In ad
dition to  this, Lord Salisbury said
he hoped that the connection Betwsen the
colonies and - England wpuld become mora
real, and that the spectacle would be presented
to the world of a vast Empire founded, not on
foree or ' subjection, but on lympnthy and
resolute co-operation. . i

Sit Henry Molland, Colonial Secretary, also
addressed the. conference. . Ho -traced ‘the
history of the movement to orgauize the mili-
tary and naval defences of England and the
colonies. He stated that the existe
ing cable - companies op the eon-
necting of Canada with Australia by telegraph.

S n-question, he said, 1d be  dis-

ugsed by English, German and American
esentatives with a view  to securing a set-
tlement satisfactory to all of the parties inter-
ested. The fisheries disputes between Canada
and the United States, he predicted, would'

also have a satisfactory settlement. i

Lord Granville expressed sympathy with
the objects of the conference and said he
wished God speed to its work. !
