A  thorough washing of all walls,
furniture and floors with a solution of
corrosive sublimate (Bichloride of
Mercury) 30 grains to the gallon, has
been found to be one of the most ef-
fective modes of disinfecting in cases
of consumption.

I will be glad to furnish the nec-
essary amount of the drug free of
charge to any person wishing to carry
out this precaution.

In cases where it is impossible to
wash the walls or where there is much
furniture the fumigator should be used.
This is at my office and for the benefit
of the Municipality.

During the year I have received a
number of complaints from various
parts of the County regarding cess-

In submitting Presentment for 1903
we have made a slight change from the
practice followed in former years. In
the present estimate we have endeav-
ored in every instance where the
charge against the County was a fixed
one to give exact figures.

Where the amount for any service
varies from year to year, we have
made estimates for such service based
upon past records which we think will
be found approximately correct.

This method separates the business
of the Municipality into departments
where over-expenditures in any branch
of the public service may more easily
be detected and checked.

We respectfully submit for your con-
sideration the presentgept” for 1903
which we recommend be assessed upon
and collected from the ratepayers of
the Municipality of Annapolis.
