The
seed should be sown in the early spring and general
directions tor cultivation will be given on each package.

Having carefully watched its habit
of urowth and its honey-producing gqualities for the past
six years I believe those who commence its cultivation in
a liberal way will be better pleased than bycommencing
with a small quantity of seed. It has been tested by
prominent bee-keepers all the way trom Vermont to
Nebraska and Ontario. We refer to the report of the
Committee appointed by the North American Bee-Keepers’
Ascociation held at Detroit in 1385. The Committee re-
ported at the Indianapolis, Ind., convention held Oct. r2th
to 14th, and their report will be found 1n all Bee Journals
publishing the report of thatconvention.
