Wichkes ut. lte Pioruer Range Church in Inverness, six miles
fram Mr. Layfieid's, lying north af the Gosford rad. The
little Churcli was wehi fiiled by a cangregation of peîlîapn
not mare than seventy persans. The Bishop preached thc
sermon for the Church Saciety wluich, by an estaublished rule,
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
