tated for the purjiose of holding services. The great
diflicnlty is, that the English population is ;s0. much

scaltered over the colony, that youcan never sc
ly-assemble any great number. ofithe people:-tog
Aher. ‘Mong the valleys, the English emigrants are
thickly dotted, and yet they are so.much beyond all
the ‘means of grace that ‘they mny well exclaim,
& No man careth for our sonls.”?  ‘I'liere are numbers
of theu who aciually sink into the grossest heathen-
ism, and amongst whom habits of life are found
whicli [ should be ushamed to mention before’ this
audience, Weare very much in want of another
chaplain in those parts. We also want ilinerant
catechists aud missionaries there—men of great
vatiestness, zeal, and activity ; for the work isa
rugged one yheary; and there is very little external
inducement to engage in it. Then, with regard to
the other sphere of operations, the eastern frontier,
of course the disastrous invasion of the colony by
tre Caffre tribes last year disarrane~] everything ;
the people being compelled either io leave their
farms entirely, (o asserble for mwutual protection,
or to retite very far into the rear.  Many parts
of the colony were in fact nearly deserted.” Nup-
posing the colony to have surmounted its difficulties
n that direction, we wanl one or two more chapleins
in the work, and three or four itinerant catechists,
to enable us at all to meet the spiritual destitution
of the colonists. 1 dafope that by your help some-
thing will be dane to increase our” agency. 1L is a
difficult thing, ray Lord, in sueh a favoured country
as this, to picture to the mind - the religions disad-
vantages under which Beitish emigrants labour,
when scatlered over the surface of a country like
Southern Africa, [lere we have the means of grace
always accessible to us 3 there is achureh on every
side ; there are means of education for our chilidren ;
a Christian pastor’s watehlul care may be enjoyed ;
and there is Christian fellowship to cheer, to com-
fort, and to stimulate, English emigrants, on the
coutiary, are placed one by one on heir farms ge-
nerally at a long distance from each other, and
sometimes twenty or even {hirly miles from a pace
of worship ; they are without any means of edu-
caling their children, and without any provision for

On all
these points'the .Committee hid succeeded, and the
resultshowed how much might be done by earnest-
ness and energy in the promotion of Sabbath cbser-
vance., DNot ‘contenled -with . this, however, the
present Mayor of Derby had gone lo the very toot
of delinquency and vice, - There were fields In the
neighlonthood of the town to which boys had been
in the habit of ‘resorting for the. practice of a low
species -of gambling, and the extent to which this
vice had prevailed could hardly be credited. That
evil had been stopped, A great number of persons,
boys and young men, had also been engaged in run-
ning raceson the Sabbath-day, being stripped for the
purpose, and reduced, in fact, to almest a state of
nadity, This evil also had been ‘stopped.  Alittle
more cnergy of this kind could not Lut be attended
with the best results.  The great difficulty was, to
induce nagistrates to use the power which was
vested in them. e was afraid there was loo often
alurking disinclination to atlend to suggestions on
this subject. At all events, magistrates were, for
some reason or other, very slow lo act upon them ;
and he took shame to himsell, that when placed in
a situation in which he might have done considera-
ble good, bie had refrained from exercising the power
which he was entitled to employ fur the purpose of
secuting grezter attention (o the Sabbath-day, He
had, however, imagined at the time, that this pow-
erdid not extend so faras it really did. In con-
nexion with the question of Sunday trading, he had
een much struck, in realding « valuable monthly
publication of the London City Mission. In going
tound the parish of St. Pancras, it had Deen found,
that no less that 1,500 shops were open every Sab-
bath-day. (Hear.) 11 1,500 shops desecrated the
Nabbath in one single parish, what must be the ex-
tent of Sunday trading in the whole of the metropo-
lis 7 (Hear, hear.) VWhen he found stafistics of
that description, he. really bezan to feel that the
coinparison hetween this country and the Continent
was not quite so favourable 1o us as some had ima-
gined.  Now, it hecame all of them to use their ut-
most eflorts, individually, for the diminution of
Sabbath desecration.  Very much might be done by
example ; Lut on that subject he would not dilate.
There was not a single person in the Toom, nor a
single Christian in- the lund, who had not some
power of influencing the conduct of others. They
should not be alraid of being called Pusitans, or any
other names of that kind; but should persevere
steadily in endeavouring o produce an improved
state of feeling on this subject.

Such being the case, wherever the Priests of the
Church of Rome learned the connected doctrines of
‘Transubstantiation and saxy propitiatory sacrifices
of Christ, they could not have learned them from the
Bible: for the Bible flatly contradicts them.

Not a syllzble daes the Bible say of all this. Nay,
what is stil worse, it contradicts it: for it says,
Blessed are the dead which die in the Lord, from
henceforth ; yea, saith the Spirit, for they nest from
their tabours. TRev. xiv. 13, The Bibie declares :
that pious souls rest when they depart hence. Is
Purgatory, as graplicaily described by the Priests
of the Homan (g,‘humh, a state of ri:sTfrom Jabour ?
Truly they give a very different account of it 3 and
precisely on the ground that it is not a state of REST,
but a state of dreadful though not eternal TORMENT,
they teach, that prayers ought to be made, and the
propitiatory sacrifice of the Mass offered, in order
that souls may be delivered from it.  Vhat? Deli-
vered from a slate of rest? Nay, say they, it
is no place of RresT, but a place of ToryMENT.
Thus the Bible says one thing, and they say
another.

Wherever the Clerzy of Rome picked up the
doctrine, they certainly Tearned nothing of it, either
from Moses and the Prophets, or from Christ and the
Apostles,

common feith,-~they -were 'Catholi¢s, and, with
trifling exceptions, there were no heresies, except
the Ariar heresy, which few members in that house-
would not condemn as much as did the Church of
Rome. But in the 16th century the whole religion
of society Was overturned by the general rise of the
Reformation ; many heresies sprang up at that.lime,
and they continued to this day. These heresies led

to persecution, and here he must peint out the dis-
tinction which the church of Rome made between
heretics and those who were followers of heresies.
Heretics were those who had once believed in the -
Catholic Chusch, und themselves disputed the doge
mas of that Chureh ; but when a heresy was once
founded, its followers, who had not been members of
the Catholic church, were not looked upon in the
same Jight as the heretics, and' were not liable to
the imposition of (he same penalties, ‘Al the
heresies of the Reformation were now.common ;.
many great and virtuous men, who, if the Catholic
faith had been propounded to them, would not have
tiesitated to accept it, joined in the heresies, and it
was not for the Catholic church to persecule them.
Persecution and force had riever availed for the ad-
vance of religion. The French' Dragoons under
Louis XIV. had been sent to force the Protestants

to stbmit, aud to slanghter in the field all who, re-
fused; they appeared Lo submit, and still continued
nominally Catholic, but the resulis were the wide=
spread dissatisfaction in France and the disastrous
evils whirh took place in the last cenlury. France -
had suffered so severely from the illegilimate means
employed to use force against conscientious support-
ers of religious opinions, and he’ therefore agreed
that it was impossible to advance religion by force,.
or by throwing obstacles in the woy of others; and
that the only legitiinate means of advancing religion
were by argument and persuasicn.  (Hear, hear.)
