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3.—Submitted a letter from Mr. J. N. Perrault, director
of the Catholic Board of School Commissioners, asking for
the same grant as last year, viz: $200 to purchase books
for the night schools.

The comptroller informed the Committee that a sum of
$125 had been appropriated this year for that purpose.

Resolved: To inform Mr. Perrault that the City cannot
legally vote additional grant of this kind.

4 —Submitted an opinion from the Law Department,
stating that the City cannot legally comply with the re-
quest made by the proprietors on the West side of Beau-
doin street, for the use of a certain lane adjoining the
land recently sold by the City, in St. Henry ward.

5.—Submitted a letter from the Law Department, in con-
nection with the writ of mandamus, taken by Mr. D. Da-
vis, to compel the City to deliver him a license to do bu-
siness as contractor of labor.

6.—Submitted a letter from the Law Department, in-
forming the Committee that they will not be able before
next week to give their opinion on the claim of the Pro-
vincial Government for a tax on the loan of $5,000,000.
Laid on the table.

7.—Submitted a letter from Doctor R. Villecourt, for a
grant of $50 per month to organize an immigration and
employment bureau in this City.

Resolved: To inform Dr. Villecourt that the City cannot
legally grant his demand.

8 —Submitted an extract from the minutes of the Hy-
giene and Statistics Committee, recommending to pay an
account of $98.67 for extra work done by Mr. L. A. La-

‘fond, in conmnection with the medical inspection of school.

Resolved: To approve the payment of said account
which is chargeable against the appropriation voted for
Medical inspection of pupiic schools.

9.—Submitted an opinion from the Law Department in
connection with the tender of Messrs. Labelle & Lessard
for repairs to No. 20 fire station.

Resolved: That said opinion be transmitted to the Fire
and Light Committee.

10.—Submitted a letter from the Montreal League for
the prevention of Muberculosis for agrantof'$2,000 in aid
to the Tuberculosis and Health Exhibition to be helid in
November next.

Resolved: That said letter be laid on the table and that
the Law Department be asked to suggest how the City
could legally increase the grant made to said league in
the appropriations voted December last.

11.—Submitted an opinion of the Law Department on
the right of the City to compel the Montreal Water & Power
to replace their water pipes when insufficient for the re-
quirements.

Resolved: To instruct the secretary to have said opinion
translated and to send a copy to the mémbers of the Com-
mittee. ‘

12.—Submitted a letter from Mr. L. N. Senécal, secre-
tary of the expropriation department, transmitting copy
of a letter which he sent to the chief City attorney on the
4th May 1908, concerning the collection of assessments for
St. Antoine street expropriations.

Resolved: That said documents be referred to the Law
Department with instructions to take the necessary mea-
sures to enable the City to collect the assessments which
are due in connection with said expropriations.

13.—Submitted a statement dated 5th June, signed by
the assistant City treasurer, showing taxes due to the City
for 1907.

In this connection, the City treasurer gave certain expla-
naions to the Committee and stated he would submit a
full report on this subject at the next meeting.

14.—Submitted the report of the Assessors’ department
on the assessed value for the last three years of the land
and building which the Police Committee recommend to
purchase from Mrs. O. Legault, wife of P. Leclere, at a
cost of $16,235, for the establishment of a police station in
St. Jean-Baptiste ward.
