62.2 Amendments

(a) Any amendment filed under Article 19 shall be promptly transmitted by the
International Bureau to the International Preliminary Examining Authority. If, at
the time of filing such amendments, a demand for international preliminary exami-
nation has already been submitted, the applicant shall, at the same time as he files
the amendments with the International Bureau, also file a copy of such amend-
ments with the International Preliminary Examining Authority.

(b) If the time limit for filing amendments under Article 19 (see Rule 46.1) has
expired without the applicant’s having filed amendments under that Article, or if
the applicant has declared that he does not wish to make amendments under that
Article, the International Bureau shall notify the International Preliminary Examin-
ing Authority accordingly.

Rule 63
Minimum Requirements for International Preliminary Examining
Authorities
63.1 Definition of Minimum Requirements
The minimum requirements referred to in Article 32(3) shall be the following:
(i) the national Office or intergovernmental organization must have at
least 100 full-time employees with sufficient technical qualifications to carry out ex-
aminations;

(ii) that Office or organization must have at its ready disposal at least the mini-
mum documentation referred to in Rule 34, properly arranged for examination pur-
poses;

(iii) that Office or organization must have a staff which is capable of examining
in the required technical fields and which has the language facilities to understand
at least those languages in which the minimum documentation referred to in
Rule 34 is written or is translated.
