Barbed wîre is free on bath aides. Certain
unmanufactured lumber la free an bath
aides; but manufactured lumber, even
tongued and grooved, ks free for the Ameni-
can farmer in the northwest plains of his
country, while it is taxed as high as 32*
per cent for the Canadian farmer who lives
under very much the same circumstances.

I regret, Mr. Speaker, that I have been
obliged ta weary the bouse at this length
with this long rehearsal ai tariff schedules;
