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things, without at the same time telling them
that there will be a limitation, so far as sugar
rationing is concerned. They do not mind, as
long as they understand the general plan. But
give themn the general pl-an, and do not leave
it to the local ration boards to carry the whole
brunt of responsibility, and ail the complaints
that normally arise.

Mr. ILSLEY: When I said I would welcome
suggestions on how to ration sugar I meant
exactly that. I asked for suggestions on how
to ration sugar for canning purposes. I have
not got any from the leader of the opposition,
although hoe did start in to tell me that ho
was going to give me some. Ail he did was
to tell me two things I should not do again.
That is the extent of his suggestions.

Mr. GRAYDON: Exactly.

Mr. ILSLEY: H1e does not touch the central
problem at ail, namoly, that of how I should
ration sugar for canning among the pulation
of this country. 11e has suggested oe thing,
namely, Do not decentralize; run it from
Ottawa. That is what hie said.

Mr. GRAYDON: The ministor suggested a
short time ago that words should not be put
in his mouth. I do not want that, cither.

Mr. ILSLEY: Well, that is what it meant.

Mr. GRAYD ON: Will the minister accept
my word? Suroly lie has nlot followed my
point.

Mr. ILSLEY: What is it, thoen?

Mr. GRAYDON: The point I was making
is this: Actually what happoned was that the
central authority liad one policy and sent it
out to the housowivos of Canada, and then
regulations wero sont out somo months after-
wards to the local ration boards saying there
would ho no limitation.

Mr. ILSLEY: No.

Mr. GRAYDON: Perhaps I should not
say that. hocause that is no.t quite fair. 1
did nlot moan that; after ail, I do not wish
to he unfair. But 1 think it had the samo
effort; that is, they put no limitation tcpon
what the housewife was going to get.

Mr. ILSLEY: Correct.

Mr. GRAYDO.N: They did not say a single
thing in the advertisernent. They just asked
the housewives to, plan to can vegetables and
fruit during the corning season. Why, there
was a lot of stuif in the nowspapers, and 1
have no doubt thero was pIonty on the radio
-although I clid nlot have tirne to listen to
it as mucli as I should have liked to. But

word was sent across this country for the
housewives of Canada to tan, can, can!1 Th'at
is the point I arn trying to make to the
minister.

11e asks about suggestions. Well, if I can
iuake a suggestion, as .to what ho should not
do, why should I not? In effect, by telling
him not to do it again, 1 arn suggesting what
ho should do-and that is, that when ho
advertises niext time-

Mr. ILSLEY: Oh!

Mr. GRAYDON: Now, thon, the minister
has asked for a suggestion-

Mr. ILSLEY: Ail right.

Mr. GRAYDON: When hie advcrtises again,
lot him ho frank with the housowives of
Canada. Lot hirn tell the people that when
they do apply to the local ration board they
may expoct a definite limitation. Lot hiým
toll thom that they are not likely to get more
than fifteon pounds each in urban sections,
and not more than twenty-five pounds each
in rural soctions.

Mr. ILSLEY: We did not say anything
about fifteon ipounds and twenty-flvo ,pounds.

Mr. GRAYDON: You did say something
about fifteen pounds and twenty-flvo pounds,
hocause I happo.n to have seen the instruc-
tions to the local ration boards. You did nlot
tell tho housewives that thero would he any
limitation. You said thoro would ho fifteen

pounds to urhan and twenty-flve pounds to
rural residents, and hy the time they got
finisliod thoro wvas a hodge-podgo and ,patch-
work-quilt policy ail ovor Canada which had
beon worked out for the housowives of this
country. AIl the housowives are asking is
fair treatrnent. They do not wish to ho misied
hy tho governmont. They will try to follow
thc instructions handed out hy tho local ration
boards, and they will finally end up with a
different resuit altogethor.

Mr. ILSLEY: I just wish to corne back,
to this: 1 have asked for suggestions as to
how to ration sugar for cannîng purposes in
Canada. 1 have got advico about how to
advertise nýext year. But we have flot reached
the main question. We couÂld do what they
do in other countries. That is. wo could give
so rnuch sugar per head of population for
canning purposos. Thon, if that were done,
instead of heing distrihuted on an applicant
hasis it would he distrihuted on a per capîta
hasis over the whole population. We could
do it in that way. It could ho central, and
it would ho as rigid as it could possihly ho.
If that policy had been applied this year, the
applicants would mot have got as rnuch per
