PETITIONS

MR. PARKER COAL PRODUCTION IN SOUTHEASTERN BRITISH
COLU MBIA

Mr. Sid Parker (Kootenay East-Revelstoke): Madam
Speaker, I wish to present a petition on behalf of my constitu-
ents in Kootenay East-Revelstoke with regard to the federal
involvernent in the coal fields there. The Government of
Canada bas helped finance and develop new coal projects in
northeastern British Columbia which could have serious
effects on coal production in southeastern British Columbia
and the production of coal in terrns of markets available to
British Columbia, threatening already existing jobs in coin-
munities in southeastern British Columbia. Over 2,000 people
signed this petition. The undersigned petitioners humbly pray
and catI upon the House of Commons to guarantee that the
presently existing coal projects in southeastern British
Columbia wilî be permitted to supply coal to aIl British
Columbian markets until such time as they approach their
production capacity.

MR. MALONE-CROWSN EST PASS FREIGHT RATE[S

Mr. Arnold Malone (Crowfoot): Madam Speaker, I arn duty
bound, as the Member of Parliarnent for Crowfoot, to table
today a petition frorn a number of constituents, 1,277 in total,
frorn the southeast region of rny constituency, with respect to
the western transport initiative by the Minister of Transport
(Mr. Pepin). The petitioners outline six principles by which
they find the proposai to be unacceptable and would ask that
these principles be involved in any amending changes to the
impending legisiation.

NARCOTIC CONTROL ACT

AMENDMENT RESPECTING THERAPEUTIC USE 0F HEROIN

Hon. Walter Baker (Nepean-Carleton) moved for leave to
introduce Bill C-684 to amend the Narcotic Control Act
(therapeutie use of beroin).

He said: Madam Speaker, the purpose of the Bill is to
permit designated physicians in defined hospitals, particularly
in cancer clinies, to prescribe heroin to alleviate pain and to
provide against diversion of heroin for improper purposes and
to permit a public debate and decision on this important
question. It also responds to a favourable reply from 91 per
cent of the people of Nepean-Carleton in a questionnaire on
this subject.

Motion agreed to, Bill read the first time and ordered to be
printed.
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
