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Then, what would we do about 
Ramsay Haodonald? He also has an honorary 
degree from this University, and I have heard 
his name mentioned in the same connedtion.
And then, too, there comes to my mind the 
name of Jim Shotwell, a graduate of yours and 
an honorary graduate of ours, who, in ny 
opinion, had more to do with the Kellogg 
Peace Pact than any other man on this side 
of the water. I am Inclined to think Hr. 
Kellogg has had all the credit he is entitled 
to receive.

Everything is going very 
well at the University; in fact, it has been 
a particularly active session in which ray 
health has permitted me to take my full share. I really feel better than I have at any tine 
in the past two years.

Oolllp is satisfied that 
he has discovered something of great Value, 
some mention of whieh is made in this month,s 
issue of the Canadian Hedioal Journal.
