course, I am prepared to recommend ,- :

{1) That the professorship of Jurisprudence
and Commen Law be auspended, with a view to replacing
it at some future date by =& professorship in sone
other subject.

{(2) That the professorship of Constitutional
Law be’ changed to the professorship of Constitutional
and Federal Law.

The subjects for instruction
in which the Professor of Constitutional and
Pederal Law would be responsible would ba, generally
spoaking, the Law of the Comstitation, and of the
constitutions of other countries, so far as necgessary
or desirabdble, and such branches of law, subjects
0f Fedoral legislation, as may appear appropriate.
