1. Admilralty warrant, February 2, 1892.
2. Yes, with the exception of ships re-

gistered la the Dominions of Canada and
New Zealand and the Commonwealth of
Australla.

BOUNDARIES OF MANITOBA.

Rt. Hon. Sir WILFRID LAURIER
(Prime Minister) moved the following reso-
lution :

Whoreas petitions have been presented to
the government and to this House from the
legislative assembly of Manitoba, praying for
an extension of the boundaries of the said
province northward and eastward, and for an
additional subsidy ta the said province in -lieu
of the ownership of public lands in the terri-
tory to be so added,

Be it resolved,
That it is expedient that the prayer of the

said petition should be acceded to, and that
upon such terme and conditions as may be
agreed to by the said legislative assembly and
by parlianient, the boundaries of Manitoba
be extended as follows:

The northern boundary to be the sixtieth
parallel of latitude; the western boundary to
be the present eastern boundary line of the
provinc of Saskaohewan to the said sixtieth
paraillel; the eastern boundary to be the pre-
sent eastern boundary as far north as the
northeast corner of the province, thence on a
straight lino ta the most eastern point of
Island lake, and thence on a straight line ta
the point where the eighty-ninth meridian of
west longitude intersects the shore line of
Hudson bay.

And be it further resolved:
That whereas notwithstanding the extension

of territory above described, the ungranted
lands of the Crown in the territory so ta be
added ta the said province will stili continue
ta be administered by the government of Can-
ada for the purposes of the Dominion; and
the said province will not have the public
land as a source of revenue.

It is just and equitable ta recognize the in-
creased cost of civil government which such
extension of territory will occasion to the pro-
vince, and in view of the promises, to make
ta the said province an increased allowance
by money payment, the amount of which
should be the subjeat of negotiation between
the governinent of Canada and the government
of Manitoba.

And be it furthor resolved:
That, upon the legislature of the province

of Ontario consenting thereto, it is expedient
to extend the boundaries of the said province,
upon such terms and conditions as may be
agreed to by the said legislature and by par-
liament, so as ta include all the territory te
the north of the said province lying between
the extended boundardes of Manitoba above
described and the waters of James bay and
Hudson bay.

And be it further resolved:
That, upon the legislature of the province

of Quebec consenting thereto, it is expedient
ta extend the boundaries of the said province,
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
