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yet we apprehend that ev ry kind of tax, under

the prefcnt fyftem of legiHation, may occafion

difficulties as well ii. the afTcflinent and collec-

tion, as in other refpedts.

We flatter ourfclves that ou^ provincial mode of
government may in time become more and more ajftmila-

ted to the conjiitntion, from which we already derive

fo much happinefs ; we look forward with fatisfac-

tion to the time, when the province of Quebec
may be able, not only to fupport its own internal

expences, but alfo to promote in a much greater

degree than it has hitherto done, the commerce
and welfare of his Majefly's dominions in ge-

ral.

Ithas been ohfervedzvithfatisfa^ion^ that, during

the late Sejffions of the Legijlative Councily his Majeftfs

fubje^s have not been fo much precluded as heretofore^

from the knowledge of the matters therein agitated^

until they were pajfed into laws, againfi which^ how^

ever grievous they might be thought^ thefubje^ had no

immediate or adequate remedy*—

That his Majefty may long reign over the
