BRITAIN RELIES
ON CANADA'S AID

Rowell Tells Why Expedition-
ary Force to Siberia Must
Go Forward.

Port Hope, Dec. 1. — At a union
thanksgiving service held here to-
night, Hon. N. W. Rowell, speaking of
the despatch of ‘a Canadian expedi-
tionary force to Siberia, said:

““The Austrian and German prison-
ers of war appear to be in Russia and
Siberia still. The Czecho-Slovaks are
still bravely battling for liberty. The
patriotic elements of the Russlan peo-
ple are still seeking to re-establish
order. As Canadians, we all desire
that the people of Russia may freely
decide the form of their own institu-

tions and establish a stable govern-
meat on whatever basis they them-
selves consider just and right.
