foot at Ottawa to put restrictions on
leather exports as well When seen
by The World yesterday Mr, George
Beardmore said he understood such a
move was proposed and he thought it
would be a very improper step be-
cause there were certain kinds of
leather turned outgby the Canaasan
tanners which have a very fimited
market here and can be sold at & fair
profit in the States.

Other tanners take the view that it
the price of hides s kept wlt.h:in
bounds the leather situation will rignt
itself. 'This was the view of Mr. 8.
R. Wickett of the tanning concern of
-Widkett & Cra‘g. Speaking to ,The
World last ‘night just before he left
for Ottawa, Mr. Wickett said he fav-
ored a very thoro control of the hide
situation. This would probably create
difficulties for the packers, who are
most concerned with the price ‘of hides,
but they had managed to get the price
up to the present fictitious level and
should take the risks that go with the

Emphasizing his point that present
prices are entirely manufactured, Mr.
Wickett supplied The World with the

figures :

cipal slaughtering centres of the United
_States, namely Chicago, Kansas -City,
Omaha, St. Louis, Sauit Lake City
and St. Paul, for the week ending
July 26 were 223,000, and for the week
previous 242,000 against 228,000 for the
same week one year ago, and 190,000
two years ago. From Januaryl to
July 26 this year® receipts at these
points totaled 5,786,000, for for the
same period a year ago, 8,280.090, and
two years ago, 5,2 21009. ;

Hides in Chicage.

The receipt of hides in Chicago
alone for the week ending July 26
this year was 4,226,000 pounds, for
the previous week 3,843,000, and a
year ‘ago for the same week 2,689,000
pounds. From January 1 to July 26
this year Chicago receipts of hides
were 128,950,000 pounds, and for the
corresponding period of last year
93,011,000 pounds. These figures show
that the supply of hides is greater this
year than in the two previous years
and still prices are more than double
the prices of one year ago. Mr.
Wickett also points out that the world's
stock of leather on hand is greater
now than in the last two years. Sev-
. eral goveraments which made large
. purchases for war purposes have still
Y much of this supply on hand. In con-
I clusion Mr. Wickett said that nothing
. but manipulation would have put the

ice of hides where it is today, and
 he thought the government would be
" well advised to reintroduce such re-
i gtrictions as were in force during the
{ war when prices were kept below 34
‘cents and most of the time under 28
cents,

blacksmith shop, . 70 by 100 feet;
power house, office and stores build-
ing and round . house. The nound
house has stalls for 10 engines, and
the power plant generates current to
operate the crames, transfer tables,
jacks and all machinery, as well as
to light all the buildings. The plant
is modern, with facilities for entirely
rebuilding . locomotives and cars. At
present nine engines are in the shop
undergoing repairs.

The housing ‘situation 4is giving the
managements of these two plants some
concern. Most of the men live in the
city or North-Toronto, and have to be
taken out in the morning and brought
‘back at night. The Nationai Rail-
ways run a train from North Toron-
to station for this purpose, and quite
a few men are algo carried by fitney
alog Merton street from Ybnge
street. /
