MONTREAL LIGHTING FRANCHISE,

In its issuae of Monday, The Montrzal
Iierald ga've prominence to an an-
nouncement that arrangements were 21-
mest ready to have a special meeting
of the city council called, at which it
wes propos:d “to give: .

1. An exclusive franchise for the
supply of gas, to run for 34 years
from the present, 95 cents to be the
price four years hence, with pro-
mise of slow reductions later;

2. An exclusive franchise for the
supply of electric light, at the pres-
ent exorbitant nrices, with promised
reductions that,‘many years hence,
would bring the rate down to what
it was before the monopoly was ef-
fected; .

3. An extension for 30 years, at
the same. pricz, of the five years’
contract for streat lighting, which
was given at $60.a lamp, when there
was a tender in,for $54.75.

Were similar instances not matters
>f regular occurrence, it would app-ar
little short of incredible that a repre-
sentative body, charged with the care
of the public interest, could: seriously
gntertain propositions of the kind spe-
cified by The Herald. After the c¢xpe-
rience of Montreal itself, and the les-
sons supplied by other great cities on
this continent, the placing of public
services under the control of monpoly-
kolding corporations is nothing more
nor less than a betrayal of the rights
of the community. In the future, even
than in the past, muni-
cipal prosperity will virtually depsnd
on cheap and efficient operation ot
public utilities and a city that deprives
itself of that advantage cannot but
materially handicap itself in the In-
dustrial and commercial field and to
that extent weaken the national posi-
tion.

If Toronto were inclined to regard its
own interest exclusively, it could de-
sire nothing better than to see Mon-
treal deliver “itself over hand and foot
to private exploitation. - Unsatisfac-
tory tho its own position is at the pres-
ent moment, it has the prospect at no
remote date of shaking itself loose
from corporation control. When that
corsummation is achieved, it will
free to reap all the advantages arising
from the progress of science and inven-
tion and all the increasing values
which must accompany its own growth,
These in a developing country are inp-
estimable benefits, but absolutely ne-
cessary if any city is to reach to the
full measure of its possibilities.

If Montreal is to be saved from ‘he
grabs now in contemplation, it can only
be done by the prompt and energetiic
action of the citizens themselves.

But he never lost money In a horse trans-
action, Before he left his brothers ser-
vice he had accumulated $1000 from his
horse-trading, and with the money he built
a sloop and took a cargo of horses on com-
mission to New York, He took a full load
of groceries on the return trip, and when
he landed in Troy he counted his profit at
$700.

His position in the community of Wall-
Street has been summed up in these words:
He could take hold of almost any financial
€lterprise and put it upon a solid basis,
Tho the venture was toddling along  In
weary fashion and in danger of utter col-
lapse, with Mr, Sage at the helm, armed
with undisputéd authority, the 'chances
were that something would come out of it.

He was a financlal economist, In a twink-
ling he could stop a leak and bring order
out of almost any entanglement which be-
set one of the treasuries. with which finan-
clers have to deal.

life he was interested in a modest way in
puts and calls, altho from that hot day in
June, in 1884, when he was reported to
have lost $7,000,000, he gradually curtalled
that branch of his business.

Mr, Sage was the father of ‘“‘puts and
calls,” *‘straddles,” “spreads,’”’ and all privi-
leges. He started this busiliess in 1870.
He never offered privileges for sale him-
self, gnd never gave a would-be purchaser
an audience, It was all done thru brokers,
All offers for privileges were submitted in
writing—not a word was spoken by the
broker,

“I Introduced these privileges ' sald Mr,
Sage once, “to assist brokers of  moderate
means, With my credit and vouchers they
can operate without the use of money. At
oune time I pald brokers more than $30,000-
4 year in commissions alone. You gsk me
if I would advise anybody to come hére
and go into Wall-street. - No, sir, Not the
shrewdest man I know, 1 have seen hun-
dreds—thousands—go down and lose every
dollar. Some of my old acquaintances have
come down here and gone out of sight in
no time. It seems when 1 look back as if
I was the only one of those who came here
when I did, and as I did, that has survived.
But the brokers live pretty well while they
do live, and one thing 1 will say—there is
more honor and genperosity among them as
a class than among any other class of men
I ever met. They help one another meore;
they keep thelr werd more, %If one of thelr
number is unfortunate they don’'t pounce
on him and strip hlm, They give Gim an-
other. chance and accept his terms of set-
tlement,”
